LET'S FACE IT. WE ARE SCARED. WE WERE BORN SCARED. THE FIRST
reaction a human has at the moment of birth is to let out one huge,
frantic wail. There is no doubt in the minds of the people present at
this blessed event that this tiny being’s entrance into the world is
made with the utmost reluctance. And why should it be otherwise?
The average human fetus spends approximately nine months in the
warmth and safety of its mother’s womb, where its every need is
met in blissful peace and silence. Suddenly, after being steadily con-
ditioned to a life of total comfort, the fetus is brutally expelled from
its cozy haven and banished into an unknown and threatening
world. Gone are the warmth, the safety, the dreamlike state of quiet
contentment. They are replaced by loud noises, cold air, hard sur-
faces, and constant physical discomfort.

promises, became deities with supernatural powers that could be
tapped through proper worship and sacrifice. Symbols represent-
ing these forces and their powers were among the first artistic efforts
of primitive people. These symbols became known as amulets, talis-
mans, charms and fetishes.

The purpose of magical symbols such as amulets was to con-
centrate power so that it could be used by human beings. These
symbols represented all the supernatural qualities and abilities of
the gods that humans needed to overcome the world around them.
By holding an amulet or carrying it around constantly, primitive
people felt secure and protected. This belief in the supernatural
powers of the gods and their symbols became known as faith, the
most potent weapon against fear.

Faith is the central promise behind both magic and religion,
and firmly delineates the most important difference between both
systems. In religion, humanity declares an undying faith in the
powers of God. In magic, humanity declares an undying faith in its
own powers. But the aims of both magic and religion are essentially
the same—to protect us against the dangers that surround us, to
give us self-confidence, and to assuage our fears, all through the
power of faith. :

Amulets and other magic symbols are used by both magic and
religion for protective purposes, or for strength and self-assurance.
The Star of David and the Christian cross provide the same feeling
of comfort and protection to their religious-minded wearers as a
rabbit’s foot, a pentagram, or the Hand of Fatima provide to those
magically inclined. The intention is the same: to attract good luck, to
dispel evil, and to banish fear.

In our modern societies, we are no longer battling ferocious
animals, intractable weather and the constant threat of starvation.
The dangers we face are more sophisticated, but just as deadly. Air
and water pollution, nuclear proliferation, the constant threat of
war, disease, crime, drug and sexual abuse, inflation, unemploy-
ment, and natural and manmade disasters are the new fears that
corrode our sense of well being and self-assurance. Tortured by an
ever-growing anxiety about the future, besieged by worries and
frustrations, humanity searches desperately for ways with which to
relieve its anguish. Sometimes escape seems the only solution.
Drugs, alcohol, mental illness, and suicide are some common forms

Established world religions, no longer able ‘to satlsfy our grow-
ing spiritual needs, are beginning to lose ground to new religious
sects, all of which vociferously claim to have the answers to society’s
ever-increasing problems. New techniques in meditation and self-
awareness are being essayed in order to bring about higher states of
consciousness. Ancient maglcal beliefs and practices are being re-
vived all over the world. The aim is, as always, relief from fear and
anxiety, and a return to the blissful state of peace and well-being
that was the first experienced in mother’s womb. .

At the very core of all this religious and magical act1v1ty are the
symbols we know as amulets and talismans. Every need, every
want, every hope that ever dwelled in the human heart has been ex-
pressed in the form of an amulet or a talisman. These symbols are
part of the language of the unconscious mind, and are an expression
of our faith in ourselves and in the universal forces around us. We
must believe in order to survive. Amulets and talismans help us to
believe. ~
At this point we must stop and ask some very natural ques-
tions. Do amulets and talismans really work? Do they truly possess
magical powers and have the ability to alter the circumstances sur-
rounding our lives? The answer is yes, but only within the frame-
work of our faith in them. Faith is the great miracle worker and the
true power behind amulets and talismans.

AMULETS
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1 What is an Amulet?

THE WORD AMULET IS DERIVED FROM THE LATIN AMULETUM, WHICH,
according to Pliny, is “an object that protects a person . from
trouble.”* This is probably a perfectly valid definition, but our more
discriminating modern intellectuals would prefer to redefine the
term as “an object, either natural or man-made, which is believed to
protect a person from trouble.” (See Webster’s Dictionary.) The
word believed stresses the fact that it is the faith placed in the amulet
that works for its owner, not just the actual powers of the amulet it-
self. '

An amulet can be anything, a small seashell, a colored stone, a
root, a diamond ring, or an old horseshoe. Its most important qual-
ity is its alleged power to safeguard its owner from harm and to
bring him or her happiness and good luck. This “power” has been
the subject of many theories and controversies among students of
both the natural and supernatural phenomena. Some claim that
amulets really have magical powers. Others insist that amulets are
only psychological aids that help strengthen humanity’s courage
and self-assurance. Maybe there is some truth in both statements.

Magic, in its occult connotation, has been defined many times
and in many contexts. Perhaps the most satisfying definition is the
one that presents magic as any act of will that brings about purpose-
ful changes in a person’s environment. According to this definition
all of us have, at one time or another in our lives, performed an act or
acts of magic. Whether by means of prayers, magic spells, the use of
amulets and talismans, or just plain will and determination, we are
constantly trying to direct our lives along a specific course. Essen-
tially, that is what magic is all about: controlling our lives and shap-
ing our destinies. When we exceed the limits of human rights, and

attempt to control the lives of others, we are dangerously leaning to-
ward “black” magic. o

Magic, in one form or another, was our first attempt to control
our environment. From early prehistoric times human beings arbi-
trarily attached special magical qualities to the objects and events
that were the most important to them in their daily life.

They also concluded that a human being was dual in essence,
that is, that he or she has a physical body and a spiritual alter-ego, or
soul. This belief in a soul became a universal concept. The soul was
conceived of as a vital force whose presence animates the body and
whose absence stills it. Seen in this context, our spiritual nature or
soul is the spark of life.

According to the 19th-century anthropologist Sir Edward Bur-
nett Tylor, the attribution of spiritual qualities to plants and other
natural objects resulted in what we call nature worship. This was the
root of totemism, the deification of animals and plants, and of the
use of amulets and talismans. From these beliefs was derived the
high polytheism of primitive peoples, and their worship of the spir-
~ its of nature. Practices such as magical rituals and sacrifice were
ways they invented to bring nature and life within their control, or
at least within reach of their understanding. The belief in unknown
forces beyond the realms of the physical world was mostly a re-
sponse to what Max Weber called “the power of meaning.” It was
not that natural explanations could not be found for the phenome-
non of their existence and that of the world around them. It was sim-
ply that magical and religious explanations were more emotionally

satisfying.

MAGIC VS RELIGION

Primitive people tried by means of magical rituals and incanta-
tions to subdue the spirits of nature and subject them to their will. In
this way they sought to achieve total control of their lives and of
their environment. When they realized that their rituals and spells
were not always successful, and therefore that their magic was lim-
ited, they attempted to propitiate the gods of nature through acts of
worship and sacrifice. The difference between direct control and an
appeal to higher beings marks the distinction between magic and
religion. v -

In both magic and religion, we feel a compelling need to ob-
serve the tenets of our beliefs and to act in accordance with the na-
ture and meaning of the universe as we believe it to be. This compul-
sive behavior is at the core of all true religious experience and gives
rise to the various religious and magical practices that are an essen-
tial part of all human cultures. Attempts to control natural and su-
pernatural powers, divination, sacrifice, taboos, prayers, rituals,
and of course, amulets and talismans, are included in some of these
practices. Although organized religion frowns upon magical prac-
tices, it makes use of a fair amount of magic in its own rituals, par-
ticularly in its use of amulets and other magical symbols for protec-
tive purposes. Typical among these are the Star of David in Jewish :

~ synagogues and the use of rosaries in the Roman Catholic Church.
But even though magic is always differentiated from religion, they
are both invariably treated under the heading of supernaturalism. '

MANA

Supernaturalism expresses the belief in spirit beings placed in
a hierarchical order that starts with the Godhead. It also postulates
the existence of supernatural forces that do not emanate from any
god or spirit but exist of themselves. -

Supernatural forces may exist as personified power and as im-
personal power. Personified power is an attribute of gods and spir-
its, and operates at their will or direction. Impersonal power is a
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force, usually invisible, that extends itself throughout the universe,
and may only be found in certain objects and places. This force is
known as Mana. -

Mana may be a quality of both men and gods and of some natu-
ral substances. It may also be brought into operation by means of
magic rituals and spells without the direct intervention of super-
natural entities. Mana is simply power.

In Polynesia, where the concept of Mana was conceived, Mana
was seen as both personified and impersonal power. In Hawaii the
amount of Mana possessed by an individual was believed to be pro-
portional to his social position. The higher his position, the greater
the Mana he was believed to possess. There were also ways of gain-
ing Mana, such as eating the eye of a fallen enemy. Mana was the
essence of power and victory but it was also potentially dangerous.
The king was believed to possess so much Mana that special precau-
tions had to be taken so that his excess power would not injure the
common people. A series of taboos or prohibitions were created in
order to protect people from too much of this supernatural power.

Perhaps the best way to exemplify the power of Mana is by
considering the quiet strength of trees. There seems to flow from
every tree a kind of aura, like a controlled power, impassive yet very
potent. A simple experiment will serve to show that this power, this
Mana of the tree, can be used by us to replenish our own energies.
Sometime, when you are walking down the street, feeling particu-

larly tired, approach the first large, healthy tree in the vicinity. Lean

lightly against the tree, take a deep breath and mentally “ask” the
tree to share some of its energy with you. Wait a few minutes and
then walk away. You will feel as refreshed and revitalized as if you
had slept several hours.

In the same way as the tree has Mana, so do other natural
things, such as stones, herbs, flowers, roots, and animals. The waters
of the sea and the rivers also have Mana. When the Mana inherent in
a natural object is particularly strong and positive, that object is con-
sidered to be a natural amulet. A four-leaf clover, a rabbit’s foot, and
a fox tail are all examples of natural amulets. They seem to be natu-
rally endowed with an extra amount of Mana. And because one of
the qualities of Mana is its ability to be transferred from one carrier
to another, an amulet can pass its Mana on to you.

Mana is known by other names, such as personal magnetism.

The power of Mana can be of either a positive or a negative na-
ture. When the Mana is negative, the object or the creature that pos-
sesses it is believed to be noxious and injurious to all living crea-
tures. Snakes, frogs, scorpions, ravens, and black cats are all tradi-
tional symbols of bad luck. When a person has this same negative
power, he or she is believed to have the “evil eye.”

Mana is then the natural power of the amulet. But even the
power of Mana cannot rival the power of faith. Because only faith
can make possible the transfer of Mana. When a person believes in
the power of an amulet, the power of the amulet can work for him,
making him feel strong and protected. When there is no faith, there
is no link between the individual and the amulet, and therefore
there can be no transfer of power. That is why I said at the beginning
of this chapter that it is the faith placed in the amulet that works for
its owner, not just the actual powers of the amulet itself.

and bring about harmonious conditions. The root satiricon, which
has a name with erotic connotations, is used-to increase sexual
power. The use of plants like myrtle and vervain, traditionally asso-
ciated with love magic, is a form of calling toward a person all the
magical attributes of these plants.

Contagious magic, on the other hand, states that things that
have been in contact with each other will continue to act on each
other long after that contact has been broken. According to this con-
cept, it is possible to affect somebody in either a positive or a niega-
tive way if one can only acquire some object that has been in contact
with this individual. Likewise, things that have been a part of a liv-
ing creature still retain the essential characteristics of that creature.
Thus a rabbit’s foot is believed to be endowed with the swiftness
and fertility of the rabbit, a lion’s tooth is believed to possess its
owner’s awesome physical strength and proverbial valor, and a
horseshoe is believed to possess the horse’s strength, vitality, and
swiftness.

VARIOUS FORMS OF AMULETS

~ There are two types of amulets:
natural and manmade. A natural amu-
let is a combination of Mana and faith.
The manmade amulet is simply a con-
centration of faith.

Of all the natural amulets, perhaps
the one believed to be the most power-
fulis the fetish. This is an object believed
to be the seat or the house of a spirit
force. In Africa, fetishes are known by
many names, such as ju-ju, gri-gri,
wong, mkissi, and biang. A fetish can
also be artificially made by the shaman
or witch doctor. Many of the fetishes of
the west coast of Africa are decorated
with mirrors and then placed on

various parts of the body for protective purposes. Mirrors were in-
troduced into Africa by Christian missionaries and were promptly
appropriated by the natives who saw in them the “white man’s
magic.” "

Most manmade amulets are representations of supernatural
forces whose powers are invoked for protective purposes by the
amulet’s owner. An amulet can also be made to symbolize a desired
quality or characteristic. In Italy, for example, the horn is a very
popular amulet. It is considered to be a symbol of virility and sex ap-
peal, as well as a sure protection against the ietattura, or the evil eye.

An amulet that is inscribed with special characters is known as
a charm. Many of our modern slogans are charms in disguise. The
peace and love signs, the smiling sun face, the outspoken demands
for “Black Power” and “Ecology Now” are all good examples of
charms because implicit in their symbology is the faith in their abil-
ity to turn hopes into realities. Even Playboy’s saucy rabbit’s headisa
magical symbol of sex and fertility. ;

“Tlove New York” is the slogan of that city, and is accompanied
by the image of a bright red apple. The apple has always been one of
the traditional fruits associated with Venus, and therefore it is a
powerful love symbol. :

Zodiac signs are also among the most popular of modern amu-

lets. They appear on necklaces, bracelets, rings, and even key hold-
ers. :
What all this means is that the belief in amulets is such an in-
trinsic part of the human psyche that we often use them without re-
alizing what they are. Consciously, that is, because unconsciously
we are expressing either a feeling or a need in the symbolic language
of the mind.
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AMULETS ARE AMONG THE MOST COMMON OBJECTS UNEARTHED BY
excavators atarchaeological sites. These findings are not confihed to 2
any one place or period in history, and seem to indicate that the use
of amulets can be traced to prehistorical times and to the various hu-
man families. Primitive people seem to have begun using amulets
for protecting themselves from evil forces and for divining the fu-
ture. They used amulets to enhance fertility, to gain strength, to
overcome enemies, to protect family and property, and above all, to
overcome the dangers of the evil eye. The power of these first amu-
lets was animistic.

Animism, or belief in spirit beings, eventually developed into
the first polytheistic religions. Primitive man conceived of his many
gods as the possessors of awesome magical powers that were often
concentrated in amulets and other magical symbols. It was believed
that the gods created the power of magic so that they could help
themselves and man. This belief persisted in the highly sophisti-
cated priesthoods of Sumer, Babylonia, and Egypt, and formed an
intrinsic part of the mystery religions. The gods were believed to be
the first magicians, who passed on the benefits of their magic to the
people through the priests.

All the gods had made their own amulets
as concentrations, as well as representations, of
their powers. All the Egyptian gods were de-
picted holding an ankh in their hands. The
ankh, also known as the crux ansata, is a symbol
of life and was considered to be a very power-
ful amulet by the ancient Egyptians. It was also

- believed to be an ancient fertility symbol; as it

Egyptians who had led good lives, thus ensuring that those indi-
viduals would live in the afterlife for one hundred thousand million

years.
Symbols of life have always been
some of the most popular of all the relig-
ious amulets. The eighth letter of the He-
brew alphabet, cheth, is worn by many
people as a life symbol. The Kabbalistic
meaning of the letter is “enclosure,”
which is an accurate description of the
womb and its life-giving powers.

Cheth, the eighth letter of
the Hebrew alphabet, is
another symbol of life,
very popular among both
Jews and Gentiles._ -

Hundreds of thousands of clay tablets in cuneiform script were unearthed in early
excavations in western Asia, especially in the site of ancient Nineveh. This particu-
lar tablet tells the Gilgamesh epic, which has a perfect parallel with the Biblical

story of Noah'’s ark and the deluge.

The Babylonian creation epic gives a fascinating example of the use
of amulets among the Babylonian gods. When the goddess Tiamat,

- the personification of evil and the mother of -all things, rebelled

against the other gods, Marduk (the son of Ea) was the god chosen to
destroy Tiamat. Marduk armed himself with many invincible
weapons, but his greatest protection was an amulet made of red
stone in the form of an eye, which he carried between his lips. He
also carried a bunch of herbs in one hand to repel Tiamat’s evil
magic. But Tiamat was also well protected by an equally powerful
amulet known as the Tablet of Destinies, or “Duppu Shemati.” She
made the mistake of giving her amulet, which symbolized a concen-
tration of all her powers, to her son Kingu, whom she also called her
“only spouse.” Kingu, the commander in chief of all her forces, set
out to destroy Marduk with the help of the tablet, but Marduk’s
magic proved stronger. He defeated Kingu and his demonic hordes
and took from him the Tablet of Destinies. He stamped it with his
seal and fastened it on his breast, thus claiming as his own all of
Tiamat’s magic powers. He then smashed Tiamat's skull and split
her body into two parts. From one part he formed the vault of
heaven and from the other, the World Ocean, or abode of Ea. From
Kingu'’s blood Ea created humanity to serve the gods. For this rea-
son humanity is tainted with evil and is always tempted to perform
evil acts. The great number of clay tablets dating from Babylonian
times that have been found with magical inscriptions in cuneiform
purporting to dispel spirits are proof of the Babylonians’ belief in
the power of amulets against evil.

The traditional battle between the forces of good and evil is
also echoed in Ethiopian religious legends. In the “Book of the Mys-
teries of Heaven and Earth” there is a detailed account of Satan’s re-
bellion against God. Twice during the battle the divine armies were
repulsed and overthrown. But the third time God sent with them a
Cross of Light upon which the names of the Three Persons of the
Holy Trinity were inscribed. When Satan saw the cross and the three
names, his courage forsook him, he lost his strength, and the angels
of God hurled him and his hordes down into hell’s abyss. From very
early Christian times the Ethiopians have regarded the cross as the
most powerful amulet. '

The Jewish rabbis and the Christian fathers frowned severely
upon the use of amulets because they were considered a sign of
distrust in the powers of the Almighty. All things magical also
awoke feelings of profound disquiet in the minds of the founders of

Judaism and Christianity because they tended to strengthen
humanity’s belief in its own powers. The founders feared that a
person who had faith in himself would not need to have faith in
God. A false reasoning, but one that made the early churches
condemn the use of magic in any form. Nevertheless it is clear that
the practice of magic is finely interwoven in many of the rituals of
the Christian churches, and the use of amulets is an integral part of
Christianity as a whole.

A revival of the use of amulets began soon after the close of the
fourth century. At this time Christians began to make amulets con-
nected with their religion. The first amulet was the cross, as well as
the crucifix, which shows an image of Christ on the cross. Pictures of
the Virgin Mary, Jesus, and all the great saints and archangels also
were believed to be powerful amulets against the forces of evil. Rel-
ics of the saints and the Christian martyrs, extracts from the Scrip-
tures inscribed on parchment and metal, vials of sacramental oil and
holy water—all became imbued with magical powers. With the in-
vention of paper, the use of these religious amulets became more
common. The Church, however, does not consider them amulets,
but simple expressions of religious faith.

DIVINATION

The insatiable desire to know the future has always been
deeply rooted in humanity. Amulets were also designed for divina-
tion purposes. Some amulets were believed to bring to their owners
premonitions or dreams that could reveal all things to come. Others
could be used as oracles, but they also possessed miraculous powers
that were God-given. Among these latter were Urim and Thum-
mim, the holy oracle of Israel. Urim and Thummim, meaning “light
and perfection,” were probably two small pebbles, or plaques or bits
of wood, which were cast as dice. This may be inferred from the fact
that they were kept in a small pouch by the high priest, who wore it
at the back of the breastplate of judgment (Exod. 28:30; Lev. 8:8).

The oracle of Urim and Thummim was consulted agcording to
Moses’ strict directions, and was carefully controlled by him and the
priests of the Levites. Their inquiry took the form of a semi-religious
ceremony, and only the priesthood was allowed to conduct it. Urim
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and Thummim was the only form of divination accepted by the an-
cient Hebrews. But although the practice of magic was forbidden,
the use of amulets persisted in the mezuzah, or sign on the doorpost;
the phylacteries, or frontlets that were worn between the eyes and
on the arm; and the tzitzith, or fringes worn on the prayer shawls.

Astrology and geomancy are two forms of predicting the fu-
ture that can be traced as far back as the time of the Chaldeans. All
the geomantic and astrological symbols we know were believed to
possess magical powers. They are still used in our modern times as
amulets for good luck or to dispel evil. Likewise all the symbols
used in other forms of divination are believed to be imbued with
magic and are considered to be potent amulets. The reason for this
belief may be that divination symbols or objects are often used to re-
veal the future. This power remains in the object and can later be
used for protective purposes.

BABYLONIAN AND ASSYRIAN AMULETS

The Sumerians, and later on the Babylonians, occupied Meso-
potamia for several thousand years starting around 3000 B.C. They
were a very magically minded people and practiced all forms of
magic in their daily lives. They lived in constant fear of evil spirits
and used innumerable charms, spells, and incantations to protect
themselves against these evil forces. Chief among their protective
devices were all types of amulets, most of them designed as deter-
rents against the evil eye.

The most archaic of these amulets date to approximately 2500
B.C. and are mostly in animal form. The frog, a symbol of fertility,
was a popular amulet usually depicted in glazed clay. Thebulland a
pair of fish were also symbols of fertility and virility, as were the
ram, the sow, and the horse. Lions were symbols of strength and
were commonly used to overcome enemies. When figures of ani-
mals were used as amulets, they were often engraved on their bases
with protective designs believed to bolster the amulet’s power.

Cylinder-seals were also popular amulets. They were made of
precious or semiprecious stones, such as jade, jasper, agate, topaz,
lapis lazuli, and amethyst. Each kind of stone was believed to pos-

sess the power to protect its owner against evil and to bring him
good luck, of its own special kind. For example, a seal made of lapis
lazuli was believed to “possess a god and the god will rejoice in
him,” while a seal made of rock crystal would make a man prosper
in all his affairs and bring him wealth.

Babylonian cylinder-seal amulets.

The cylinder-seal was used both as an amulet and as a seal.
When used as a seal it was pressed against wet clay, and when the
clay dried, the name of the owner and the seal’s design was in-
scribed on the clay tablet. These were used during business transac-
tions and for the signing of contracts. When the seal was not being
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used as a signature, it was carried around by its owner as an amulet.

Cylinder-seals were sometimes engraved with prayers and re-
ligious scenes. The most common scene found on the amulets is the
one depicting Gilgamesh and Enkidu “fighting beasts.” To create
this type of amulet, a metal engraver cut the outline and a drill was
then used to produce indented parts. Limestone was one of the most
popular materials used to make the seals.

Other forms of amulets used by the Sumerians and Babyloni-
ans, and later on by the Assyrians, were prophylactic figures of
gods, men, animals, and reptiles. Some of the most famous of these
amulets are human figures with wings and lion heads made-of terra
cotta.

The Assyrians were fond of burying the figures of dogs of
many colors under their houses. The belief behind this custom was
that the spirits of the dogs would prevent any malicious or evil per-
son or spirit from entering the house. Usually ten dog figures were
buried, five on each side of the house.

In Ur of the Chaldees, the place of birth of the patriarch
Abraham, statues of gods were kept at the entrance of each room of
the house, each statue encased in a small box accompanied by bits of
food, such as grain or small birds. The figures were generally made
of unbaked clay and covered by a thin layer of lime, on which detalls
of form and dress were etched in black ink.

- Of all the evil spirits most feared by the Babylonians, the most
dreaded one was a she-devil who attached herself to pregnant
women and to young children. Her name was Lamashtu or Labartu
and she was the daughter of the god Anu. Lamashtu is depicted in
plaques of metal and stone. To thwart her evil powers the Babyloni-
ans used special stones in the form of cylinders. These stones were
tied to various parts of the body by means of cords of different col-
ors, and sometimes they had to remain in their position for as much
as one hundred days.

Around the time of the downfall of the Assyrian Empire, after
the destruction of Nineveh (612 B.C.)., the cylinder-seals were re-
placed by cone-seals. These were made of sard, carnelian, and agate,
among other stones, and served as sealing tablets as wellas amulets.
Chalcedony was one of the most popular stones used for this type of
seal, and upon its surface were inscribed symbols of the gods Mar-
duk, Nabu, and Shamash; mythical beasts and wing demons; and
men standing by the sacred tree. Also very popular were scenes
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from the Epic of Gilgamesh. In one of these chalcedony cone-seals
one can see the figure of a man on horseback battling a winged mon-
ster. It could very well be the foundation of the legend of St. George
and the dragon.

EGYPTIAN AMULETS

:

The Egyptian word for amulet was mk—t, which means “protec-
tor.” Another word used to denote an amulet was udjau, meaning
“the thing which keeps safe,” or the “strengthener.” The Egyptians
believed that many of the substances of which their amulets were
made possessed magical properties that could be absorbed by their
wearers. The most powerful amulets were those inscribed with the
names of one or more of the gods, or those that had been blessed by a
magician and thus possessed some of the magician’s spiritual pow-
ers.

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The oldest Egyptian amulets date from the Neolithic period.
They are mostly fertility symbols made of flint in the form of various
animals, such as the crocodile, the hippopotamus, the cuttlefish,
and a double-headed lion. The latter represented the sun gods of
sunrise and sunset. Flint arrowheads were also used as amulets at
this time. But the oldest amulet used by the Egyptians was undoubt-
edly the ankh. As we have already seen, the Egyptian gods all pos-
sessed this symbol of life, thus ensuring their immortality. When the
Egyptians embraced Christianity in the first century, they still kept
the ankh as a religious symbol and it often appears on tombs of that
period, next to the Christian cross. The ancient Egyptians made the
ankh from various materials, such as wood, wax, metals, and differ-
ent colored stones. The ankh was closely associated with the sexual
organs and was a symbol of life, but no one knows its true meaning.

The vast wealth of Egyptian amulets found during archeologi-
cal excavations is largely of a funerary nature. That is, these are
amulets placed in tombs for the protection of the dead. But it is prob-
able that these same amulets were also worn by the living. Among
the principal funerary amulets were:

1. The Scarab. This was the sym-
bol of the god of creation to

Huge models of scarabs were also made to be
placed at the entrance to temples and to commemorate special
events. Scarabs were made of practically every conceivable
material and were sometimes used as seals. Amuletic scarabs
varied in length from half an inch to two inches. They came into
vogue around the XIth or XIIth dynasty and lost their popular-
ity around 550 B.C.

The Djed. This amulet was believed to give sfrength and flexi-
bility to the back, for both the living and the dead.

The Tjet. This amulet represented the sexual organs of the god-
dess Isis and was supposed to bring the powers of Isis’ blood to
its owner. It was commonly made of some red material such as
red jasper, red glass, red wood, and carnelian. Some Tjets made
of gold or gilded stone have also been found. This amulet is
commonly seen in the hands of statues and on-many sar-
chophagi, as it prepared the dead to enter the Judgment Hall of
Osiris. :

The Urs. These were headrests or pillows. They were usually

made of wood, ivory, and various types of stones when they
were intended for funerary use. They were then placed under
the mummy’s neck to lift up its head in the netherworld. As i
amulets, they were made of hematite and were seldom in-
scribed.

5. The Ab or Heart Amulet. The Egyptians believed that the heart

- contained the soul of Khepera, the self-created god, and was

therefore immortal. It was also the source of all life and

thought, and was believed to be connected with the Ka or'dou- !

ble of man. The Ab, which was also the seat of the Ba (or soul of

the physical body), was made of many kinds of red materials,

such as carnelian, red jasper, red wax, and red porcelain. It was

inscribed on the breast of the mummy to replace its heart,

which was placed with other viscera in Canopic jars by the
mummy'’s side.

6.  The Ner—t or Vulture. This amulet was made to commemorate :
the wanderings of the goddess Isis as a vulture in the papyrus
swamps of the Delta. It was usually made of solid gold and in-
scribed with chapter 157 of the Book of the Dead. The amulet
was supposed to give its wearer all the strength and fierceness
of the goddess Isis in her vulture form.

7. - The Usekh—t or Pectoral. This amulet was made of gold and was
inscribed with chapter 158 of the Book of the Dead. It was com-
monly tied to the mummy’s head and was supposed to protect
its chest and neck.

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8. The Uadj or Papyrus Scepter. This amulet was made of mother-
of-emerald in the shape of a papyrus shoot.

9.  The Udjat. This was also known as the “Eye of Horus.” It was
worn for good health, protection, amd general well-being. The
twin Udjats represent the eye of the sun and the eye of the
moon, known also as the two eyes of the sky god Her Ur. One
legend states that the eye of the sun god Ra was once blinded
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by the powers of evil dur-
ing the course of an
eclipse. But the god Thoth
healed Ra’s eye and re-
stored it to his face. This is
the symbol of the Udjat. In
the Book of the Dead there
is a spell that compels
Thoth to bring the Udjat to
the dead during his jour-
ney to the kingdom of
Osiris, god of the dead.
The Udjat as an amulet
was made of gold, silver,
copper, wood, wax, vari-
ous semiprecious stones,
and faience glazed in
many colors. This is per-
haps one of the most im-
portant Egyptian amulets,
and it is probable that it
was also used to repel the
evil eye.

The Ba. The word ba means “strength” and represents the heart,
soul, or vital forces of man. As an amulet the Ba was made in
the form of a man-headed hawk wearing a beard. The Ba was
believed to visit the body after death, and the Egyptians left
narrow slits in the grave so that the soul could pass through.
The Ba amulets were made of gold inlaid with semiprecious
stones, and were placed on the mummy’s breast, possibly with

The Sma. This amulet was a symbol of the lungs and was made
of dark basalt or some similar black stone, and placed on the
folds of the mummy’s swathing. It was believed to give the
mummy the power to breathe.

The Aakhu. This amulet was a symbol of life after death and rep-
resented the sun rising in the east. It was made of red stone or
red glass, and it was believed to give its owner the power of
Horus or Ra.

The Shuti. A representation of the two feathers that are seen on
the heads of Ra, Osiris, and Amen-Ra. These feathers symbol-
ized light and air. The amulet was made of gold and semipre-

The Menat. This was an amulet of virility, fertility, and sexual
power. It was believed to preserve in the dead the desire and
the ability to engage in sexual activities. It consisted of a neck-
lace or collar to which was attached a pendant of distinct phal-
lic characteristics. This amulet was worn by all the gods and
goddesses, particularly Isis, Hathor, Ptah, and Osiris, who
were particularly connected with the reproductive organs ac-
cording to the Egyptians. Needless to say, it was very popular
with the living, as well as the dead. It was made of lapis lazuli
or bronze or copper, and it was suspended over the back of the
neck so that it could exert its aphrodisiac qualities on the spinal

The Ladder. Also known as mag-t, this amulet provided the
dead with the ability to ascend to the floor of heaven, i.e., the
sky. This amulet was made in stone and wood and placed in
the tomb near the mummy. The Hebrews also conceived of a
ladder that reached from earth to heaven, as exemplified by
Jacob’s dream.

The Two-Fingers. Also known as dejebaui, this amulet repre-
sented the index and middle fingers and was made of black ba-
salt, green stone, or obsidian. It was placed among the mum-
my’s swathings to symbolize the two fingers of the god who
helped Osiris ascend the ladder to heaven. -

The Head of Hathor. This fertility amulet had two forms. In one,
it took the form of a cow’s head; in the other, that of a woman’s
head with cow ears. They were both inscribed on plaques and
scarabs, and worn as pendants.

The Kef-Pesesh. This amulet was made of iron ore and placed
among the mummy’s swathings. It was believed to restore the
mummy’s ability to move its jawbones, which was usually lost
during the process of mummification.

The Steps. Also known as khet, this amulet was made of white or
greenish faience, and symbolized the steps where the god Shu
stood when he separated the earth from the sky.

The Uraeus. A representation of the sacred cobra, known also as
Naja haje. It was a symbol of sovereignty and was worn on the
headdress of all the kings and queens of Egypt. Most com-
monly the Uraeus, or cobra, was next to a vulture head on the
headdress. Both symbols represented the goddesses who pro-
tected Lower and Upper Egypt, respectively. Tutankhamen'’s
funerary mask shows the young king’s headdress with the two
royal creatures on the front. The vulture’s head, a representa-
tion of the goddess Nekhbet, is made of solid gold and is amaz-
ingly lifelike. The cobra’s head and hood are inlaid with lapis
lazuli, carnelian, faience, and colored glass. On the front of the
cobra’s hood is the symbol of the goddess Neith, which it rep-
resents.

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27. The Pectoral Tablet. This amulet had the form of a funerary
chest, and its cornice was decorated with drawings of feathers.
Pectorals were often composites of various magical symbols,
all of great magical powers. They were placed on the mummy
to protect it from evil and to guarantee the swift passage of the
dead to the kingdom of Osiris. One of the many pectorals
found on Tutankhamen’s mummy was made in the form of the
falcon sun god, Horus. This exquisite pectoral is made of
chased gold inlaid with lapis lazuli, turquoise, carnelian, ob-
sidian, and light blue glass. The falcon holds in each talon the
Shen and the ankh, symbols of eternity and life, respectively.
Its purpose was obviously to provide the king with eternal life.

Like the Babylonians and the Assyrians, the Egyptians shaped
many of their amulets to resemble animals believed to have magical
powers. Among the most popular were the bull (Apis), the ram, the
crocodile, the lion, the cat, the smaller apes, and the jackal, whose
head appears on figures of the god Anubis. Also commonly used
were amulets in the form of birds, such as the ibex, the vulture, the
hawk, the heron, the swallow, and the goose. Reptiles and insects
were also used, particularly the cobra, the viper, the scorpion, the
turtle, the grasshopper, the frog, and of course, the scarab or dung-
feeding beetle. ;

~ The largest class of Egyptian amulets were those made to de-
pict the various gods and goddesses and lesser divine beings. Some
of these were protective in nature and were kept in the mummy
chamber of the tomb to keep evil spirits at bay. Of these funerary
amulets, the two usually placed in the tombs were wooden figures
of the god Osiris and of the god Ptah-Seker-Asar, also an aspect of
Osiris. The god amulets worn by the living were made of stone so
that they might be strung on a thread and worn as a necklace. On the
same string, the Egyptians wore animal amulets and magical sym-
bols such as the ankh, the Nefer, and the pectoral. This necklace was
believed to have magical powers even when it was made of stone
beads, because stones were supposed to be especially protective,
and to bring good luck to their owners.

During the early dynastic period, the Egyptians placed next to
the mummy several figures of men and women called Shawabtis or
Shabtis. These figures were made of hard stone, limestone, faience,
sandstone, and other materials. They sometimes represented the
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A Shawabti or Shabti figure, placed in the tombs to serve the mummy in its long
voyage to the judgment of Osiris. This Shawabti is made of guilded wood and
comes from the tomb of Tutankhamen. (Egyptian Museum, Cairo.)

After the finding of
the Rosetta Stone by Napoleon’s troops, a comparison between the Ecgiypt-ian and
the Greek version of the same historical account allowed scholars to decipher hi-
eroglyphics for the first time. This particular Egyptian alphabet was prepared by
the late E.A. Wallis Budge, probably one of the greatest Egyptologists who ever

lived.

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deceased, or servants who accompanied him in his long journey to
take care of his needs. Spells were written on the figures to compel
them to obey the dead. Kings had hundreds of Shabtis buried with
them. '

Of all the inscribed Egyptian amulets that have been discov-
ered, those that appear in the Book of the Dead are the most numer-
ous and were probably the most important to the ancient Egyptians.
The hieroglyphs that appear in this venerable book are all magical in
nature and were all intended to benefit the dead on their passage to
the netherworld. . ’

The life of the ancient Egyptians was so suffused with magical
beliefs that many books would have to be written, and indeed have
been written, about that aspect of their lives. The amulets we have so
far discussed in this section form but a small part of the great wealth
of magical symbols used by this very wise and extraordinary peo-
ple.

HEBREW AMULETS

The Hebrews inherited much of their  magic from the
Sumerians and the Babylonians, and also from the Egyptians. The
legend of Moses states that he was raised in the house of Pharaoh as
one of Egypt’s royal princes. Esoteric tradition teaches that all the
princes of the house of Egypt were strenuously trained in the magi-
cal arts. Moses’ feats of magic at Pharaoh’s court would tend to sup-
port this teaching.

The Bible is, of course, our greatest source of Hebrew magical
lore. Among the different types of Hebrew amulets it mentions are
the following;:

1. The Saharon. This amulet was made of metal in the form of a
crescent. It was worn by women and by kings and also by cam-
els, and it was believed to protect its owner from the evil eye.
This moon symbol was a favorite amulet of the goddess Isis.
The Hebrews, who were deeply influenced by the Babyloni-
ans’ magic, probably took it over from them (Isa. 3:18; Judges
8:21, 26).
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2.  The Teraphim. These amulets were shaped in the form of men or
gods and were mostly used for divination purposes. They were
made generally of clay, but those that were worn on the body
were probably made of semiprecious stones. In Genesis
31:19,30 we are told that Rachel stole her father’s “gods,” as she
fled his house with her husband, Jacob. Her father, Laban, was
“sore displeased” with this action and reproved Jacob bitterly
for having taken the gods. These gods were known in Hebrew
as teraphim. Although all forms of idols were an abomination
in the eyes of Jehovah, many of the Hebrew elect possessed
them, notably King David and Micah, who had “a house of
gods,” and made an ephod and teraphim (Judges 17:5). The
Hebrews probably inherited their use of teraphim from the
Babylonians, who sold their houses together with the vast
quantities of these protective figures that were believed to be
part of the house property.

3.  The Lehashim. This is a plural word that means “amulets.” It
was used to describe any object or ornament that was used for
protective, divinatory, or any other magical purpose. Practi-
cally every article of apparel was amuletic in nature, as worn
by women. Isaiah condemned the use of all the ornaments
worn by the daughters of Israel. Among the objects he bitterly
criticized were earrings, girdles, finger rings, bracelets, arm- §
lets, scent tubes, and mirrors. All of these objects were origi- :
nally created to protect their owners from evil spirits and to
bring good luck (Isa. 3:20 ff.).

4. Bells. The vestments of Aaron and the high priests had bells o
and pomegranates around their hems. The bells were to pro- ;
tect them from evil spirits; the pomegranates were an ancient :
symbol of love and fertility. The high priest’s garments were i
made according to strict specifications given by God himself to i
Moses (Exod. 28:33).

5.  Figures of Gods. Although the first commandment sternly for-
bids the worship of any other god but Jehovah, or the engrav- {
ing of any images, some of the Hebrews still clung to the wor- :
ship of heathen deities. The worship of Baal and Ishtar was fre- ;
quently reviled by the prophets, and the Apocrypha tells how i
Judas Maccabaeus found idols of the Jamnites hidden among E
the clothes of the felled Hebrew soldiers (2 Macc. 12:39, 40). Ju- ;
das and his companions realized that “this was the cause :
wherefore they were slain.”

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6.  Phylacteries or Tefillin. These were frontlets that were worn on
the arm and between the eyes. They were probably made of
some form of leather. Inside they carried strips of parchment
inscribed with the Shema Ysrael: “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our
God is One Lord. ... ” (Deut.6:4-8).* Phylacteries are still worn
today by devout Jews during their morning prayers:

Most Mod-
ern Jews translate the Shema Ysrael as “Hear, O Ysrael: The Lord our God, the
Lord is One.”

7. Mezuzah. This word means “doorpost” and is used to describe
the small cylinder that is usually found at the entrance of every
devout Jew’s home. Within the mezuzah there is a small strip
of parchment or paper with the Shema Ysrael described above
(Deut. 6:9).

8. The Tzitzith. This was a tassel or fringe that was commended by
God to be worn on the borders of all Jewish garments
“throughout their generations.” A band of blue also was to be
placed “on the fringe of the borders” (Num. 15:38). The use of
the fringe and the blue band persists today in the tallith, or
praying shawl of the Jews. -

The making of the ephod, the robe, the girdle, the miter, and
the breastplate of Aaron was conducted according to divine com-
mand. The magical power implicit in these vestments exudes from
the Biblical narrative. In fact, all the ritualistic ceremonies that en-
compassed the worship of Jehovah were of an extraordinary magi-
cal nature. The preparation of the ark; the taboos concerning it; the
mixtures of the holy oil and of the incense; the special measure-
ments of the altar, with its horns of gold; the cherubim that were
placed at the entrance of the Holy of Holies—all of these things, and
many more, speak of the tremendous power, effected in total se-
crecy, that permeated the worship of Jehovah.

But perhaps the most powerful amulets of the ancient Hebrews
were the letters of the Hebrew alphabet. Each of these are believed
to be varying stages of cosmic energies. The ancient Hebrews be-
lieved that God created the universe by means of the letters of their
alphabet and that the language he “spoke” at the moment of crea-
tion was Hebrew. Each letter is believed to have special magical
powers that reach their ultimate potency in the four divine letters of
the Tetragrammaton, or four-letter name of God (IHVH). This
name, commonly known as Jehovah or Yaweh, was believed by the
Hebrews to have the power to create and to destroy whole worlds. It
was also believed to be a powerful deterrent of evil.

A variant of the Tetragrammaton is AHIH, pronounced usu-
ally as Eheieh. This was the name that God revealed to Moses from
theburningbush, “Eheieh Asher Eheieh,” meaning “I arn that I am.”
In the ancient Hebrew work The Book of Raziel, (Sepher Ratziel)*

an amulet based on AHIH is given to women for protection during
childbirth. This amulet had a dual purpose. Its first intention was to
protect both the mother and her child and to ensure a safe birth. The
second intention was to ward off the evil machinations of the night-
devil, Lilith, against both mother and child. This type of amulet was
written in parchment, and sometimes on the door and the walls of
the room where the mother-to-be lay waiting to give birth. In order
for the amulet to be really effective, the ink used to write the text had
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Amulet for protection against the she-demon Lilith.
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to be mixed with holy incense and the words used had to be in-
scribed by a man who had been ceremonially purified.

The amulet itself is very unusual. It is composed of two parts,
enclosed in their respective squares. The first section shows three
figures representing Adam, Eve, and Lilith, who was Adam’s spiri-
tual wife before God gave him Eve as his physical mate. Above the
three figures are the names of the angels Senoi, Sansenoi, and
Samangeloph, who were believed to protect Adam, Eve, and Lilith,
respectively. In the second section , the amulet gives the seals of the
three angels. The text below the figures and seals states that the
woman will be protected by the holy name of God, AHIH, from all
forms of evil. The text above the drawings contains the names of the
Seventy Great Angels whose protection is secured through the use
of this amulet.

Another amulet from The Book of Raziel uses the Tetragram-
maton, IHVH, and four permutations of the Hebrew word SLH,
meaning “to prosper.” The amulet was intended to give its wearer
success in all business transactions. The book also gives many exam-
ples of amulets used to secure love, friendship, the favor of God,
money, luck in business, and protection from enemies and lethal
weapons. Most of the amulets given in The Book of Raziel-are in an-
cient Hebrew, but many are inscribed with the Angelic Alphabet,
the language believed to be used by the heavenly host. The exam-
ples cited here have been transliterated so that they will be easier to
understand.

The Star of David, also known magi-
cally as the Seal of Solomon, is a powerful
symbol that was very popular in the
preparation of amulets. It is a hexagram
formed of two equilateral triangles super-
imposed upon each other. The upward-
pointing triangle represents the element of
fire, while the downward-pointing trian-
gle represents the element of water. Its
mystical and magical qualities are many;  The six-pointed star or
in the Middle Ages it was used to guard its Star of David.
owner against fire, lethal weapons, and the onslaught of enemies.
It has become the most prominent symbol of the Jewish faith, and
to many Jews it represents the union of matter and spirit. In the
times of David it symbolized his ability to-unite the tribe of Judah

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with the rest of the Israeli tribes, thus uniting the twelve tribes into

Another star, the pentagram, was also very commonly used in
the preparation of amulets. Magically, the pentagram represents a
man with legs and arms outspread. When the single point, or head, 4
points upward it is a symbol of light and peace. When two points are 3
uppermost, the pentagram represents Satan and the powers of evil.
But although the Star of David and the pentagram were used pro-
fusely by the Jews in the preparation of their amulets, and in most of
their magical rituals, both of these symbols predate the Jews. No one
knows the true origins of the two stars, but they were popular also
among the Egyptians, the Assyrians, and the Babylonians. Theése an-
cient symbols have also been found in the ruins of India, China, i
Peru, and Mexico.

When the pentagram is shown with one point uppermost, it symbolizes a man
with outspread arms and legs, surrendering himself to the will of Heaven; with the

two points uppermost, the pentagram represents black magic.

The greatest of all the amulets used by the Hebrews was un- N
doubtedly the Book of the Law, also known as the Torah or Penta-
teuch, the first five books of the Old Testament. It was often repro-
duced in miniature form and carried on a chain around the neck. It
was supposed to deliver a woman safely at childbirth and to heal a
sick child if placed near his crib. The practice of carrying a miniature jz
Torah around the neck is still observed in modern times by many
devout Jews. The tiny roll is placed within a white metal case, with a
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small ring to hang it around the neck. A small magnifying glass ac-
companies the case so that the wearer will be able to read the Scrip-
tures whenever he wishes. This amulet is supposed to repel all
forms of evil and to protect its owner from harm.

The Psalms were also part of the Hebrew magical tradition.
The Book of Raziel gives an example of an amulet where the entire
Psalm 104 was inscribed on parchment with a copper pen, and with
ink made of lilies and crocuses. The purpose of the amulet was to
draw love and friendship to its wearer. The use of the Psalms for
magical purposes is still very much in vogue, and there is a small
book available that explains in detail how each Psalm may be-used
and for which purpose. '

AsImentioned earlier, the eighth letter of the Hebrew alphabet
is a very popular amulet. It is known as Chai and is a symbol of life,
believed to promote good health, good Iuck, and longevity. It is not
to be confused with one of God’s holy names, El Chai, meaning “The
Lord,” which is believed by Kabbalists to rule the moon in all its
spiritual and magical aspects.

In the Middle Ages, many Jews inscribed special sections of the
Bible on a fresh apple and ate the fruit. This was believed to transfer
to a person the magical power of the Biblical words and the healthy
vibrations of the apple. As apples are Venusian symbols, these
spells were probably done for love or friendship. It was also com-
mon to dip chosen passages of the Bible in water and then drink the
water to obtain health and protection from evil.

Other aspects of the Hebrews’ use of magic will be discussed
later on in this book, particularly in the section on talismans.

PHOENICIAN AMULETS

The Phoenicians were not a cultured people like the Egyptians,
and it is dubious that they were the inventors of the alphabet as
Pliny would have us believe, since they left no literature or written
history of their own. Many modern scholars feel that the Phoeni-
cians “had no feeling for the written word” and that “they were
nothing but clever philistines and crass capitalists.”* The char-

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acters they used were the same as those of the Moabites and other
ancient peoples. But it is true that the alphabet they used was the ba-
sis of Greek and Latin, from which most of the European languages
evolved.

If the Phoenicians had a native religion, very little is known
about it and their theology. Many of their legends and religious
myths are similar to those of the Babylonians, the Egyptians, and the
Greeks. The names of Babylonian and Egyptian gods such as Ishtar,
Tammuz, Bel, Isis, Osiris, and Thoth have often been found in Phoe-
nician inscriptions, lending credence to the belief that their religion
was not of their own creation. They also originated very little litera-
ture or in arts and crafts. Instead, they devoted their strength and

talent to refining and polishing the original conceptions of other .

races with whom they came in contact. Their work, however, was
 carefully undertaken and finely polished, as we can see in the em-
bossed copper bowls from Nimrud found in museums throughout
the world.

The Phoenicians shared the same views about the survival of
the soul as the ancient Hebrews, but their customs were more bar-
baric. They would, for example, sacrifice their first-born children to
their gods in times of trouble, without any remorse. This custom
brings to mind Abraham’s willingness to sacrifice his first-born,
Isaac, to God before He stopped him. Since Abraham came origi-
nally from Chaldee, a region of Babylonia, it is possible that the
Babylonians, as well as the Phoenicians, practiced this type of hu-
man sacrifice.

Human victims were often sacrificed to the gods of the Phoeni-
cians. Their prisoners of war were the most common victims. Holy
prostitution (what the Greeks would later call the hieros gamos) was
also popular, and young women willingly sacrificed their virginity
on the altars of Astarte.*

The amulets of the Phoenicians also show the influence of other
races. For example, they adopted the cylinder-seals of the Babyloni-
ansand the Assyrians, and the scarab of the Egyptians. But although
the figures inscribed upon these amulets are Assyrian and Egyptian
in origin, the manner of engraving has the typically delicate and
careful execution of all Phoenician art. _ ,

The Phoenicians believed that they could have contact and in-

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using carved figures of those gods as powerful amulets. Hera, the
goddess who protected marriage and the hearth, was worshipped
by women who invoked her to protect their hontes. Small statues of
the goddess where kept within the house walls to protect it from
evil. Statues of Aphrodite would attract love; those of Athena, wis-
dom, and so on. ’

Plants, herbs, and flowers were believed to possess magical
powers and were carried on the body for protective purposes and to
attract good luck. To effect cures of afflicted limbs and organs, the
ancient Greeks made images of the organ and carried it about.

The Romans, on the other hand, practiced very much the same
type of magic as the Greeks, with the difference that they were later
on influenced by the early Christians and the Gnostics. One of the
most popular of the Roman and Christian amulets was called a bulla.
this was an inflated or round object, such as a bubble, a metal stud, a
door knob, or the head of a pin. This amulet was made of wood or
metal, and was worn by both the living and the dead. The metal
bullas were inscribed with magical characters. This amulet was hol-
low and was filled with many different types of substances, all of
which were known as praebia. The bulla and the praebia were used
to drive away evil spirits and to protect the wearer from all sorts of
dangers.* ' '

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One of the most famous of the known Greek amulets dates
from the fourth or fifth century and is a mixture of Greek letters and
Kabbalistic symbols. On the upper part of the border is inscribed the
well-known Ablanathanalba, while on the center is Akkram-
machamarei, the word of power. Some of the magical symbols on the
amulet are representatibns of the heavens, the sun, the moon, and
the stars. This amulet was probably used for protection as well as to
overcome others.

But perhaps one of the most famous amulets in the history of
mankind has been traced directly to the Romans’ doorstop. Itis the
amulet based on the word Abracadabra. This was a formula believed
to have been invented by Serenus Sammonicus, the physician of the
Roman emperor Caracalla, to cure fever. The letters of the word
were to be written on parchment in the following order:

The patient, or someone on his behalf, recited the formula as
has been described. As the formula diminished, his fever lessened.
The amulet was to be carried on the body of the sick person until he
was cured.

The word Abracadabra was probably derived from the Chal-
dean Abbada Ke Dabra, which meant, approximately, “perish like the
word.” And it is possible that the good doctor Sammonicus bor-
rowed at least some of his medical know-how from the healing
magic of the ancient Babylomans

I must mention in this context that the ancient Hebrews pos-
sessed a similar formula, at least one that worked in the same dimin-
ishing fashion. The magical name used was Shebriri, but its use was
intended to protect against the evil eye or to effect the cure of any
disease of the eye. The repetition (nine times) of the first letter of the
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Hebrew alphabet, aleph, was also believed to have healing proper-
ties. -
It is obvious from what has been discusséd thus far that the
magical practices of ancient peoples seemed to blend together in
many of their aspects. This was caused by the constant traffic that
took place among them. The Babylonians, the Assyrians, the Egyp-
tians, and the Phoenicians all traded with each other. The Phoeni-
cians, especially, because of their extensive traveling to other lands,
were probably largely responsible for this fusion of magical beliefs.

GNOSTIC AMULETS

The Gnostics were the members of a group of religious sects
that flourished between 250 B.C. and A.D. 400. They believed that
matter was evil and that emancipation could come to man only
through gnosis, or knowledge. According to their tenets of belief,

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this “knowledge” was obtained through a series of revelations that
were made directly by God to worthy persons who had prepared
themselves to receive them. Preparation entailed self-abnegation,
fasting, and prayer. These beliefs were derived primarily from In-
dia, from where they traveled through Persia to Syria, Palestine,
Egypt, and Greece. Modern research has shown that the picto-
graphs of the ancient Indians and Sumerians were practically iden-
tical in character. From this source we may assume that the Indians,
and later on the Gnostics, gained their interest in astrology from the
Sumerians, who invented it. '

It is obvious from the study of their literature and their.relig-
ious objects that the Gnostics were very influenced by many types of
religious and magical beliefs. They seem to have been particularly
influenced by the teachings of the Zend-Avesta, the cult of Mithras,
Manichaeism, and Hebrew and Christian literature.*

The Gnostic amulets were made of several kinds of semipre-
cious stones such as bloodstone, green jasper, carnelian, onyx, lapis
lazuli, obsidian, and sard. Some of these stones were believed to be

~ under the influence of the various planets and thus were able to con-

fer upon their owner wisdom, wealth, love, strength, and knowl-
edge. They varied in size and shape, some being triangular, square,
oval, or round. Their length varied from half an inch to three inches.

The inscriptions on almost all Gnostic amulets were in Greek
uncials, but some were engraved in a form of pictographic script.

The Gnostics used the names of God and of the archangels in
many of their amulets, transliterated from Hebrew into Greek. The
most popular names of God for amuletic uses were the Tetragram-
maton, Adonai, Jah, and Tzabaoth. The names of the archangels
Michael, Gabriel, Paniel, Raguiel, Uriel, Suriel, and Raphael also ac-
companied some of the amulets.

Although all of the Gnostic amulets we know are post Chris-
tian in origin, the symbols engraved upon them are Egyptian. These
symbols were believed to give the wearer good health, love,
strength, wealth, and protection from evil. As such, they were closer
to magic than to religion. By adopting them, the Gnostics gave these
magical symbols religious meaning.

* Manichaeism, a clear Gnostic sect founded by Manes, influenced traditional
Gnosticism so deeply that it later merged with Manichaeism, adopting many of
its ideas.
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Venus, the goddess of love, surrounded by her attendants. Flowers and turtle
doves are some of the symbols around her. The turtle dove was her sacred bird and
the rose was her flower. This silver medallion was probably a mirror cover. From
the first century of our era.

One of the most important god figures that were used by the Gnos-
tics in their amulets was the Agatho-demon, a type of sun god. He
was shown in the shape of a huge serpent with the head of a lion
upon which rested a crown with seven or twelve rays. He was called
Chnoubis, Chnouphis, or Chnoumis. One of his names was also
Semes Filam, which means “sun of the universe.” His crown of
seven stars represented the seven heavens. To each star was con-
nected one of the seven vowels of the Greek alphabet. The name of
the god and his image were used on amulets for healing purposes
and for longevity. The magical sign of Chnoubis, which is found at
the back of his amulets, is probably a variation of the serpent and
staff carried by Aesculapius, the god of medicine. It later was re-
fined into the caduceus, which is the symbol of medicine.

Another popular group of Gnostic amulets is known as
“Abraxaster” and comprises a group of figures of gods, goddesses,
and symbols, also derived from Egypt although not as old as
Chnoubis. The principal god among these figures is the jackal-
~ headed Anubis, who, according to the ancient Egyptians, led the
souls of the dead to the kingdom of Osiris. To the Gnostics, how-
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ever, he was supposed to lead the dead along the paths of the plan-
ets to a place called Pleroman, or heaven. The Gnostics identified
him with Christ. -

According to the late Egyptologist Sir E. A. Wallis Budge, the
Egyptian Her-pa-Khart or Harpokrates, also known as Horus the
Child, was very popular among the Gnostics and often appeared in
their amulets. He was represented as a child with a flail in his left
hand and a finger of his right hand in his mouth.* He was usually
shown seated on a lotus in a boat, one whose ends terminated in an
ass’ head and the other in a falcon’s head. He was given the holy
name of IAO, one of God’s names among the Gnostics.

Isis, Hathor, Osiris, and Thoth
were also popular figures in Gnostic
amulets. Ablanathanalba was usually
written on the back of these figures.t
The meaning of this word is obscure,
though it is often translated as “Thou
art our father.”

The central god in these groups of
figures is Abraxas or Abrasax, whose
amulets date from the first and second

name of some Egyptian god. The total numerical value of Abraxas,
according to the Gnostic numerical system, is 365, the number of
days in a year. This is also the numerical value of the name Mithras,
a Persian god of light popular among the Romans, and later among
the Celts. Itis believed that Abraxas and Mithras were the same god.
Abraxas represented the 365 eons or emanations from the Pri-
mordial Cause, and was believed to be the “All God.” He was repre-
sented on his amulets with the head of a cock or a lion, the body of a

In his
right hand he held a flail or club, and in his left, a round or oval
shield. He was called by all the names of the Hebrew god Jehovah,
namely Jah, Adonai, and Tzabaoth. In later centuries, his barbarous
name and his terrifying appearance made him lose much of his
popularity, and in 1852 he was listed as a demon in De Plancy’s Dic-
tionnaire Infernal. But the Gnostic writer Basilides, who is said to
have invented Abraxas, claimed that the god acted as a mediator be-
tween mankind and the Godhead.

The Gnostic amulets that have been discovered did not really
have the total influence of the Gnostics’ spiritual beliefs, and were
probably simple charmsused to protect the wearer from evil and to
procure good health and general success in his affairs.

Many of the symbols used as amulets by the Babylonians, the
Egyptians, the Phoenicians, the Hebrews and the Gnostics were also
used for the same purposes by the Incas, the Mayas, and the Aztecs. :
They were also in common usage in Carthage, India, and China, al- ‘
though the materials used to make the amulets varied between cul- 3
tures. The answer to this apparent riddle is dual. On one hand, we
can say that the magical beliefs of the world must have intermingled
by way of trade and by still-unexplained migrations. On the other :
hand, we can say that the use of amulets as protective devices was :
an instinctive and unconscious response of primitive people to the ’
dangers and the challenges of everyday life—a response that con-
tinues to find echoes in our modern times.




3 Astrology and Amulets

ASTROLOGY HAS BEEN TRACED BACK TO THE ANCIENT SUMERIANS
and the Chaldeans, but it is suspected by many scholars that it may
have existed before that time. Nevertheless, it is generally accepted
that the Babylonians, or Chaldeans, were the first people to have
made a meticulous study of astrology, which formed an important
part of their religion. The oldest astrological work attributed to the
Babylonians was The Day of Bel, dating from 3000B.C. Bel, a Babylo-
nian god, was believed to be the foundation of astrology.

From Babylonia, astrology spread to Egypt, to Greece and
eventually to Rome, where it flourished and developed further. The
Astronomican is an astrological thesis written during Roman times
about the first century of our era by the poet Marcus Manilius. In the
second century, the great astronomer Claudius Ptolemy wrote a
treatise that is still considered quite valuable by astrologers. The
name of this work is Tetrabiblos, or “Four Books on the Influence of
the Stars.”

Astrology has always been a subject of study for educated peo-
ple. During the Middle Ages it was necessary to know Latin, Greek,
and sometimes Hebrew or Arabic in order to be an astrologer. The

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reason for this need was that most of the astrological treatises of
those times were written in the classical languages. In addition, it
was important to be familiar with mathematies, as astrology re-
quires complicated mathematical computations to determine the
position of the planets at specific times.

During the Middle Ages astrology became extremely popular.
Kings usually had a personal astrologer at their courts. The famous
Nostradamus served as astrologer and physician to three French
kings. During this period astronomy and astrology walked hand in
hand. Johann Kepler, Tycho Brahe, and Galileo Galilei were all firm
believers and practitioners of astrology. Two of Galileo’s books con-
tain horoscopes made by him. By this time astrology had been de-
veloped into three distinct branches—judicial, horary, and mun-
dane. Judicial was the branch that determined a person’s destiny ac-
cording to the horoscope cast for his moment of birth. Horary astrol-
ogy answered questions by means of a horoscope prepared the mo-
ment the question was asked. Mundane astrology was concerned
with the forecast of events of national or international importance.
These three astrological branches are still in use in modern times.

Dante seemed to be familiar with the three branches of astrol-
ogy, for he mentioned them in the “Purgatorio” and the “Paradiso”
of his Divine Comedy. Chaucer, Shakespeare, and Milton also spoke
about astrology in their works. Chaucer went so far as to cast horo-
scopes for some of the characters of The Cunterbury Tales. And
Goethe, in a letter to Schiller, said:

Astrology has its origin on our dim sense of some
vast cosmic unity. Experience tells us that the heavenly
bodies which are nearest us have a decisive influence
on weather and plant life. We need only move higher,
stage by stage, and who can say where their influence
ceases? ...Such fanciful ideas and others of the same
kind, I cannot even call superstitions; they come natu-
rally to us and are as tolerable and as questionable as
any other faith.*

As a divination system, astrology uses the hour, the time, and
the place of birth of an individual to determine (through some
rather complex computations) in which sign of the zodiac the sun
was p031ted at the time of birth. This reveals what zodiac sign rules
that person’s destiny. The birth sign also determines personal char-

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acteristics and tendencies in each individual.

There are twelve zodiac signs. They are listed here in their tra-
ditional order: Aries, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer; Leo, Virgo, Libra,
Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces. Each of these
signs is ruled by a planet. During Babylonian times, there were only
five planets known to man. These were Nebo (Mercury), Ishtar (Ve-
nus), Nergal (Mars), Marduk (Jupiter), and Ninib (Saturn). The
Moon and the Sun are known now as luminaries, and with the five
planets, make the fabled seven planets of ancient times. In the past
two hundred years three more planets were discovered by astrono-
mers. These are Neptune, Uranus, and Pluto. They are now.taken
into consideration by astrologers during the preparation of a chart
or horoscope.

Almost all the signs are ruled by their own individual planet.
The exceptions are Taurus and Libra, who share Venus, and Virgo
and Gemini, who share Mercury. The other signs are ruled as fol-
lows: Aries by Mars, Cancer by the Moon, Leo by the Sun, Scorpio
by Pluto, Sagittarius by Jupiter, Capricorn by Saturn, Aquarius by
Uranus, and Pisces by Neptune.

The twelve signs and the ten planets, including the Sun and the
Moon, are each distinguished by a special symbol. These symbols
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have become increasingly popular in our modern times, and practi-
cally everyone is familiar with his own zodiac sign. They are often
worn on chains around the neck or in rings, key holders, scarves,
and other clothing articles. Just as our ancestors considered the zo-
diac signs important, so they are important amulets for us. Whether
they are worn as good-luck pieces or as symbols of self-assertion,
the zodiac signs serve well their amuletic purpose by strengthening
personal identity and self-assurance in the individuals who wear
them. '

The planetary symbols are not as well known as the signs of the
zodiac, but they are of greater importance in the preparation of
amulets, and indeed in the performance of all kinds of magic. But for
these purposes, only the seven original planets can be used. This is
not because the newer three planets lack magical power, but be-
cause they were unknown to the ancient magicians, who were the
architects of most of the magic that we practice today.

According to an old magical treatise known as The Arbatel of
Magic, greatly revered by magicians, the heavens were divided into
196 provinces or districts that were ruled by seven planetary angels.
Each angel had a seal that the ancient magicians inscribed on amu-
lets and used in working their magic. The names and seals of the an-
gels were as follows:

ARATRON—The angel of Saturn, ruled 49 provinces, could
‘change beasts or vegetables into stone, turn lead into gold,
and possessed infinite knowledge.

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BETHOR—The angel of Jupiter, ruled 42 provinces, could give
wealth and the friendship of kings and important people.

The planets were ascribed many different symbols by the an-
cients. One was the astrological symbol, another was-its seal, which
was used only for magical purposes, especially in the preparation of
amulets and talismans. In addition to the two symbols and the seals
of the angels, the planets were also ascribed a spirit and an intelli-
gence, or demon. Both these two entities were also identified by
means of the proper seals.

The planets were also believed to rule over certain stones,
herbs, flowers, animals, trees, fruits, and perfumes. The following is
a list of the stones ruled by the planets:

Sun — amber, hyacinth, topaz, chrysolite

Moon — diamond, crystal, opal, beryl, mother-of-pearl

Mars — ruby, hematite, jasper, bloodstone

Mercury — agate, carnelian, chalcedony, sardonyx

Jupiter — amethyst, turquoise, sapphire, aquamarine, blue
diamond

Venus — emerald, jade

Saturn — jet, onyx, obsidian

These stones are not to be confused with those ascribed to the
zodiac signs. The zodiac stones should be worn according to the
birth sign one is born under, as good-luck amulets. The planetary
stones are used, with the appropriate planetary metal, for special
purposes, mostly to acquire the particular benefits conferred by
each planet.
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Here is a list of the stones and colors ascribed to the signs of the
zodiac: :

Aries — diamond; red

Taurus — emerald; pink, turquoise

Gemini — agate; silver

Cancer — ruby; silver, violet

Leo — sardonyx; gold, orange

Virgo — sapphire; navy, grey

Libra — opal; blue-green

Scorpio — topaz; blood red -

Sagittarius — turquoise; purple, green —

Capricorn — garnet; black, brown o

Aquarius — amethyst; pale blue or white in patterns of
checks or stripes

Pisces — bloodstone; lavender, sea green

These attributions are subject to much controversy among ma-
gicians and astrologers, with some contending, for example, that the
stone ruled by Leo is the ruby, and not the sardonyx, while still oth-
ers claim that the proper stone is the peridot or the topaz. But the fol-
lowing series of verses, of very old and unknown origin, tend to
agree with the stones [ have ascribed to the zodiac signs.

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THE RING AMULET

The Mars (male) symbol, a
circle with an arrow; and
the Venus (female) symbol,
a circle with a cross; repre-
sent physical union be-
tween a man and a woman
when they appear inter-
twined. This 1s a ve
popular love amulet that is
also said to ensure fertility
and marital bliss.

Whenever a person desires to
benefit from the special attributes of a
given planet, he or she may prepare a
ring made of that planet’s ascribed
stone and metal. It is advisable also to
have the seals of the planet, its angel,
and its spirit engraved on the ring as
well, in order to gather their powerful
influence. For example, the planet Ju-
piter is believed to patronize honors
and riches, as well as friendships and
the protection of important persons.
Therefore, a ring made of tin (Jupiter’s
metal) in which an amethyst (one of
Jupiter’s stones) was set would be sure
to bring to the wearer all the things pa-
tronized by Jupiter. The seals of Jupi-
ter, its spirit, and its angel should be
engraved on the tin.

Following are the various types of
endeavor ruled by the planets:

Saturn — wills and legacies, ser-
vants, old age, the dead,
land, property, mines,
lead.

]upiter — honors, riches, the friendship of rulers and employ-
“ers, finances, speculation, law, judges, bankers, ship-
ping business, foreign affairs.

Mars — war, military success, valor, destruction, justice,
strength, raw sex, surgery, chemistry, police officers,
fire fighters, power over enemies.

Sun — money, hope, health, prosperity, high office, publicity,
success, fame, positions of rank and title.
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Venus — love, friendship, the arts, culture, kindness, pleasure.

Mercury — messages, teaching, writing, pllblishing, literature,
traveling, speaking, bookkeeping, secretaries.

Moon — sailing, intuition, women'’s affairs, maternity, visions,
deliveries, public contact.

The use of rings as amulets is ancient. In fact, all rings were
worn for protective purposes in the beginning. Primitive people
probably associated the ring with the solar disk and therefore attrib-
uted to it the strength and the power of the sun. The sun-god
Shamash of the Babylomans is holding a ring and a staff in the fa-
mous “sun-god tablet.” In another well-known relief, the god Mar-
duk is armed as a warrior, also holding a ring and a staff.

The Greeks had a myth that attributed the creation of the first
ring to their god Zeus. It seems that when Zeus freed the titan
Prometheus from the rock to which he had been chained as a pun-
ishment for having given fire to men, the god forced Prometheus to
wear forever on his finger a link of the chain, upon which had been
set a piece of the rock of his torture.*

People began to engrave their names upon their rings from
very early times. In order to do this, the front part of the ring had to
be widened and thickened. This provided a large space where any
names, initials, or seals could be engraved. This was the beginning
of signet rings, which were well known as far back as the archaic pe-

- riod in ancient Egyptian history. During this time, the gods and the

goddesses were shown holding signet rings symbolizing the sphere
of the earth ruled by the sun.

Many rings made of red jasper, red faience, and red glass have
been found in Egyptian tombs; all of these are uninscribed and with
a small opening on one side. It is unknown why or how these were
worn, but many scholars believe their purpose was to stop the flow
of blood. They were probably worn by soldiers as amulets to pre-
vent them from being wounded in battle, and by women in child-
birth to prevent hemorrhaging.

Archaeological findings have shown that the ancients made
rings of different types of material, such as gold, silver, iron, bronze,
crystal, alabaster, carnelian, chalcedony, agate, ivory,” amber, jet,
and innumerable other stones. Sometimes both gold and silver were

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used, probably to increase the magical power of the ring.

The very popular fertility amulets were rings with the image of
afrog or a phallus inscribed on them. Silver rings studded with gold
bits were used as protection against the evil eye. Rings set with
pieces of horn were supposed to preserve the wearer from epilepsy
attacks, while gold and silver rings wet with a “toadstone” were be-
lieved to be effective against kidney disease and to safeguard in-
fants. The toadstone is not a stone but the tooth of small fish called
the Lepidotus. :

Engagement rings are of Roman origin, and in the beginning
they were engraved with two hands clasping each other to show
unity and love. Wedding bands were also intended as symbols of
the sun’s life-generating powers, and when a husband and wife ex-
changed them during the wedding ceremony, they were also be-
lieved to be exchanging lives.

From the very early rings of primitive man were developed
royal rings, papal rings, episcopal rings, poison rings, perfume
rings, mortuary rings, zodiac rings, and an
infinite variety of signet rings, engagement
rings, and wedding bands.

Today rings are worn mostly for orna-
mental purposes, but there are many rings
inscribed with magical or astrological sym-
bols such as the zodiac and planetary signs,
the ankh, the love and peace symbols, and
the star and crescent, which are the typical

symbols of witchcraft.
These ring amulets are as popular now as they were in the

times of the Egyptians. The last tzar of Russia, Nicholas II, always
wore a ring that was said to contain a piece of the wood of the true
cross. The ring had belonged to Nicholas’ grandfather and was be-
lieved to have great protective powers. The day that Nicholas forgot
to wear it, he was assassinated.

Ring amulets that are bought ready-made in a jewelry store,
such as ankh rings and zodiac rings, can be effective good-luck
amulets because their intrinsic magical power lies in their symbol-
ism. But the the most powerful ring amulets by far are those spe-
cially made by or for an individual. Admittedly it is a rather compli-
cated and technical process to make a ring of a particular metal and
have it set with the proper stone. This should be done by a jeweler or
an artisan who is experienced in the making of rings. But any com-

petent jeweler can make a ring according to specifications, of any
metal or stone desired. The inscriptions of the planetary seals and
those of the spirits and angels, however, should be made by the
ring’s owner. This is easily done by means of any engraver’s tool.
But it should only be undertaken during the waxing period of the
mood and during the hour of the planet in question.

Ancient astrologers divided time carefully and found symbols for each division.
Here are the symbols for (a) the hour; (b) the day; (c) day and night; (d) the week; (e)
the month; and (f) the year.

According to the ancient magicians each of the seven planets
ruled one of the days of the week and several hours of each day.
Every magical work had to be conducted on the day and on the hour
ruled by the planet whose influence was desired. The days of the «
week were ruled as follows:

Saturday — Saturn
Sunday — Sun
Monday — Moon
Tuesday — Mars

Wednesday — Mercury
Thursday — Jupiter
Friday — Venus

The planetary hours are indicated in Table 1. (They are com-
puted from midnight to midnight.) Ring amulets based on the zo-
diac sign of an individual should also be made according to the
planetary days and hours. The planet used should be the one that
rules the zodiac sign concerned.

The seals of the planets, the spirits, the angels, and the intelli-
gences are also inscribed on metal plaques and on parchment paper
with magic ink. The intelligences are considered to be the demons of
the planets, and for that reason are not used in the making of amu-
lets. They are engraved on metal plaques and pentacles, and are
used for invoking purposes, but this is the concern of talismanic

magic and will be discussed in the second part of this book.

Even our thoughts are electri-
cal discharges emitted by the brain. The interaction of electricity and
magnetism results in the radiant energy we know as light. Matter
and light are fundamentally inseparable. When matter is reduced to
its primordial essence it is converted into a radiation identical with
light.

Like electrlclty, light manifests itself in the form of waves.
These waves are of definitely limited length, shorter than the invis-
ible infrared and radio waves and longer than the ultraviolet and x-
rays.

Color is the property of light which depends upon wave
length. When light falls upon an object some of it is absorbed by the
object’s atoms. That portion which is not absorbed is reflected. The
apparent color of an object depends upon the wave length of the
light that is reflected. For example, a red object observed in sunlight
appears red because it reflects only the long light waves producing
red light. An opaque object that reflects all wave lengths appears
white, while one that absorbs all wave lengths appears black. White
and black are not considered true colors. White is said to result from
the presence of all colors mixed together, while black is the result of
the absence of any color.

When white light passes through a prism, its colors are sepa-
rated and appear as a continuous, seven-color band called a spec-
trum. These colors are arranged in the following order: red, orange,
yellow, green, blue, indigo, and violet. Red has the longest wave
length and violet the shortest.

The blaze of colors that is the spectrum can only be percelved
by us through the ingenious mechanism of the human eye. Light en-
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ergy flows through the eye retina in varying wave lengths, leaving
behind color impressions. But even the eye, with its complicated
machinery of nerve fibers, chemical reactions, and metabolic proc-
esses, could not perceive the splendor of light if it were not for the
brain. It is there that the impression produced by the light waves
upon the sensitive eye retina first becomes light and color.

It has been scientifically proven that brain tissues emit visible
color radiations, as well as infrared radiations, radiations of ultra-
violet rays and radiations beyond the ultraviolet range.* The visible
color radiations emitted by the brain form the faint color shroud that
envelopes the human body, and which is known as the human
“aura.” Not everyone can see the aura but its existence has been
tested and proven in laboratories. The Russians, who are very active
in this type of research, call the aura our “bioplasmic body.”

The human aura is believed to be made of the thoughts and
emotions of an individual. We have already said that the brain emits
colors; these colors are therefore the visible manifestations of hu-
man thought and feeling. ‘

The seven colors of the spectrum are also known as the Seven
Rays, and have been known to magicians for thousands of years.
They compose one of the Kabbalistic color scales and are the visual
representations of the seven planets of the ancients.

Occult scholars believe that the spectrum is an epitome of the
evolution of the universe. Each of the Seven Rays is a manifestation
of seven cosmic periods. The first three periods, corresponding to
thered, orange and yellow rays, have already passed. Weare now in
the fourth or green-ray period, midway between the first periods of
struggle and primitive development and the higher periods of soul
growth and spiritual attainment.

The colors of a person’s aura reveal his talents, habits and gen-
eral character. Each color or ray has a special characteristic which it
imparts to everything connected with it. These characteristics are as
follows:

Violet — Spirituality

Indigo — Intuition

Blue — Religious inspiration
Green — Harmony and Sympathy
Yellow — Intellect

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Orange — Energy
Red — Life

According to British occultist S. G. J. Ousely, the color rays are
divided into many hues. Violet, for example, is subdivided into he-
liotrope, amethyst, orchid, royal purple, wisteria and lavender.
Each of these hues is known as a minor ray. The following are the
meanings of the various colors or rays, according to Ousely:*

RED — The symbol of life, strength and vitality; the physical nature.
Clear, bright red shows generosity and ambition, as well as af-
fection. An excess of red in an aura means strong physical pro-
pensities. ‘

Dark Red, deep passion, e.g., love, courage, hatred, and an-
ger.

Reddish-brown, sensuality, voluptuousness.

Very dark, rich tones, selfishness.

Cloudy red, greed and cruelty.

Crimson, lower passions and desire.

Scarlet, lust.

Deep crimson shot with black, gross materialism.

In contrast to these dark, earthy reds, there is the beautiful rosy pink,
the symbol of unselfish love.

ORANGE — The symbol of energy, the etheric-astral nature. Excess
of orange in the aura indicates vital dynamic force.
Bright, clear orange, health and vitality.
Deep orange, pride.
Muddy, cloudy orange, low mtellect

YELLOW — The symbol of mind and intellect, the mental plane. An
excess of yellow in the aura shows an abundance of mental
power.

Golden yellow, high soul qualities.

Pale primrose yellow, great intellectual power.

Dark, dingy yellow, jealousy and suspicion

Dull, lifeless yellow false optlmlsm, visionary mentahty
Gold present in the aura is a good sign.

Olive green, treachery, double-nature. The darker shades
have more “sinister” implications.

BLUE — The symbol of inspiration and devotion, the spiritiial na-
ture. An excess of blue in the aura signifies an artistic, harmoni-
ous nature and spiritual understanding.

Deep clear blue, pure religious feelings.
Pale ethereal blue, devotion to a noble ideal.
Bright blue, loyalty and sincerity.

INDIGO — Symbol of the mystic borderland.

Indigo symbolizes spiritual attainment and self-mastery,

wisdom and holiness.

VIOLET — The symbol of spirituality.
Deep purple, high spiritual attainment and holy love—the di-
vine radiance.
- Pale lilac and wisteria tints, cosmic consciousness and love for
humanity.
Bluish-purple, transcendent idealism.

When a person shows a particular predilection for a color, the
characteristics of that color usually affect his or her personality very
deeply. Likewise, when one desires to influence someone magi-
cally, colors are a very important part of the magic used. Colored
candles of the shade representing the zodiac sign of the person are
often burned. Sometimes the candles chosen represent the kind of
feeling one desires to evoke in that person, such as red for passion or
green for harmony and friendship. -

Colors have been associated with the making of amulets for
thousands of years. The Egyptians, for example, were very careful
with the color of the inks they used on their amulets or written
spells. The instructions given on the Book of the Dead are all in-
scribed in red ink. Since red is the color of life and the instructions
concerned the rites of the dead, it is obvious that this color was used

{to ensure eternal life. But in the “Book of Overthrowing Apep,” it is

ordered that Apep’s name, who is a fiend, should be written in
green ink. Some of the darker shades of green symbolize treachery
and deceit.

In our modern times, the color blue is believed to bring har-
mony and joy. And many brides wear on their wedding day,

. Something old, something new
: Something borrowed, something blue . . .

The “something blue” is a good luck amulet for the bride. Of
course, a white wedding gown is a symbol of purity and virginity.
Traditionally, it should only be worn by a virgin, or at least by some-
one who has never been married before. If white cannot be worn by
the bride, then blue is the second choice for good luck in the mar-
riage. Yellow and pink are not good luck colors for wedding gowns,
according to some superstitions. Some ancient cultures, like the Chi-
nese, wear red wedding gowns, while the North American Indians
prefer yellow. :

Colors by themselves can be used as good luck amulets. Green
is the color of the “lucky Irish,” while purple is a symbol of power
and glory. Yellow is branded by many as a “coward’s color,” but in
reality it conveys great intellectual power to those who wear it often.

Healing by means of colors is becoming increasingly popular.
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Green and yellow are favored by hospitals for the colors of their
walls. Some color healers suggest that colored lamps be used to
soothe the mind and replenish the aura. The lamp should reflect that
color which is believed to be mostly lacking in an individual.

Colors are intimately connected with numbers. Each color is
given a number in the magical tradition.

NUMBERS AND LETTERS

- A number is a symbol used to convey an idea, an abstraction.
Many scientists agree that all possible knowledge is present in the
mind in an abstract form. In the abstract world of the mind there is
no time or space, for nothing in it ever changes. To the mind, knowl-
edge is absolute, and past, present and future blend together into
eternity.

The study of the abstract comes under the jurisdiction of
mathematics, especially number theory, which teaches that num-
bers have characteristics and that no two numbers have exactly the
same ones. On the other hand, numbers are also a kind of language,
a means of communication. We communicate our thoughts by us-
ing languages based on numerical symbolism.

Carl Jung said that numbers were pre-existent to conscious-
ness, and that they were not invented, but rather discovered by
man. According to Jung, numbers are probably the most primitive
element of order in the human mind, and are used by the uncon-
scious as an ordering factor. Pythagoras believed that all things are
numbers, and that the elements of numbers are the elements of all
things.

The Sumerians were skilled mathematicians, and are in fact be-
lieved to be the founders of mathematics. The Greeks and other peo-
ples probably borrowed many of their beliefs about the sacred and
mystical properties of numbers. ,

The Babylonians reserved the numbers 1-60 for their gods. For
instance, Anu was ascribed the number 60, Bel was 50, Ea was 40,
Sin was 30, Marduk was 25, Shamash was 20, Ishtar was 15, and
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The ancients believed that human
intelligence was ruled by nine spir-
its, each ruled by one of the seven
planets. Their symbols were used in
talismans and, like the Oracle of
Zoroaster, were enclosed within a
hexagram. Each planet was cen-
tered on a square, a symbol of the
four elements and the planet earth.
The first spirit of intelligence was
ruled by the sun and its symbol was
Genhelia, representing Birth and
Growth.

The third spirit of intelligence was
ruled by Venus and its symbol was
Erosia, representing Love and Enjoy-
ment.

The second spirit of intelligence was
ruled by the waxing moon and its
symbol was Celeno, representing
Slowness and Dullness. ~

The fourth spirit of intelligence
was ruled by Mercury and its sym-
bol was Panurgio, representing vi-
tality and wit.
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The fifth spirit of intelligence was
ruled by Saturn and its symbol was
Letophoro, representing Malady
and Death.

The sixth symbol of intelligence was
- ruled by Jupiter and its symbol was

Aglae, representing Recovery. and

Health. L

The seventh spirit of intelligence was
ruled by Mars and its symbol was

Adamasto,

representing Conflict

and Violence.

The eighth spirit of intelligence was
ruled by the waning moon and its
symbol was Psykomena, represent-
ing Folly and Ridicule.

The ninth spirit of intelligence was
ruled by a sun within a sun and its
symbol was Psykelia, representing
Luck and Fortune.
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Ramman was 10. Their greatest holy number is 12,960,000 which
has been shown to be the number of Plato. This number is of great im-
portance astrologically because it is believed-to rule the universe
and man. Every number that is a divisor of 12,960,000 is a luck num-
ber. The numerals 7, 11, and 13 were considered unlucky by the
Babylonians because they were not divisors of the sacred number.

The numbers 3, 4, 5, 7, 10, 12, 40, 70 and 100 were sacred to
many ancient people, and of these 3 was the most mystical in nature.
This could be because most of the world’s greatest religions are
based on a holy trinity. Brahma, Vishnu and Shiva among the Hin-
dus, exemplified by the mantra AUM, is an instance of this practlce
The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit of Christianity is another. -

In the Hindu Vedas the numbers 3, 7,21, 55, 77 and 99 are con-
sidered magical numbers. Number 99 is very sacred to the Arabs as
they believe God to possess 99 names. The Persians revered num-
bers 3 and 7. The Greeks and the Romans believed that 3, 9 and 12
had magical properties. The Celts favored 3 and 9, and the Slavs, the
numbers 3, 9 and 7. From these assorted beliefs of various peoples
throughout the world we can see that the number 3 is the most
popular of all numbers. The triangle, which is one of the world’s
most important symbols, magically and mathematically, is the vis-
ual representation of number 3. This symbol appears in all religions
and magical systems. In the Hebrew religion, it is exemplified by the
Star of David, which is composed of two interlaced triangles. In al-
chemy, the four elements of the ancients, namely water, earth, fire,
and air are all expressed within the form of the triangle. The Egyp-
tians also believed in the magical power of 3. The eye of God some-
times appears within a pyramid to show that it is a symbol of the Al-
mighty and that He knows and sees all. This ancient magical symbol
is prominantly displayed on the back of the American one dollar
bill.

The following is a list of the meanings ascribed to the first ten
numbers by the ancient magicians:

ONE — This number represented God. The Egyptians declared in
their Hymns to Ra or Amen that he was the “one ONE” or the
“only ONE.” Moses said to the Hebrews, “Hear O Israel, the
Lord our God is ONE.” (Deut. 6:4). To the Pythagoreans the
number ONE represented the Godhead, indivisible and em-
bracing all things. The Koran also says that “God is One God.”

Astrologically, number one is represented by the Sun.
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TWO — This is the perfect number, the symbol of duality, of man
and woman. To some, it is the sign of matter and the origin of
evil. But it was often considered a protective symbol by the an-
cients. The Egyptians had a good luck amulet in the form of
two fingers, and the Christian priests raise two fingers to con- 5
fer their blessings on their congregations. Number two corre-
sponds to the Moon astrologically.

THREE — This number symbolized life, birth and also death. It was
the number of God manifested, as in the Holy Trmlty Like in
our modern religions, the ancients had triads of gods. In
Babylonia they had Anu, Ea and Bel. In Egypt, they had:Isis,
Horus and Osiris. In classical mythology there were many in- :
stances of number 3, such as the 3 Fates, the 3 Graces, the 3 Har-
pies, the 3 Gorgons, and the 3 Furies. There were 3 Magi ador-
ing Jesus, and 3 parts in humans: body, mind, and soul. Num- j
ber 3 corresponds to Jupiter astrologically.

FOUR —In Egypt, number 4 stood for the 4 quarters of the earth, the
4 sons of Horus, and the 4 cardinal points. In the Bible we find
the 4 evangelists, the 4 beasts and Ezekiel, the 4 anchors, and 4
horns. There are 4 elements. The Tetragrammaton or holy
name of God has 4 letters. Number 4 corresponds to Uranus
astrologically.

AT AT LRI T LY R T A

FIVE — This number was considered very lucky and extremely sa-
cred by the ancient magicians. In the Bible we find that God’s
altar had to be 5 cubits long and 5 cubits wide. The peace offer-
ing was to be 5 rams, 5 goats and 5 lambs. Five of the virgins
were foolish and 5 were wise. The pentacle of Solomon, also
known as the pentagram, has 5 points, representing a man with
outspread arms and legs. We have 5 physical senses and our
skulls are formed of 5 bones. We have 5 fingers in each hand
and 5 toes in each foot. Number 5 is considered very lucky in
games of chance. It corresponds to Mercury astrologically.

SIX — This is considered to be one of the perfect numbers because
creation took place in 6 days. The Star of David has 6 points,
each point representing one of the days of creation. The num-
ber of the Great Beast of Revelation is 666, which has been as-
cribed to many individuals and groups of people in the past.
Because of its peaceful, and yet often conflicting policies, the
United Nations is seen by many occultists as a modern version
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of the Beast 666. Number 6 is ruled by the planet Venus. The
turtle dove, one of the symbols of the United Nations, is also
ruled by Venus. .

SEVEN — Number 7 is one of the most mystical of all the numbers.

There are so many instances of this number in both magic and
religion, I could not enumerate them all here. To wit, it is indi-
visible and it represents the 7 heavens, the 7 planets, the 7 pil-
lars of wisdom, the 7 ears of corn, the 7 days of the week, the 7
branches of the candlestick, the 7 sacraments, the 7 deadly sins,
the 7 wonders of the world, the 7 hills of Rome, the 7 colors of
the spectrum, the 7 archangels, the 7 notes of music, the'7 ages
of man. It is represented by Neptune astrologically.

EIGHT — This number represents two worlds, the material and the

spiritual. It is a number of sorrow and restriction. Among the
ancients it was believed to represent death and fate. Itis also a
symbol of justice, and it is often represented by the figure of a
woman, blindfolded, with a sword pointing upwards and a
balance in her left hand. The Jews practiced the rite of circumci-
sion 8 days after birth. There were 8 sects of Pharisees. Noah
was the 8th in direct descent from Adam. The number 888 has
been often attributed to Jesus by occult scholars, as the cham-
pion of justice and the redeemer of the world. This number is in
direct opposition with 666, the number of the Great Beast of
Revelations. Astrologically, 8 is represented by Saturn.

NINE — This is another highly mystical number. Perhaps its most

interesting characteristic is that it can be multiplied by any
number, and the result, when added together, will always add
up to nine. It has been called the number of attainment, and of
spiritual perfection. Perhaps the reason for this perfection of 9
is that it is made of 3 multiples of 3, the most mystic of all num-
bers. It is essentially a number representing life and all its
struggles, but with success invariably as the outcome. This is
symbolized by the fact that the period of human gestation is 9
months. The hidden meaning of this number is one of the
greatest secrets of occultism, and one which has been con-
cealed in myriad ways. It represents matter ‘that cannot be de-
stroyed, and in this sense it is a symbol of the universal first
cause. Its astrological ruler is the planet Mars.
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TEN — This is a number of change, of being and non-being. This lat-
ter symbolism results from the fact that 10 is composed of one
and zero. One is a symbol of God, of total being. Zero is matter
unmanifested, non-being. It was revered by the Hebrews as
one of the hidden numbers of God (1+0). It is represented in the
10 commandments and the 10 spheres of the Kabbalistic Tree
of Life. It is a number basically associated with the planet
Earth.

The number 13 is considered lucky by some, and unlucky by
others. Actually, it is a combination of 1 and 3 adding to 4 so itis a
number of conflict, requiring both wisdom and self-sacrifice from
those it rules. But it is also a number of potential victory, for those
who have the courage to try to achieve it. Perhaps one of the reasons
why this number is so feared by some people is that there were 13
present during the Last Supper. This number is also associated with
the price of the hangman in old England. He was always paid 131/2
pence for each hanging, but the half pence was the price of the rope.
Today the superstition surrounding number 13 has extended to all
Fridays that fall on the 13th day of the month.

The powers of the numbers are intimately associated with let-
ters. In the ancient alphabets letters and numbers were interchange-
able and were identified with each other. This was particularly true
of both the Arab and the Hebrew alphabets. The Hebrews believed
that the22 letters of their alphabet were the essence of all things, and
that God used them to create the universe. The Romans, the Vikings,
the Celts, and all the ancient races shared this belief in the power of
letters and their identification with numbers. The runes of the Scan-
dinavians were believed to possess great magical qualities, and they
were used commonly in the preparation of spells. They were also
used to evoke admiration for the wearer. The Fehe was the runic
charter used generally for love, although there was a composite
rune called Aegishjalmur, which was popularly used for irresistibil-
ity. Some of the runic letters and signs are so powerful, tradition
warns the uninitiated against trying to perform any feat of magic
with them.
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The Aegishjalmur, an old Icelandic
rune that is said to render the
wearer irresistible to others.

The Gilch, a rune to attract wealth and

prosperity.

The Minna, a rune used commonly
to awaken admiration for the

wearer.

The Tyre, a rune for fidelity.-

The Fehe, a rune to attract love.

The Feon, a Scandinavian rune for
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The 22 letters of the Hebrew alphabet are the foundation of the
Hebrew Kabbalah, and therefore extremely important in the prepa-
ration of amulets and talismans in our modern-times. Kabbalah is
the most powerful element in today’s occultism. Many of the vari-
ous mystery schools, like The Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn,
the Aurum Solis, the Rosicrucians, the Free Masons and the O.T.O.
(Ordo Templi Orientalis), use Kabbalistic rites in their practices.
Modern witchcraft also borrows quite freely from Kabbalistic
magic. :

The preparation of amulets according to the Kabbalistic system
is based on a series of correspondences between the 22 letters of the
Hebrew alphabet and the rest of the universe. Thus every letteris at
the same time a number, to which is ascribed a color, a planet or a
zodiac sign, a musical note, and various birds, animals, flowers,
trees and herbs. The array of correspondences is so large, it has been
compared to an infinite filing system, in which everything ever cre-
ated down to the last atom and the last human thought, can be filed
away. The magician uses his knowledge of the correspondences to
prepare his amulets. His filing system tells him which day is best for
a particular kind of magic, which angel rules that day and which
type of symbol should be used to acquire what he wants. One of the
best attempts that has been made by any occultist to set down some
of the extraordinary correspondences in the Kabbalistic system was
made by Aleister Crowley, the late English magician. The result of

_ his painstaking scholarship was a book he entitled 777, which is per-

haps one of the most valuable magical treatises ever written.*
According to the Kabbalists, each of the 22 letters of the He-
brew alphabet are also linked with the 22 Major Arcana of the Tarot
cards. Each Tarot Arcana is a cosmic principle that embodies the
same symbolism as its attributed Hebrew letter. The Tarot cards are
believed to have evolved from Egypt, and they could very well be
the strongest surviving link between Hebrew and Egyptian magic.
Each Tarot deck consists of 78 cards. These are divided intotwo
groups, the Minor Arcana and the Major Arcana. The Minor Arcana
are formed of 40 numbered and 16 court cards, from which our ordi-
nary playing cards evolved. The Major Arcana are a group of 22
cards, each of which represents a cosmic principle, a human emo-
tion, and a material endeavor. Each card encompasses a vast array
of symbols. The symbols act as keys to the human unconscious. The

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Hebrew alphabet, from which all this symbolism has been derived,
is given in Table 2.

According to the famed astrologer and occultist Sepharial, the
Hebrew letters (and the corresponding letters in our Latin alphabet)
can beidentified with numbers 1 to 22. Each number has a divine, an
intellectual, an emotional and a material attribute.* The following
analysis of the first 22 numbers and their Tarot correspondences is
that given by Sepharial, but with some variations.

THE NUMBER 1
The Kabbalistic letter is A.
The divine principle is over-all dominion.
The intellectual attribute is austerity.
The emotional attribute is selfishness.
The material factor is bureaucracy.
The planetary association is the planet Mercury.
The appropriate metal is quicksilver.
The divinatory or Tarot signification (Arcanum I, ‘The
Magician) denotes WILL—DEXTERITY.

Largely based upon the Hebrew alphabet was the “Celestial
Script” used on some ancient amulets and talismans of definite Kab-
balistic origin. This alphabet was probably derived from the old,
“square” Hebrew characters with which the Torah or Mosaic Law
was written. Cornelius Agrippa believed these were the letters used
by Moses and the Prophets, but this is doubtful. It is more probable
that Phoenician characters were in use at this time. A similar script,
known as the Malachim or Angelic alphabet, was believed to be used
in angelic writings and all communications between heavenly be-
ings and man. They were very popular in the preparation of amulets
and talismans.

* Some Tarot decks place Number 0, The Fool, at the beginning of the Major Ar-
cana. Others allot Number 22 to this Arcanum and place it at the end of the Major
Arcana.

The so-called Theban alphabet was of runic origin and was also
very common in the practice of magic. It is said to have been in-
vented by a Theban called Honorius, and to-have been handed
down by the well-known medieval magician Peter de Abano. The
Theban alphabet is used by modern witches for the inscriptions of
the ceremonial knives and swords. The Runic alphabet is used by
witches as an alternative script. Another magical script very popu-
lar in the making of amulets is known as “Passing the River,” but its
origin, apart from its slight similarity with ancient Hebrew is not
clear.* _ :

Other magical scripts, such as the Masonic/Rosicrucian alpha-
bet, the Enochian alphabet, and the “Writing of the Magi,“ have
been used at one time or another to prepare amulets or talismans.
Perhaps the most mysterious of these amulets is the Ogham alpha-
bet, which the magical tradition ascribed to the mythical Atlantis.
The Etruscan alphabet is of interest also because of its obvious simi-
larities to the Latin alphabet, of which it was probably the forerun-
ner.

Sanskrit was and is very popular for ™
the preparation of magical formulas and
amulets. Perhaps the most famous of
these is the mantra AUM, which is used
as an amulet by many Hindus. The three
letters A, U, and M, stand for the divine
trinity of Hindu religion, Brahma,

Vishnu and Shiva. A stands for Brahma,

the Creator; U, for Vishnu, the Preserver,

and M,. for .Shiva, the Dgstroyer. The The AUM symbol, a pro-
amulet is said to prevent its possessor tective amulet of great effi-
from being reincarnated and to let him  cacy.

The sign symbolizing AUM, which resembles a rather ornamental
tree, is used as a wall hanging, together with five other words: The
words are Ma, Ni, Pad, Me, and Hun. The first prevents its owner
from being reincarnated as a Titan, the second prevents his return as
a human being, the third, prevents rebirth as an animal, the fourth,

of these words is written on a different color square underneath the
symbol of AUM. The entire amulet reads AUM-MANI-PADME-
HUN, and is a very well-known mantra or formula for meditation
purposes.

The Chinese also used their characters for the making of amu-
lets and talismans. These were made for those who lacked “true
power,” and thus had to acquire it second hand from the magical
properties of the characters inscribed on the amulets. The characters
were believed to embody some of the magical powers of the'gods
and the spirits they represented. The Chinese, especially the Bud-
dhists, believed that a man of perfect spiritual developmentdid not
need amulets or any other type of charm. He already had the power
he needed within himself. This power was developed through con-
centration and meditation. The Japanese also shared this belief.

)

We have seen in this chapter that colors, numbers and letters
are all expressions of the same cosmic principles, and that even
different alphabets share a common link between them. This link

. is what makes communication between peoples of different lan-

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guages and backgrounds possible. This link is the human mind,
whose language is entirely based on symbolism. We really do not
need language or speech to communicate with each other. Symbols
can serve just as well, and in some instances, even better.

Nevertheless, the spoken word can be of great power, espe-
cially for magical purposes. A man or a woman of power can bring
about the most extraordinary changes around them by the simple
assertion of their wills in carefully worded sentences. These same
words are just as effective written down because they are 51mply ex-
pressions of cosmic will.

In the beginning of this chapter wesaid that everything that ex-
ists is electrical in nature, and that even our thoughts are electrical
discharges emitted by the brain. These electrical discharges are
manifested in the form of light, which is then broken down into vari-
ous colors. The colors in turn depend upon the motions of each indi-
vidual. Those persons dominated by certain characteristics are con-
stantly emitting the color represented by that characteristic. This
color is diffused throughout the body and surrounds it like a halo,
which is known as the aura.

Spirits, angels, archangels, elementals and demons are like-
wise electrical impulses that populate the cosmos.They are in a
sense thought concentrations, mind entities that exist without the
benefit, or should we say, without the hindrance, of a human body
These are the cosmic forces that control the workings of the uni-
verse, and to whom we have recourse in times of need. Because they
lack a body, and are essentially mental in nature, they must be con-
tacted through the symbolic language of the mind, a language
which is universal in all its aspects. Numbers, letters, colors, are
some of the symbology used to establish a mental link with these
forces.These are then grouped in certain patterns, with the aid of
other natural symbols, and the result is an object that communicates
“magically” with spiritual entities. The object then serves as a chan-
nel through which these entities can help us with our spiritual
needs. This object is what we commonly know as an amulet.

5 Natural Amulets

TO PRIMITIVE PEOPLES, ALL NATURAL THINGS POSSESSED AN INNATE POWER
which became known as Mana. This word, which was coined by the
natives of Polynesia, can also be found in the Biblical narrative
spelled somewhat differently as Manna. This was the bread substi-
tute that God sent daily to the Jews durmg their wandering in the
desert. Manna rained down every morning and had to be consumed
the same day it was gathered—otherwise it would lose its substance
and deteriorate rapidly. It was like the coriander seed, and the taste
of it “like wafers made with honey.” (Ex. 15:14, 31). “The people
went about and gathered it, and ground it in mills, or beat it in a
mortar, and baked it in pans and made cakes of it: and the taste of it
was as the taste of fresh oil.” (Num. 11:8). The Jews ate Manna dur-
ing the 40 years of their wandering, until they came unto the borders
of the land of Canaan. “And the Manna ceased on the morrow after
they had eaten of the old corn of the land; neither did the children of
Israel eat Manna any more; but they did eat of the fruit of the land of
Canaan that year.” (Josh. 5:12). Today, many people believe that
carob, also known as St. John's bread, is the Biblical Manna.

The Yogis have a slightly different name for this substance, al-
though they do not conceive of it as having physical properties.
They call it Prana, the essence of life which proceeds from the sun,
and which can be absorbed by living beings through breathing. Spe-
cial breathing exercises, designed to extract the maximum possible
benefits from the life essence, are known as Pranayama, and are, ac-
cording to the Yogis, sufficient in themselves to maintain life. In
other words, we could subsist without food consumption, if we
could only train ourselves to gather from the air we breathe the life-
sustaining essence of Prana.

The Manna of the Jews was the materialization of Prana, w1th
all its life-giving properties. This materialization took place, accord-

ing to the Pentateuch, through God’s Divine intervention, to ensure
the survival of the Jews in the desert. ,

The creative force which has been called alternately Mana,
Manna and Prana, and which is the source of life and all magical
acts, is present in all living things to a lesser or greater extent. The
extent to which Mana is present in something depends on that
something’s ability to gather Mana unto itself. Thus it is said that
some substances have special magical properties and are great re-
positories of power and good luck. These are the substances known
as natural amulets. '

VEGETABLE AMULETS

All amulets that represent herbs, leaves, fruits, trees, roots, and
flowers are vegetable amulets. Sometimes the actual vegetable sub-
stance is used as an amulet. Typical among these are “magic” roots
like High John the Conqueror and Adam and Eve, which are used to
attract love. These roots are usually carried in red flannel bags to-
gether with other natural amulets such as dried corn (for money),
peony (for good luck), and ebony (against the evil eye).

The following is a list of the most common vegetable amulets:
Acorn. Used as a symbol of immortality.

Adam and Eve. These are two roots that are worn together to attract
love. Sometimes the two roots are divided between husband
and wife or between two lovers to ensure mutual fidelity.

African Mojo Wishing Beans. To make a secret wish come true, two
wishing beans are carried around for three days. On the
fourth day, the beans are thrown into moving water such as a
river or the sea, and the wish comes true within seven days.

Alfalfa. It is often kept in the home to protect against poverty.

Anise Seed. This seed is carried in a small red flannel bag to attract
love and to facilitate marriage. ,

Apple. One of the symbols of Venus, it is very popular in love spells.

Asafoetida. This is worn on a small bag around the neck to safeguard
against cold and to repel evil. The highly aromatic herb is also
known as the “devil’s incense,” and is burned during magic
rituals to dispel evil.

Ash Tree Leaves. They have many uses, both to bless and to curse.
They are believed to prevent death by drowning, to protect
against the evil eye and to attract the love-of the opposite sex.

Baba Corn Dolls. These dolls are made of corn husks and kept in the
house to ensure good crops and good luck. They are very
popular with European farmers and the American Indians.

Bay Leaf. Carried in a purse or pocket this leaf is believed to protect
against witchcraft. A leaf is also placed on each corner of a
house to protect it from evil.

Buckeye. A dollar is often wrapped around a buckeye and carried in
a pocket or purse to attract money. It is also said to prevent
rheumatism.

Buckthorn. A tea brewed with this herb and sprinkled in a c1rc1e on
the floor surrounding a person, is supposed to make that per-
son’s wish come true. The same tea is believed to be very effi-
cacious in removing warts.

Caraway Seed. This seed is believed to protect a child from illness if
placed under his crib or bed.

Cascara Sagrada. A tea made with this bark and sprmkled around
the bed the night before appearing in front of a judge will en-
sure his ruling will benefit the person who used the tea. This
bark is also used to protect against evil.

Chamomile. Used by gamblers to attract good luck.

Clover. A very magical plant with many uses. It is carried in a red
flannel bag to bring good luck. To dispel evil spirits, clover
can be soaked in vinegar for three days and then the vinegar is
sprinkled in each corner of the house. The four—leaf clover is
used for good luck. Each leaf has a special meaning. The first
leaf to the left of the stem brings fame, the second brings
wealth, the third brings a lover, and the fourth brings good
health. This is one of the few plants which is worn both in its
natural state and in symbolic form. This amulet is of Irish ori-
gin and can be made of tin or alloy, enameled in green. Itis as-
sociated with the zodiac signs of Cancer and Pisces.

Cloves. If a handful of cloves are held tightly in one’s hand while
thinking of a lover, he or she will feel compelled to do one’s
bidding.

Comfrey Root. This root is placed at the bottom of all luggage beforea
trip to ensure safety during traveling.

Coriander. The seeds are carried in a small bag to prevent all kinds of

illnesses. It is also used in love potions.

Corn. Hard corn is carried in a red flannel bag to attract money.

Corn Flower. This flower is sprinkled inside a house to bring peace
and harmony to its inhabitants.

Damiana. When this herb is soaked in a glass of wine for three hours
and then sprinkled outside the front and back doors, it will en-
sure the return of a wandering lover.The sprlnkhng has to be
faithfully done during 21 days. Damiana is also popular for
love potions.

Dandelion. It is buried at the northwest corner of a house to bring fa-
vorable winds.

Dill Seed. A few grains added to the bath water before- meehng a
lover is said to make a person irresistible.

Dragon’s Blood. This reed is said to bring good luck when carried
around in a purse or pocket. It is sometimes placed under a
mattress to cure impotency. A very powerful magic ink is
made of this reed which is also a very popular ingredient in
love spells.

Ebony. The black wood of the ebony tree is very popular in the
preparation of amulets against the evil eye.

Eryngo. Also known as sea holly, this flower was worn by Greek
brides to ensure the fidelity of their husbands. Legend says
that eryngo was the magic ingredient used by Sapho to win

 the love of Phaon.

Eyebright. It is used as an amulet against all types of eye diseases.

Eucalyptus. It is said to be an excellent protection against cold if
stuffed in one’s pillow.

Fennel. The fennel seed is said to cure the fits caused by black magic
and demonic possession if tied around the neck or carried in
the pockets in a small bag.

Fleur-de-Lis. A symbol of fertility associated with the goddess Isis.

Garlic. If hung from windows and door sills it will avert the evil eye
and all sorts of evil spirits. Sailors used it in ancient times to
protect their ships from sinking.

Heartsease. If a bit of this herb is placed in the sole of a lover’s shoe
without his or her knowledge, it will soften his or her heart,

and fill it with tender feeling for the person who used the herb.

John the Conqueror Root. One of the most popular of magic roots, John
the Conqueror is used for good luck and prosperity and to
bring to its owner the love and good will of others. It is also
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used by gamblers who carry it around for good luck.

Lavender. This fragrant plant is very popular in love spells, and also
to help a dream come true. Some lavender is placed under
one’s pillow before retiring. A wish is strongly formulated. If
one dreams of anything connected to the wish, the wish will
come true.

Licorice Stick. If one wishes to make a person change his or her mind,
one should write his or her name in a piece of parchment nine
times with Dove’s Blood Ink, an ingredient easily obtainable
at any occult supply store. The paper is then wrapped around
a piece of licorice stick and tied with a red ribbon. It is buried
near the home of the person one wishes to influence. The
change in his or her attitude should be noticeable in three
days.

Lotus. This flower is very popular in the East, particularly in India
where it is associated with the highest consciousness. It is
commonly worn, either in natural form or effigy, to attract
good luck and success and to protect from the evil eye.

Lovage Root. If worn near the heart it is said to attract a lover.

Low John Root. It is said that money wrapped around this root will
bring money and good luck to its owner. C

Lucky Hand Root. If this root is carried in a purse or pocket it will re-
vert all evil spells back to the sender. ]

Magnolia Leaves. Spread beneath a mattress, they are said to arouse
passion in the most indifferent person.

Mandrake Root. This legendary root is very difficult to find, and ac-
cording to tradition it should be uprooted by the person who
wants to use it. The ancients believed that the plant emits a
piercing scream when it is uprooted so the person who wants
it should stuff his ears with cotton and use a dog to pull the
plant out of the ground. The dog is to be tied to the plant and
then offered some food. As the dog jumps for the food, the
mandrake is pulled out by the roots, killing the dog with its
scream. The uses of the mandrake are many. It is a powerful
aphrodisiac, and if placed under one’s pillow it will make an
indifferent lover become tender and passionate. It is also re-
puted to give its owner great sexual potency. It should be
soaked in white wine every Friday and then kept carefully
wrapped in a red, silken cloth. If carefully cared for, it is said

to cause money left near it to double overnight. Mandrake
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roots can be bought in some herbal shops, but often at exorbi-
tant prices. S

Male and female mandrakes.

Marjoram. This herb is attributed to Venus and is sprinkled in all the
corners of the house by a woman who wants to attract a hus-
band. It should be renewed every month.

Mistletoe. This herb was called the all healer by the ancient Druids. It
must be gathered on the first day of the New Moon and must
notbe cut with knives, scissors or any implement made of iron
or steel. The Druids used a short scythe made of solid gold to
cut mistletoe. The plant should be placed on a white cloth im-
mediately after being gathered and should never be allowed
to touch the ground. Itis said to protect against evil spells, epi-
lepsy and evil spirits. It is also used to promote fertility.

Mugwort. This herb is said to help in astral projection if placed by the
bedside. ,

Muyrtle. This is believed to be the favorite herb of Venus. The Greeks
and the Romans used it in garlands to preserve youth and to
promote love. - ’

Nutmeg of India. This is a favorite with gamblers, as it gives good
luck in games of chance. To increase the powers of the nut-
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meg, a hole is made in one end of it, which is then filled with
quicksilver. The hole is sealed with wax and the nutmeg is
then placed in a red flannel bag. -

Oak. The oak tree is an attribute of Jupiter and as suchitis a symbol
of good luck. The leaves and the bark of the oak are very pow-
erful in all magic works, especially for love spells. They bring
good luck and strength to those who carry them in a pocket or
purse.

Orange Blossoms. Traditionally associated with weddings, orange
blossoms are said to bring love and to promote marriage if
carried in a red flannel bag together with aniseed, orms root
and orange hips.

Orange Pomander. The orange has always been considered a symbol
of fertility and love because of its many seeds and sweet taste.
A clove is also a love symbol, as we have already seen. An or-
ange studded with cloves and then rolled in a mixture of
spices for added fragrance is believed to be a powerful amulet
for love and marriage. The pomander is tied with a red ribbon
and hung in a closet to work its magic in secret.

Orris Root. This is carried around to promote love and 1s used in
many magic spells for the same purpose.

Peony. Carried in a purse or pocket, peonies are said to bring good
luck.

Pine Cone. A symbol of life and fertility, the pine cone is used for
good health, longevity and fertility purposes. When one is
very tired, pressing the fingers against the rough surface of
the pine cone is said to revitalize the body.

Primrose. If sewn into a child’s pillow it will ensure his respect and
loyalty.

Rice. A symbol of fertility, it is well known for its use in weddings. A
few grains of rice carried in a pocket or purse will also ensure
there will always be good food on one’s table.

Rose. The rose is one of the symbols of Venus, and it is a common in-
gredient in love spells. Rose buds and petals tossed in a fire
are said to bring good luck. Rose hips carried around in a red
flannel bag are said to bring love and to promote marriage.
Rose buds placed around a sprained ankle will heal it qulcker

Rose of Jerico. This is a dried green flower that closes up when it is
removed from water and opens up when it i$ placed in it. It is
usually placed in a shallow dish of water with a small piece of
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paper in its center where a wish has been written down. The
rose is kept in the water during nine days: At the end of this
time it is removed from the water with thie paper still in place.
Within a few hours it will close up, with the wish tightly held
within it. The wish should come true nine days later. L

Rosemary. This herb is carried around to bring good luck, improve ;
the mind and the memory, and to promote love and friend-
ship. It is a very popular ingredient in love spells.

Rue. A sprig of rue tied with a red ribbon and placed over the front
door of a house will prevent evil from entering. It is used in
baths for protective purposes and to dispel the evil eye.

Sandalwood. A popular ingredient in love spells, it is also buined as
an incense to make a wish come true. As one burns the in-
cense, one should say, “Adonai, Elohim, Elohim, Adonai.”

Spearmint. This aromatic herb is said to attract customers to a store if
crushed and burned as incense.

Spikenard. If brewed into a tea and then sprinkled over the photo of a
recalcitrant lover he or she will return and never leave again.

Sweet Bugle. Crushed and sprinkled around a bedroom, it will at-
tract new lovers and promote marriage. Ll

Thyme. This herb is burned in the home to attract good health for all
its inhabitants. :

Tonka Bean. It is carried in red flannel bags to attracted good luck and !
wealth.

Valerian. Placed under one’s pillow it is said to soothé the nerves and
promote peaceful sleep. It is also burned to dispel evil.

Vervain. One of the herbs of Venus, it is used in many love spells,
and carried around for love and marriage. But itis also a pow-
erful protection against fevers and poisoning.

Violet. If one desires to attract the blessings of good spirits, one
should sprinkle violets around the corners of the house.Vio-
lets are believed to give off healing vibrations and are also
helpful in protecting against all types of diseases.
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Metals (precious and semi-precious), lodestones, ordinary
stones, chemicals and resins, soils, sand, rock—all of these fall under
the heading of mineral amulets.
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The most valuable of the stone amulets is not a diamond, an
emerald or a ruby, but a natural stone which has become perforated
by means of natural processes such as wind and rain. This type of
stone is believed to possess great magical powers and is highly
prized in primitive societies. Hollow stones which can be filled with
a smaller stone are also very valuable as fertility symbols. This type
of stone is known as Even Tekumah.

Some types of rock are also considered very eff1cac1ous for
amuletic purposes, and in the Southwest of the United States the
Navajo Indians prepare an amulet called “talking rock medicine”
out of rock scrapings from caves that have echoes. This amulet i is be-
lieved to be a powerful protection agamst black magic.

Also very powerful are the igneous stones believed by the
Yorubas to be the result of lightning and thunder. These vary in size
and shape and are believed to be the property of Chango, the god of
thunder. They dispel evil and attract good health and good luck.
The Yorubas called these stones odduaras and used them in a variety
of amulets and magic spells. They are still popular in Africa and in
Latin America. _

Flint, one of many forms of silica, was probably one of the first
stones valued by man for amuletic purposes. Because flint origi-
nated from the earth it was equated with the child of the earth
mother. To the Egyptians, flint was one of the attributes of Horus,
the son of Isis in Egyptian mythology.

In some parts of Africa, where fetishism is still practlced some
stones are believed to be inhabited by spirits which are worshipped
by individual members of a tribe. The stones are carried around as
protective amulets. The fetish priest is believed to have the power to
imprison a spirit within a stone or other kinds of natural objects.

The Australian aborigines prepare certain stones when chil-
dren are born which they call churingas. The churinga is usually a
flat stone or piece of wood that is inscribed with magical symbols
and kept in the sacred cave shared by each community. The stone is
believed to protect its owner from harm and to bring good luck
throughout his or her life. Some of these inscribed stones have been
preserved from the Stone Age.

The use of precious and semiprecious stones as amulets ex-
tends throughout the world. Certain amulets called magatama, or
crooked jewels, have been found in Japanese graves dating from the
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This Matabeli witch doctor is literally covered with amulets and charms. Roots,
dried animal skins, claws, fangs, horns, feathers and furs, as well as colored beads,
are among his protective devices. In reality the term “witch doctor” is misleading
because the approximate translation of his African title is more that of a “ritual spe-
cialist.” (Courtesy of the American Museum of Natural History.)
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Iron Age. They were made of various materials, such as jasper, car-
nelian, agate, rock crystal and jade. They are generally perforated at
the wider end and worn on a string around the neck with other
magic symbols. These ornaments were used to adorn the statues of
the gods and were also used as symbols of high rank. At present, the
magatama are one of the three emblems of sovereignty in Ja-
pan.Both the Koreans and the Chinese used two magatama symbols
to represent the union of the masculine and the feminine principles
known as the yin and yang. Some authorities believe the swastika
belongs to the same type of symbol as the magatama. ’

One of the oldest amulets made of precious and semiprecious
stones is the Hindu naoratna or nararatna, also known as the nine-
gem jewel. It is mentioned in the old Hindu “ratnascastras,” or trea-
tises on gems, where its design and composition is carefully ex-
plained. The naoratna is set either as a pendant or as a ring. It is com-
posed of a ruby, a diamond, a pearl, a coral, a jacinth, a sapphire, a
topaz, a cat’s eye, and an emerald. Each stone represents one of the
planets or either the north or the south node. According to the Hin-
dus the “Maharatnani,” or great gems, are the diamond, the pearl,
the ruby, the sapphire and the emerald. The virtue of every gem de-
pended upon its perfection, and defective or poor stones were re-
garded as the source of unhappiness and misfortune. The naoratna
was a most powerful amulet, as it combined within itself all the
magical properties and virtues of the planets.

Also of legendary fame is the mythical vessel known as the
Holy Grail. According to an ancient legend, when Satan rebelled
against God, he was wearing on his crest an enormous stone, which
is alternately identified as an emerald or a ruby. When the archangel
Michael struck down Satan, this jewel fell to earth and was found by
some unidentified sea-faring people who shaped it into a magnifi-
cent chalice. This was somehow acquired by King Solomon, and
from him it descended to Jesus, who used it at the Last Supper to in-
stitute the Sacrament of Communion. This same chalice was used by
Joseph of Arimathea to gather the blood of Jesus while He was still
nailed to the cross. After the resurrection, Joseph of Arimathea was
jailed but he was able to flee to Britain with some of his followers. He
took the Grail with him and had it enshrined for some time at Glas-
tonbury. From there it was taken to various places, suchas the castle
of Monsalvat in Spain, the kingdom of Keriat in Northeast Asia and
lastly, to Antioch, where it has reputedly been seen by many people.
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The quest for the Holy Grail was one of the most important
pursuits of King Arthur and his Knights of the Round Table.* Al-
though this beautiful legend is founded mostly on mythical facts,
several stones answering to the description of the Holy Grail have
been uncovered.

The Breastplate of Aaron is another legendary amulet made
with precious stones. The instructions for the preparation of the
Breastplate are given in the Bible:

And thou shalt make the breastplate of judgment
with cunning work; after the work of the ephod thou
shall make it of gold, of blue, and of purple, and of: scar-"
let, and of fine twined linen shalt thou make it.

Foursquare it shall be, being doubled; a span shall be
the length thereof, and a span shall be the breadth
thereof.

And thou shalt set in it settings of stones, even four
rows of stones: the first row shall be a sardius, a topaz,
and a carbuncle: this shall be the first row.

And the second row shall be an emerald, a sapphlre,
and a diamond.

And the third row a ligure, an agate, and an ame-
thyst.

And the fourth row a beryl, and an onyx, and a jasper;
they shall be set in gold in their enclosings.

And the stones shall be with the names of the chil-
dren of Israel, twelve, according to their names, like the
engravings of a signet; every one with his name shall
they be according to the twelve tribes.

And thou shalt make upon the breastplate chains at
the ends of wreathen work of pure gold.

And thou shalt make upon the breastplate two rings:
of gold, and shalt put the two rings on the two ends of
the breastplate.

And thou shalt put the two wreathen chains of gold -

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in the two rings which are on the ends of the breastplate.
And the other two ends of the two wreathen chains thou
shalt fasten in the two settings of filigree, and put them
on the shoulder pieces of the ephod before it.

And thou shalt make two rings of gold, and thou
shalt put them upon the two ends of the breastplate in
the border thereof, which is in the side of the ephod in-
ward.

And two other rings of gold thou shalt make, and
shalt put them on the two sides of the ephod under-
neath, toward the forepart thereof, over against the -
other coupling thereof, above the curious girdle of the -
ephod.

And they shall bind the breastplate by the rings )
thereof unto the rings of the ephod with a lace of blue,
that it may be above the curious girdle of the ephod, and
that the breastplate be not loosed from the ephod.

And Aaron shall bear the names of the children of Is-
rael in the breastplate of judgment upon his heart, when
he goeth in unto the holy place, for a memorial before
the Lord continually.

And thou shalt put in the breastplate of judgment the
Urim and the Thummin; and they shall be upon
Aaron’s heart, when he goeth in before the Lord: and
Aaron shall bear the judgment of the children of Israel
upon his heart before the Lord continually. (Exod.
28:15-30.)

The Jewish historian Josephus (A.D. 37-95)* had this to say
about the miraculous properties of the stones of the Breastplate:

From the stones which the high-priest wore (these -
were sardonyxes, and I hold it superfluous to describe
their nature, since it is known to all), there emanated a
light, as often as God was present at the sacrifices; that
which was worn on the right shoulder instead of a clasp
emitting a radiance sufficient to give light even to those
far away, although the stone previously lacked this

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splendor. And certainly this in itself merits the wonder
of all those who do not, out of contempt for religion, al-
low themselves to be led away by a pretense of wisdom.
However, I am about to relate something still more
wonderful, namely, that God announced victory in bat-
tle by means of the twelve stones worn by the high-
priest on his breast, set in the pectoral. For such a splen-
~“dor shone from them when the army was not yet in mo-
tion, that all the people knew that God himself was pre-
sent to aid them. For this reason, the Greeks, who rever-
ence our solemnities, since they could not deny this,
called the pectoral our oracle. However, the pectoral,
and the onyxes ceased to emit this radiance two hun-
dred years before the time when I write this, because
God was displeased at the transgressions of the Law.

The twelve stones represented alternately the twelve tribes of
Israel, the twelve months of the year and the twelve signs of the zo-
diac. After the capture of Jerusalem by Titus in A.D. 70, the treasures
of the Temple were taken to Rome, and the Breastplate, according to
Josephus, was deposited in the Temple of Concord,which had been
constructed by Vespasian. From there it disappeared and no one has
been able to discover with any degree of certainty what became of it,
although some scholars believe it may be buried in one of the treas-
ure chambers of one of the old Persian capitals.

The story of the breastplate illuminates the important role
gemstones have played throughout history. Their value and impor-
tance was often enhanced by engravings.

The idea that special designs should be engraved on the
surface of gems dates from ancient times. The emerald, for example,
was to be engraved with a scarab, underneath which stood the
figure of Isis. The jewel was to be worn as a brooch and was believed
to bring good luck not only to the wearer, but to his or her entire
family.

The Book of Wings, a magical treatise dating from the thirteenth
century, gives a list of the most common designs to be engraved on
gems. This book was believed to have been written by a magician
known as Raziel, who was obviously deeply influenced by both the
Hebrew and the Greco-Roman tradition. Although the Book of

Wings was largely inspired by the Book of Raziel, it bears little

resemblance to that work.
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Wings:

This sculptured jade‘mountain is probably the largest mass of sculptured jade in
existence. It weighs about 640 pounds and used to be part of the collection of the
Summer Palace near Peking.

The beautiful and terrible figure of a dragon. If this is
found on a ruby or any other stone of similar nature and
virtue, it has the power to augment the goods of this
world and makes the wearer joyous and healthy.

The figure of a falcon, if on a topaz, helps to acquire
the good-will of kings, princes, and magnates. The im-
age of an astrolabe, if on a sapphire, has power to in-
crease wealth and enables the wearer to predict the fu-
ture.

The well-formed image of a lion, if engraved on a gar-
net, will protect and preserve honors and health, cures
the wearer of all diseases, brings him honors, and
guards him from all perils in traveling.

Anass, if represented on a chrysolite, will give power
to prognosticate and predict the future. The figure of a
ram, or of a bearded man, on a sapphire, has the power
to cure and preserve from many infirmities as well as to
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free from poison and from all demons. This is a royal
image; it confers dignities and honors and exalts the
wearer. -

A frog, engraved on a beryl, will have the power to
reconcile enemies and produce friendship where there
was discord.

- A camel’s head or two goats among myrtles, if on an
onyx, has the power to convene, assemble, and con-
strain demons; if any one wears it, he will see terrible V1—
sions in sleep.

A vulture, if on a chrysohte, has the power to con-

strain demons and the winds. It controls demons and-

prevents them from coming together in the place where
the gem may be; it also guards against their importuni-
ties. The demons obey the wearer.

A bat, represented on a heliotrope or bloodstone,
gives the wearer power over demons and helps incanta-
tions.

A griffin, imaged on a crystal, produces abundance
of milk.

A man richly dressed and with a beautiful object in
his hand, engraved on a carnelian, checks the flow of
blood and confers honors. ‘

Alionor an archer, on ajasper, gives help against poi-
son and cures from fever.

A man in armor, with bow and arrow, on an iris
stone, protects from evil both the wearer and the place
where he may be.

- A man with a sword in his hand, on a carnelian, pre-
serves the place where it may be from lightning and
tempest, and guards the wearer from vices and en-
chantments.

Abull engraved on a prase is said to give aid against
evil spells and to procure the favor of magistrates.*

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PRECIOUS AND SEMI-PRECIOUS STONES

Whether they are engraved or not, stones have always been
very popular amulets, particularly those stones which are believed
to be attributes of the planets or the signs of the zodiac. The follow-
ing is a list of the most common stone amulets:

Aquamarine. This is believed to be one of the sacred stones. It is a
symbol of youth, hope and health. If worn in the form of ear-
rings it is said to gain love and affection for the wearer.

Agate. The stone is said to make its wearer agreeable and persnasive,
and also gives one the favor of God.The agate is also said to
confer victory and strength on its owner and to avert tempests
and lightning. In the eighteenth century a Brazilian priest is
said to have designed an airplane which was to be operated

by means of a battery of agates drawing their energy from the
sun. The agate comesina variety of colors, but the brown and
black types with a white ring in the center are the most popu-
lar for amuletic purposes.
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Alabaster. Not really a stone, but a type of gypsum, alabaster is worn
(especially in Italy) to increase the milk of nursing mothers.

Alexandrite. This stone is a variety of chrysoberyl from the Ural re-
gion of Russia. The stone is characterized by a polychromatic
range from a spectacular shade of bright green to a shimmer-
ing scarlet red. The stone is said to be a powerful good luck

~ omen, highly valued by the Russians.

Amethyst. The most famous property of this stone is its reputed abil-
ity to cure drunkenness. But it is also said to control evil
thoughts and to strengthen the intellect.

Beryl. This stone renders its owner unconquerable and quickens his
intellect. It is also said to be a cure for laziness.

Bloodstone. This stone was believed to have the power to cause thun-
der, lightning and tempest. It was said to give prophetic pow-
ers to the wearer and to preserve him or her from deception
and all bodily harm. In the Leyden papyrus the bloodstone is
praised extravagantly and is said to “assuage the wrath of
kings and despots, and whatever the wearer says will be be-
lieved. Whoever bears the stone . . . and pronounces the
name engraved upon it, will find all doors open, while bonds
and stone walls will be rent asunder.”

Carbuncle. This stone was worn as a heart stimulant. Its blood-red
tones also suggested its use as a symbol of the Passion of
Christ. It was used for wealth and power.

Carnelian. It is said to give courage, to protect against envy and the
evil eye. Like all red stones, it was worn to prevent wounds or
to heal them. The ancient races favored this stone highly. the
Arabs engrave the carnelian with magical characters to avert
the evil eye. The prophet Mohamed was supposed to have
worn a carnelian mounted on silver on the little finger of his
right hand. Both Napoleon I and Napoleon IIl wore a Carnel-
ian seal inscribed with Arabic characters for amuletic pur-

0ses.

Cat’s Er;e. A variety of the chrysoberyl, the cat’s eye is used mostly to

protect against the evil eye. The stone is either greenish yellow

or brownish yellow shot with blue. The Arabs believe this
stone makes its wearer invisible in battle. It is also used to test
husbands and wives and their fidelity.

Chalcedony. This stone was said to cure fever and to give a man an
amiable and kind disposition.

Chrysoberyl. This stone is used by the natives of Ceylon against evil
spirits. It is greenish yellow in color and comes from Borneo,
Burma, Ceylon, India, Madagascar and the United States.

Chrysolite. This stone, highly valued among the Egyptians, must be
set in gold in order to exert its full powers. There are two va-
rieties, the peridot and the olivine, both of which are associ-
ated with the sun and sometimes with the zodiac sign of Leo.
Chrysolite is believed to dispel the “terrors of the night” and
to protect against the evil spirits.

Diamond. This stone is the symbol of purity and as such, it is said to
bring victory, strength, fortitude and courage to the wearer.
According to St. Hildegarde, the powers of the diamond were
recognized by Satan who claimed the stone resisted his evil
influence by day and by night. The diamond should be set in
gold and worn on the left arm or hand for amuletic purposes.
Many authorities associate the diamond with lightning,
claiming it owes its origin to the thunderbolt. In the Talmud
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we read of a stone (believed by some to be the diamond)
which was worn by the high priest to determine innocence or
guilt. If a person brought to the high priest for judgment were
guilty, the diamond would grow cloudy and dim, but if the
person were innocent, the diamond would shine more bril-
liant then ever. Some occult scholars attribute to the diamond
the ability to make its owner invincible in all human struggles,
“but its virtues only exist when the diamond has been received
as a gift. That is the reason why diamond rings are given to
commemorate an engagement and why they are worn on the
left hand. When a diamond is purchased it should not be worn
by its purchaser, as it is believed it would bring him or her bad
luck. Diamonds which have been the subject of such strife or
greed are believed to be the depositors of evil and bad luck.
The most notorious of these carriers of disaster is the famed
Hope Diamond, whose owner is said to die shortly after its ac-
quisition.. : :

Emerald. This stone was believed to foretell the future and to destroy )
all evil spells. It was also said to strengthen the memory and to
make its wearer an eloquent speaker. Moreover it revealed
the truth or falsity of a lover’s promise, but was an enemy of
raw sex or violent passion. In this regard, Albertus Magnus
tells a story recounted to him by King Bela of Hungary. It
seems the King tried to embrace his wife while wearing an
emerald ring on his finger, and at the moment of the embrace i
the stone broke into three parts. Tradition tells another story, oo
according to which the emerald was one of four precious
stones God gave to Solomon to ensure his dominion over all
creation. One of the emerald’s virtues is its power to foretell
the future. For this purpose, its owner must place it under his
tongue. The emerald was used as an amulet by the Egyptians,
the Hindus, the Greeks, the Romans and the Incas. The Mos-
lems frequently engraved verses from the Koran on this stone
and wore it for protective purposes.

Garnet. An amulet made with this stone is said to protect a person
from evil and from bad dreams. It is also believed to prevent
skin diseases and wounds. It assures its wearer love and faith-
fulness. B '

Jacinth or Hyacinth. Amulets of jacinth were worn in antiquity
around the neck or as rings.They are still used to protect
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women during childbirth, to restore the appetite, to fortify the
heart and to promote sleep. Jacinth is also believed to dispel
evil and to strengthen the mind. -

Jade. Another stone used to help women during childbirth. It is also
believed to aid in healing stomach and intestine troubles. It
cures thirst and dropsy, protects from lightning and heart ail-
ments, and gives victory in battle. Its use as an amulet in West-
ern Asia dates from 4,000 B.C., and it is still commonly in use
among the Arabs, Turks and Armenians. The ancient Egyp-
tians and the Aztecs also used jade for amuletic purposes. In

The Mayas prized jade very highly. This jade plaque shows a cross-legged figure
with the typically deformed forehead so admired by the Mayas that they applied
pressure on it during childhood to acquire it. The figure holds a circle with a cross
within it. This cross has no relation to the Christian cross and is rather a representa-
tion of the four cardinal points and the four seasons dominating the earth, symbol-
ized by the circle.

China, a jade butterfly is a love amulet of great efficacy. It is
also a favorite among people in business. They carry a piece
of jade around with them for good luck before any important
business transactions. Jade is actually divided into two differ-
ent types of minerals, nephrite and jadeite. A variety of jadeite
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with a rich, emerald-green color is known by the Chinese as
feits'ui, or Kingfisher Plumes. Another term the Chinese have
for this stone is “Imperial Jade.” The Maoris use the nephrite
variety of jade to carve figurines of their ancestral gods which
they wear for protective purposes.

Jasper or Jaspis. The green variety of jasper is almost indistinguish-
able from nephrite. When there are red flecks in the stone, it is
known as bloodstone. Red jasper is the most popular variety
used in amulets. The Egyptians associated the stone with the .
blood of Isis, and used it to protect against wounds and to pre- i
vent hemorrhages. It is still used for this purpose in modern
times, as well as to protect against the evil eye- .and to help

_ - women in childbirth.

et Lapis Lazuli. One of the most highly valued stones of the ancients,

SRS lapis lazuli was said to cure gallstones, melancholy, sleepless-
ness, and to prevent miscarriages and all sorts of calamities.
Many of the cylinder-seals of the Babylonians were made of - |
this beautiful stone, and the Sumerians believed that the
wearer of the stone carried with him the veritable presence of
a god. The Egyptians used it to make figures of the sacred
scarab and of the gods. The lapis stone known as stamatopetra
is still used at present in parts of Greece to prevent miscar-
riages. The name means “stop stone.” ;

Magnetite or lodestone. Not a precious or semi-precious stone, it is i
perhaps one of the most powerful amulets to attract good

" luck, love and general success. It is particularly popular in
Mexico and Latin America. It is carried around in pairs, a male
and a female stone, in a red-flannel bag, with iron filings
‘which serve as its “food.” It is placed in white wine on Fridays
'soitmay replenish its strength. The female stone is believed to
give birth to other stones, and indeed after some time, the
stone is seen to grow and split into several pieces, which are
known as its “sons.”

Malachite. This stone is said to protect against the evil eye and is es-
pecially recommended for small children.

Moonstone. This stone is said to protect its wearer against epllepsy,
and to promote large fruit crops. In India the moonstone is re-
garded as a sacred stone that brings good Iuck. Itis favored by
lovers who believe that the stone awakens passion and ten- e
derness in a loved one, and gives them the power to read the
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future. In order to foretell the future, the stone must be placed
in the mouth while the moon is full. .

Onyx. In India this stone is used to cool the ardors-of love. This belief
originated from the idea that the onyx provokes discord and
separates lovers. Generally regarded as an unlucky stone, it is
said to provoke miscarriages and nightmares, and dissension
between friends. But some people consider it a powerful amu-
let against the evil eye, especially in India and Persia.

Opal. This is another stone with a dubious reputation. Most occult
scholars believe that the only people who can wear the opal
with impunity are those born under the sign of Libra.To these
people the stone is very lucky and fulfills their every wish. But
to all others it is a symbol of evil and discord. Nevertheless
there is one variety of opal known as the black opal, which is
believed to be one of the luckiest stones in existence regardless
of the sign one was born under.

Peridot. Traditionally associated with the sun and the sign of Leo,
the peridot is a symbol of good health and a deterrent of the
evil eye, especially when worn on the left arm.

Pink Quartz. A symbol of Venus and of the moon, it is said to be a
powerful love amulet and a strong promoter of marriage and
fertility.

Rock Crystal. A symbol of the moon and light, the rock crystal is used

~ to promote well-being and to attract the protection of benefi-
cent spirits. This stone was very popular among the Aztecs,
who used it to carve human skulls. The skull is a symbol of the
spirit of death among the Mexicans, who worshlp Death as a
beneficent spirit.

Ruby. The ruby is the most valued stone among the Hindus who call
it ratnaraj or “king of precious stones.” It is said to aid in love
matters, to preserve mental health, and to dispel arguments.
The qualities of the ruby are so many that entire treatises have
been written on the subject. Some people believe the ruby will
help its owner attain his every desire, while at the same time
protecting him from all evil. In Burma, it is not sufficient to
own a ruby to enjoy its supernatural powers. It is necessary to
insert the stone in the skin so it becomes part of the body of its
owner.Those who wear a ruby in this fashion live in the com-
plete certainty that no evil can ever befall them.

Sapphire. In India and Arabia this stone is worn as a good health
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amulet and as a protection against the evil eye. Its fame partly
originates from the legend that says that the Law given by
God to Moses on Mount Sinai was engraved in sapphire tab-
lets.* According to some legends, the sapphire gives its owner
the power to divine the future and protects him or her against
poisons, envy, and evil spirits. It is reputed to be one of the
stones most favored by witches and necromancers because of
its many supernatural powers. The well-known writer Sir
Richard Francis Burton possessed a large star sapphire or as-
teria, as the stone is also known. Sir Richard took it with him
wherever he went. He liked to think of it as his “guiding star.”
This type of stone was known as a siegstein, or victory stone,
‘among the Germans. So potent is the power of the star sap-
phire that it is said to continue to exercise its beneficent influ-
ence over a person long after he or she no longer owns it.

Sard. This stone was believed to be a protection against incantations
and sorcery and to render its owner fearless and victorious in
all battles. It was also believed to assist women in childbirth.

Sardonyx. One of the stones assigned by tradition to the zodiac sign
of Leo, the sardonyx is said to bring love, success and felicity
to the natives of that sign. To all others it protects against evil
spells. It is also believed to prevent miscarriages.

Staurolite. This unusual mineral, also known as fairy stone or cross
stone, is shaped naturally in the form of a cross. It is used to
protect children from black magic, and is usually worn in little

- bags around the neck or carried around in a pocket. This is a
very popular amulet, around which many beautiful legends
have been interwoven. One of the legends claims the cross is
formed of fairy tears shed by these spirits upon hearing of
Christ’s suffering on the cross. President Teddy Roosevelt is
said to have carried one of these natural crosses mounted on
his watch as a good-luck charm.

Topaz. Another stone attributed to the sun, and very Valued as a
guardian against all forms of evil. It was commonly worn
strung on the hair of an ass and worn on the left arm. -

Turquoise. Also known as the “Turkish” stone, the turquoise is
highly valued in Asia and Africa for its alleged therapeutic
properties. The Arabs know it as Fayruz or “lucky stone.” It is

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mounted on rings, necklaces, earrings and head ornaments,
and itis said to protect its owner from poison, eye disease, and
snake bites. Some people use it as a protectien against the evil
eye. The Aztecs also used the turquoise as a powerful amulet
against evil. It is still popularly used in Mexico as a good-luck
amulet. :

Staurolite crystals are naturally shaped like crosses. They are also known as fairy
stones because according to tradition they are the tears shed by fairies upon hear-
ing of Jesus’ suffering on the cross.

ORGANIC SUBSTANCES AS AMULETS

There are some substances in nature which are neither of a
vegetable or of an animal nature, but which are the result of a com-
plicated natural process of elimination. For example, sometimes
wood becomes fossilized and is transformed into wood-opal, which
very much resembles the precious stone that bears that name. Ex-
tinct vegetation is often transformed into coal, but under certain cir-
cumstances it produces a very valuable substance we know as Jet,
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which is formed from the wood of cone-bearing plants. The follow-
ing is a list of some of nature’s refuse which is happily scavenged by
people to use both as ornaments and as amulets.

Jet. Itis used for healing purposes, especially against epilepsy, head-
aches and tumors. It is also said to be a powerful protection
against the evil eye. Beads of jet with bits of coral set on tiny
gold bracelets are worn by many Latin American children to
protect them against the evil eye. Rosaries and crucifixes are
also made of jet for protection purposes. One of the most pre-
cious heirlooms in my family is a cross carved out of a single
piece of jet, which is supposed to be over 300 years old: There
are innumerable legends attached to it, and it is believed to
possess great healing powers.

Amber ornaments. (1) Perforated amulet from an Assyrian grave. (2) Ring from
Pompeii. (3) Large amber bead with a hole in its center from the Aztec ruins in
Mexico. (4) Amber wedding necklace from the Baltic provinces, 18th century. (5)
and (6) amber beads worn by African natives for amuletic purposes.

Amber. A fossilized resin that ranks as a semi-precious stone, amber
is one of the most magical of all amulets. It is one of the stones
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Witchcraft. The other stone used is jet. Amber is used both in-
ternally and externally for healing purposes. Externally it is
used in amuletic form to bring good luck and to protect
against evil spirits. It is one of the stones attributed to the sun
and it is believed to have electrical properties. The Greeks and
the Romans favored it so much that Pliny used to complain
that an amber figurine cost more than a slave.

Coral. This precious substance is in fact the skeletal matter of certain
sea creatures distantly related to jelly-fish and sea anemones.
Coral is highly valued for its alleged magical properties. Itis
said to protect against the evil eye and to prevent almost- any
disease. It also protects against sterility. '

Ambergris. A very valuable substance in the perfume industry, am-
bergris is thrown up by the intestines of the sperm whale. It is
light grey in color and has a very strong odor. It has the un-
usual quality of bringing out other scents when it is mixed in
with several fragrances. For this reason it is very important in
the making of perfumes. It is also very popular in love spells
and is often used as a fertility amulet and to ensure the dura-
tion of a marriage.

Bezoar. Many animals and even some birds develop stones in all
parts of the body, particularly in hollow organs. These stones
are somewhat similar to human calculi, are known as bezoars.

~ They are particularly common in goats and horses, and are be-
lieved to protect against poisons. Pope Innocent XI is said to
have collected a large number of rings, both in gold and in sil-
ver, which had been set with bezoar stones.

Tvory. This is the material of which teeth are made and is obtained in
large quantities from the remains of huge mammals with
tusks, such as the elephant, the walrus, the hippopotamus and
the mammoth. Ivory is considered precious in many coun-
tries, particularly in India and China. Itis said to prolong life.

Pearl. This very precious stone is formed by introducing an irritant,
such as a grain of sand, into a mollusk. The mollusk (usually a
pearl oyster or pearl mussel) starts to secrete a calcareous sub-
stance that envelops the grain of sand in a concentric fashion
until a pearl has been formed. Because it is formed through an

organic defect of the mollusk’s body, the pearl is considered a
symbol of tears and sorrow. Brides are warned against wear-
ing pearls on their wedding day, although some of its defend-
ers claim the pearl is the best symbol of purity, and as such, of
good luck to a bride. Another tradition claims the pearl is a
symbol of Jesus and of salvation. The archangel Gabriel is said
to protect all those who wear or carry a pearl. The Virgin Mary
- is said to be represented by mother of pearl. This substance is
also believed to have magical properties and has always been
ascribed to moon goddesses. It is said to-have great healing
properties and to guard against evil.
Tortoise Shell. Cups made out of this shell are believed to prevent
poisoning, and combs and brushes made of it are said to make
hair grow strong and abundant.

Certain salts and chemical substances such as rock salt, saltpe-
ter, and sulphur are sometimes used for amuletic purposes, but al-
ways in conjunction with other substances. Their purpose is mostly
to cleanse and purify during rituals. Table salt (contrary to popular
belief) is a powerful deterrent of evil and is always used in purifica-
tion rituals, such as the main ceremony of witchcraft. Saltpeter is
used with incenses to provide some sparkle to magic rituals. Sul-
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phur (or brimstone as it is sometimes called) is used with asafoetida

to dispel evil.

ANIMAL AMULETS

Animal symbols have long
been used as amulets. Parts of
animals (such as horns, claws,
and fangs) are sometimes
highly prized for their magical
properties. The following is a
list of the best known animal
amulets.

Cat. Although superstition has
branded the black cat as a
forerunner of disaster, it is
considered to be the pos-
sessor of great magical
powers. In fact, all cats are
believed to be lucky

- omens, but theblack catin
particular. To the ancient
Egyptians the cat was as-
sociated with the goddess
Baster, who ruled over the
beneficent powers of the
sun. The black cat is said
to dispel evil and to make
wishes come true. If salt is
rubbed on the back of a
black cat at midnight,
riches will soon be forth-
coming, according to an
old tradition. Images of
black cats worn as
brooches are said to bring

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good luck. The cat is an attribute of the signs of Capricorn and
Pisces.

Crab Claws. This amulet is worn as a love amul’et and to promote fer-
tility. It is an attribute of the sign of Cancer.

Dove. The traditional symbol of peace, it is a powerful religious sign,
symbolizing the Holy Spirit.

Bulldog. A traditional symbol of strength, the bulldog is a very
popular mascot in baseball, football, or any other type of team
sport. Team players are notoriously superstitious and most of
them boast of an object that they carry around for good-luck
purposes. Baseball players, for instance, have been known to
carry wads of chewing gum attached to their caps to help their
hitting averages. Many baseball players wear chains around
their necks with several religious or good-luck symbols to
help them during the game.

Bear. Traditionally attributed to Diana, (the Roman goddess of the
moon) using the bear image or its claws is said to help a
woman during childbirth.

Bee. This is another symbol of Diana, which is said to bring plenty
and fertility.

The bee was used as a symbol of royalty by Charlemagne and some scholars be-
lieve that the fleur-de-lys, the French symbol of royalty, was derived from a bee
instead of a flower. The bee is a feminine symbol sacred to Venus. It represents wis-
dom, happiness and prosperity.

Butterfly. It is a symbol of the soul and is worn as an amulet to ensure
longevity and eternal life.

Deer. The horns of deer are fertility symbols and are also used as
love amulets. The hooves of deer are popular symbols of suc-
cess and business acumen. They are sometimes used as sex
amulets. Powdered deer horn is considered by some to be an
aphrodisiac and is very popular in love spells.

Dolphin. This amulet was first adopted by Ulysses, hero of the Odys-
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sey, as a symbol of love, devotion and hard work. It is also a
symbol of the sea and is said to avert shipwrecks.

Dragon. To the Chinese it is a symbol of the powers of waters. It is
also a symbol of life and is worn to ensure a happy life, love,
and fertility.

Feather. The feather was a very popular symbol with the Egyptians.
A gold feather was often worn to bring prosperity in business.
Feathers were believed to represent the gods Ra and Thoth,
one of which was a symbol of wealth, and the other a symbol
of the mind. : ’

Egg. This has always been a traditional symbol of love and fertility.
The custom of giving painted eggs during Easter commetmo-
rates the resurrection of Jesus. From here stems the egg’s life-
giving symbolism. Many farmers deposit eggs among their
crops to see a plentiful harvest.

Elk’s Tooth. Commonly used as a good-luck amulet for swiftness
and virility.-

Fish. Worn as an amulet, it is said to give its wearer fertility and pros-
perity. It is usually made of gold or mother of pearl. It is espe-
cially favorable for people born under the sign of Pisces.

Fox Tail. Best known as an ornament for boy’s bicycles, fox tails are
symbols of cunning, swiftness, and general prosperity.
Grasshopper. Usually made of tin or alloy, and enameled in green,
. the grasshopper is said to bring riches to its wearer. It is also

believed to be of good luck to farmers and to bring them plen-
tiful harvests.

Horn. Very popular in Italy as a powerful protection against the evil
eye. The horn is usually worn on a chain around the neck by
men as a symbol of virility and sexual magnetism.

Horn of Plenty. Also known as cornucopia, this is a traditional sym-

‘bol of riches and prosperity.

Horseshoe. One of the most famous symbols of good-luck, the horse-
shoe must be nailed, horns uppermost, over door sills to en-
sure protection from evil and general success. Miniature
horseshoes are also used as gold charms in women’s bracelets,
in key chains, and in red flannel bags for protection against
evil.

Lamb. A symbol of peace and of fertility. It is of great religious sig-
nificance among the Christians, for whom it is a representa-
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tion of the body of Jesus.

Lion. An attribute of the sun, the lion as an
amulet is worn to attract good
health, riches and success. Itisalsoa
symbol of strength and valor. En-
graved on a garnet, it is said to bring
honors and wealth to the wearer,
and to protect him or her while trav-
eling. Itis an attnbute of the sign of
Leo.

Owl. As an amulet it should be made of
gold, silver or copper and worn by
those who are interested in learning
and education. It is an attribute of

Ladybird. A symbol of good luck, it is supposed to bring wealth and
success to its wearer. Particularly good for those born under
the signs of Taurus and Leo.

Rabbit’s Foot. A traditional symbol of fert111ty, it is also said to bring
general good luck and happiness to its wearer.

Rattlesnake. All snakes are symbols of wisdom and sexuality. One of
the first American flags showed a rattlesnake coiled around
itself with the legend underneath reading, “Don’t Tread on
Me.” This warning implied that although the snake would
strike when treaded upon, it would not strike first if left un-
molested. This left potential enemies with the impression of a
dangerous yet noble opponent, the exact impression the flag
was intended to give. The snake is one of the most ancient of
occult symbols. With its tail in its mouth, it is a symbol of eter- :
nity

Scarab. The most famous of all Egyptian amulets, the scarab is still
worn today as a symbol of eternal life and as protection
against evil.

Scorpion. Mostly worn by people born under the 51gn of Scorpio, the
symbol of the scorpion is said to protect against enemies and
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against all forms of evil. 7

Spider. This symbol is supposed to bring general good-luck and
wealth and to protect against enemies. Some people feel itis a
lucky omen to find a small spider inside a house, and to let it
walk over their hands. Spiders are generally associated with
the planet Mercury.

Swallow. This amulet is said to be very lucky, especially if made of
silver. Some people encourage swallows to build nests on the
roofs of their houses in order to profit from their alleged magi-
cal powers. '

Unicorn. A traditional symbol of fertility and sexuality, the unicorn
is worn by those who desire to increase their sexual magnet-
ism. It is commonly made of silver or white enamel.

Wishbone. One of the most famous amulets, wishbones are said to
make their wearers” dreams come true. They are most lucky
when made of gold.

Heart. A symbol of love and friendship, hearts are worn to bring love
to their owners. They are particularly lucky when made of
precious or semi-precious red stones, such as rubies, garnets
or carnelians. They are sometimes made of gold and enam-
eled in red. '

Caduceus. One of Mercury’s sacred symbols, its twin snakes are said
to bring good luck to business persons and writers. Physicians

- are also traditionally associated with this symbol.

Phallus. Most powerful against the evil eye, it is also often worn to
increase a man'’s virility.

Peacock. One of the symbols of the goddess Isis, it is said to give im-
mortality to its wearer. Peacock feathers however, are be-
lieved to bring bad luck to unmarried women.

Ram. Another mascot of football teams, the ram as an amulet is said
to promote fertility.
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B The Human Touch

HUMAN AMULETS, LIKE THOSE MADE OF FOSSILIZED MATERIALS OR
natural wastes, are mostly made of refuse matter or expendable
parts of the human body. Hair, teeth, and nails are examples of hu-
man substances which have been used as amulets throughout the
centuries.

Locks of hair have been carried around in lockets by people all
over the world.The hair belongs sometimes to a son, daughter, or
parent; and sometimes to a wife, husband, or lover. The locket is
often worn for purely sentimental reasons, but sometimes the inten-
tion is to ensure the perpetuation of the love bonds between the for-
mer owner of the hair and the one carrying the lock of hair in the
locket.

The laws of sympathetic magic are very important in the
preparation of amulets. One of these laws, the law of contagious
magic, says that a substance that has been in contact with a person
will remain in contact with that person, long after their separation.
According to this law, when we own a lock of somebody’s hair and
keep it with us constantly, we are maintaining a vicarious contact
with that person across time and distance. It is even possible to in-
fluence people through their hair, and force them to do our will.
~ This, of course, depends on who possesses the strongest will and the
greatest magical know-how. Teeth, nail clippings, and articles of
clothing can be used for the same purposes.

In many primitive societies, the nail clippings and the hair of
highly admired people are carried by pregnant women in the hope
that the child to be born will inherit these admirable traits. The nail
clippings or the hair of children are also attached to the tools of
skilled craftsmen to ensure that the children will develop special
skills. These practices and similar ones are common among many
cultures, such as that of the African, the Australian, the European,
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and the American Indian.

The belief that people’s strength and will power is embodied in
their hair is also a common belief among different cultures. The jail-
ers of some African tribes used to cut off a lock of hair of a prisoner
and then place him in an unguarded cell. The prisoner, fearing his
life would be destroyed by means of his hair if he tried to escape, did
not dare to run away.

So deeply ingrained is the belief in the power of hair that many
people take the most painstaking care to ensure that their hair or
that of their children does not fall into the hands of an enemy. This
superstition is not confined only to primitive societies, but extends
as well to well-educated individuals. People have hidden hair in
churches, buried it in the ground, burned it, and set it on banana
leaves to float down a river. All this is done in order to protect the
owner of the hair from the powers of magic.

Perhaps the most famous instance of the destruction of some-
one by means of his hair is the well-known Biblical story of Samson
and Delilah. According to the Book of Judges, God bestowed upon
Samson the gift of being all-powerful and invincible in battle as long
as he did not cut his hair. The moment he allowed a “razor to come
upon his head,” he would lose all his powers and become weak and
helpless. :

All went well for a long time, and Samson’s fame grew as a
mighty warrior, awesome and undefeatable. He fought primarily
against the Philistines, whom he blamed for the loss of his wife. But
although Samson hated the Philistine men, and destroyed them at
every opportunity, he loved Philistine women. Like his wife, Deli-

lah was also a Philistine. Commissioned by the lords of the Philis--

tines to discover the source of Samson'’s strength, Delilah wove her
charms around Samson until he revealed to her that his strength
was in his hair. She immediately betrayed his secret to the Philis-
tines, who waited until Samson was asleep in Delilah’s arms and cut
seven locks of his hair. This rendered Samson helpless and allowed
the Philistines to take him prisoner, and later on, to gouge out his
eyes. '

The story of Samson and Delilah tells us that the belief in the
power of hair dates from Biblical and maybe from pre-Biblical
times. It also tells us that according to the Bible, the magical power
of hair is God-given. The fact that the mystic number seven was
used by the Philistines to reinforce the magical strength of the hair,
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exemplified by the seven locks, underlines the supernatural ele-
ment in the story. This is one of the many examples of magical prac-
tices told in the Bible. - ‘

Like hair and nails, teeth are also popular as amulets and as in-
gredients in magic spells. The teeth of ancestors are often worn for
protective purposes in some primitive cultures. In Australia, a tooth
is commonly knocked out during puberty initiations. The tooth is
carefully safeguarded by its owner, as it is believed that whatever
happens to the tooth will happen to him also. This ancient custom
finds a faint echo in the well-known belief in the “good tooth fairy.”
Even in our modern times, parents often exhort their young chil-
dren to leave their discarded teeth under their pillows. The tooth
_ fairy is said to come in the middle of the night and exchange the
teeth for shiny silver coins. So popular is this belief that Avon (the
well-known cosmetics firm) once designed a special container for
these fairy teeth to be used by little girls. The fact that it is usually a
parent who plays the part of the tooth fairy does not seem to detract
from this charming traditional custom.

It is interesting to note that human substances (such as teeth or
hair) which are used as amulets are mostly residues, no longer of
any use to the body. These residues were never absolutely necessary
for the survival of the organism. Like body excrements, they were
rejected or marked obsolete by the biological computer which is the
human body. Strangely enough, these human wastes are traditional
symbols of power.

Feces and urine are used by some animals to indicate the
boundaries of their territories and to act as deterrents to other ani-
mals, who recognize in the scent both a mark of authority and a
warning against trespassers.

Human beings sometimes use their own excrements to de-
velop symbols of power over others. In magic, not only the feces and
the urine of a person are used to overcome others, but also saliva,
sweat, and menstrual blood. In fact, anything that is rejected by the
body or which the body does not need for survival is treated by the
knowledgeable magician as surplus power fuel. For example, a
well-known controlling spell calls for the name of the victim to be
written on a piece of white paper and then is placed in a wide-
necked bottle. Since the magician has already spat and urinated in
that bottle, this is said to place the victim under the magician’s con-
trol. In love magic, hamburger patties which have been mixed with
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sweat and menstrual blood before cookmg are supposed to over-
come the most reluctant lover.

Most commonly, these spells are made-in total secrecy and
without the victim ever suspecting what is going on, but sometimes
a magician may chose to let a victim know he is the target of a spell.
Naturally only a person with superb self-assurance and contempt
for consequences will dare let a victim know of his intentions. Alis-
tair Crowley, the famed English magician, was such a person. The
“enfant terrible” of modern magic, Crowley conducted the most ap-
palling rites with total aplomb and studied insolence. One of his fa-
vorite tricks was to invite himself to the house of an enemy. or de-
tractor and then defecate in the middle of the drawing room. This
was both his way of showing his contempt for his host and his total
control of the situation. The person thus treated, perhaps because of
shock, seldom gave Crowley any further troubles.

Other bodily wastes, such as the human afterbirth and the um-
bilical cord, are very popular as amulets. Both of these are believed
to be connected with the soul of the child to which they belong. The
afterbirth, particularly, has always been considered a good luck
amulet. Sailors have traditionally carried an afterbirth to sea to pre-
vent shipwreck and all sorts of evil. In the late nineteenth century,
English sailors were still practicing this ancient custom.

Both the afterbirth and the umbilical cord are said to influence
the fate of a child. Whatever happens to one of these objects will also
happen to their owners. In many primitive societies, the afterbirth
or umbilical cord of a boy is sometimes buried in a battle field to en-
sure he will grow up to be a fierce warrior. Other times it is left in-
side a lion’s den so that he grows up as courageous as a lion, or
placed inside a bag with a few coins so that he will grow up to be
rich. A girl’s afterbirth or umbilical cord are placed in a kitchen so
that she will become a good cook, or in a seamstress shop so she will
be a good seamstress, or near an anthill so she will be as industrious
as the ants. In Europe today, many women are careful to place their
children’s umbilical cords in locations directly connected with the
profession or trade they would like their children to follow. For ex-
ample, hospital grounds are favored by mothers who wish their
children to become doctors or nurses. Schools are believed to engen-
der new teachers, and the insides of books are said to encourage the
development of young philosophers, writers and intellectuals.
These same beliefs are practiced extensively in Latin America.
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REPRESENTATIVE AMULETS

Amulets that imitate the form of a living thing or organ are rep-
resentative amulets. Among, these are human hearts, eyes, and hands.
The eye and hand amulets are usually worn as protections against
the evil eye. Amulets in the shape of a heart are used to attract love
and friendship. The heart as a symbol of love is well-exemplified in
the traditional custom of sending heart-shaped cards to loved ones
on Saint Valentine’s Day. These cards, known as “valentines” in the
saint’s honor, are probably a survival from a pagan love festival
celebrated in ancient times around February fourteenth. Saint Val-
entine himself was a Roman martyr priest who died about A.D. 270.
Tt is unknown how the love festival became associated with him, but
it could be loosely connected with Candlemas, a fire festival ob-
served by Witches and Pagans on February second as one of their
sabbats. Fire is the element most closely associated with love in
magic. The astrological sign of Leo, a fire sign, is traditionally associ-
ated with love and pleasure. All of this lends credence to the idea
that St. Valentine’s Day and Candlemas may be part of the same pa-
gan festival.

Other representative amulets used for good luck and protec-
tion are skulls and skeletons. In countries like Mexico the day of the
dead, celebrated on November first, is a big holiday. Skulls and
skeletons are made of pastries and marzipan, and eaten for good
Juck and to ensure a long life. The Italians also make skeleton bones
out of pastry around the same period. In Mexico, skeletons made of
papier maché are often sculpted into musicians, each one playing a
different musical instrument. The skeletons are given women'’s
names and are highly valued as gifts. They are believed to represent
the angel of death assigned to the person to whom the skeleton is
presented. This allows the owner of the skeleton to pray to his “own
death” and to call it by its proper name.

Death is believed to be a very powerful saint who will grant
wishes if propitiated in the right manner. There is a very popular
prayer directed to death where it is asked to awaken love between
two people. This prayer is generally used in conjunction with
another prayer to the angel of love. One of my friends, a well-known
Cuban poet who also works with the United Nations in Vienna,
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A marzipan skull from Mexico, where the spirit of Death is worshipped and

prayed to like a saint. Thousands of these skulls and skeletons are sold in Mexico
around Halloween.

brought back “her” death from Mexico during one of her trips to the
Aztec capital. The name of this particular skeleton is Sylvia and she
is standing saucily on a small pedestal, while strumming an over-
sized harp. Sylvia accompanies my friend wherever she goes and is
said to be a great source of joy and inspiration.

Hunchbacks are also very popular representative amulets.
They are commonly worn as gold and silver charms in womens’
bracelets and are said to protect from evil and to bring general pros-
perity to the wearer.

Cameos can also be considered representative amulets. They
are usually engraved in relief on a stone or gem. Coral and ivory are
among the most popular materials used to engrave cameos. Jet,
mother of pearl], and rock crystal are also commonly used for this
purpose. Cameos made out of coral are considered to be particularly
lucky amulets. The word cameo is said to originate from the term
Kame'a, a magic square used for talismanic purposes. '

Another type of representative amulet concerns itself with hu-
man endeavors. Keys, knots, and lucky pennies are all included in

this group. Their shape is a clear indication of the influence they are

believed to manifest. For example, a key is worn as an amulet 86 that
it will open all the doors of opportunity to its wearer. Knots are
worn to invite unions, usually between lovers. Lucky pennies are
carried around for money and good luck. Sometimes bracelets
made entirely of coins are worn for the same purpose. Bells and tas-
sels are worn so that the sound and the movement they make will
frighten away evil spirits. Anchors are associated with the sea and
are said to bring stability to their owners. Arrowheads are worn as
protections against enemies. Axes are used for the same purpose.
Both these symbols are said to work best if worn on chains around
the neck.

The four suits of the modern playing cards are also said to pos-
sess magical properties. Hearts are worn for love, diamonds for
money, and clubs for business. Spades, which are symbols of sorrow
and strife, are not commonly worn as amulets.

So popular are amulets in our modern society that even chil-
dren’s cereals have not been able to escape from their influence. One
of the most popular breakfast cereals in the American market is
made of bits of sugar and marshmallow in the shape of crescents,
pentagrams, four-leaf clovers, hearts, diamonds, clubs, bells,
crosses and wishbones. These tiny amulets in appropriate lucky col-
ors are sponsored by a green-clad leprechaun. :
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VOODOO VEVES

A veveisaritual diagram drawn on the floor around the center
pole of the voodoo temple or um’phor with ashes, wheat flour, coffee
grounds, brick dust or corn meal. Wheat flour is the basis of most
veves because voodoo practitioners believe that wheat is the ideal
food and the spiritual agent between worlds. On the other hand,
corn is also considered a powerful basis for the veve because it sym-
bolizes the pregnancy of the Virgin Mary, as well as Venus impreg-
nated by Mars. : -

According to the voodoo tradition, a veve is a condénser of as-
tral forces. It is used to attract planetary powers to which it is linked
by a geometrical occult chain. This chain is said to be the source of
writing and language.

A veve is one of the many geometrical attributes of the loas or
spiritual forces invoked during the voodoo ceremony. When it is
drawn on the floor of the um’phor, it is said to establish an immedi-
ate contact with the spirit or loa it represents, and to act as a bridge
between the astral and the physical worlds. The loa is able to make
the transition from the spiritual to the physical world by using the
veve as its point of contact. _

Only the high priest (houn’gan) or high priestess (mambo) of
voodoo can construct a veve. Without the offices of the houn’gan or
mambo the veve is powerless. The houn’gan or mambo are needed
in the drawing of the veve because it is the power of their faith,
strengthened by their ritualistic know-how, that creates the “soul”
of the veve. In other words, the veve is concentrated power directed
through a special channel, which is the loa symbolized by the dia-
gram. This power is then earthed when the loa (using the veve as a
bridge) takes possession of one of the followers present at the ritual.
When the possession takes place, the houn’gan or the mambo is able
to attain the material realization of his or her will through the astral
channel of the veve.

Voodooists recognize in the veves cosmo-planetary patterns
which agree in principle with Kabbalistic and Hindu cosmic ideolo-
gies. Each veve is seen as a sign which represents some of the

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characteristics and attributes of one of the traditional planetary
forces. In this sense, a veve can be compared to the Hindu mandala,
which, like the veve, represents an astronomical synthesis of crea-
tion. It can also be compared to Kabbalistic planetary pentacles or
seals, which are also representations of cosmic planetary forces.
These planetary forces or spirits are known in voodoo as loas of
Mystéres and are worshipped as the various gods or deities of the
voodoo religion.

The veve, therefore, is said to exercise a planetary influence on
the voodoo ceremony and on those present during the ritual. When
energized by the high priest or priestess, the design is believed to
possess a soul. The veve then becomes not only a geometric repre-
sentation of a specific loa, but the loa itself. The soul of the veve is
usually conferred on it ritualistically by pouring water over it. The
water must be prepared by presenting it to the four cardinal points
with a lighted candle. The water and the fire represent the loa
known as Erzulie, which is the reflection of the sun as cosmic sex in
the voodoo tradition. ,

The strength of the veve soul is inextricably bound to the sacri-
ficial nourishment it receives during the ritual. This nourishment
usually consists of the preferred foods, flavors, and drinks of the loa
invoked by the veve. The food and drink act as materialization of
cosmic energies, which are then used by the loa to effect its physical
manifestation during the ritual.

The loas or planetary forces are said to respond to the sum-
mons of the houn’gan or mambo because of a pact or covenant that
was made in the dim past between the priestly ancestors of voodoo
and the same planetary forces. Since the ancestral souls are inde-
structible, they continue their spiritual evolution by associating
with the planets and the ritual possessions that take place during the
voodoo ceremonies.

The voodoo veve is the central point of the voodoo ceremony.
Only through the veve can the loa be invoked and materialize dur-
ing the ritual. Sometimes part of the material used to draw the veve
is eaten by the initiated in order to gather some of the powers of the
loa. Each loa has several aspects and several veves for each aspect.
The veve used represents that aspect of the loa that is desired by the
houn’gan or mambo to realize his particular needs (or those of a fol-
lower) at the time of the ritual.

Traditionally, hex signs are said to be the remnants of ancient
Mesopotamian sun cults. They are most often found in the area
known as the Pennsylvania Dutch Country in the Eastern part of the
United States, but they are by no means restricted to this geographi-
cal location. Hex signs are found in other parts of the United States,
as well as in many parts of Europe. Many of the colorful symbols
found in furniture pieces and architectural designs of Scandinavia,
the Austrian Tyrol, and Bavarian Germany are distinctly hex-like in

Ahex sién commonly found on Pennsylvania Dutch barns. Circles, flowers, tulips,
stars and suns are the most typical symbols used. This sign is composed of a circle
divided into twelve sections with a sun at its center. The twelve sections represent
the twelve months of the year and the hex sign is used to insure protection and
good luck—symbolized by the sun—throughout the entire year.

The use of the star—whether with four, five, six, eight or more points—is very

old and linked with the worship of the sun. It is also said to be a symbol of fertility
and as such is much valued by Pennsylvania Dutch farmers who often use it on
the barns where cattle are kept.
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form. Some of these, such as hearts, tulips, and scalloped borders,
are among the best known ingredients of the traditional hex signs.
And indeed, the entire science of hexology or hexography is be-
lieved to have evolved largely in Germany and Northern Europe.
The term hex itself is derived from the German word Hexen which

means “to use witchcraft.”

Hex signs are used for
many reasons. They are
used to protect a person or
property from black magic
and the evil eye. Hex de-
signs are drawn on barn
walls to protect the animals
inside it against fire and the
evil machinations of ene-
mies. They are painted on

furniture and utensils and

are used as prayers, written
in the symbolical language
of the mind.

Because
each symbol means the same thing to each human unconscious, a
hex sign willwork just as powerfully for one person as it will work
for another, regardless of their ethnic or socio-economic back-
grounds.

Lee R. Gandee is a well-known American hexenmeister. His
book, A Strange Experience, is required reading for anyone seriously
interested in the ancient art of the hex sign.*
I would like to include here an excerpt from a letter I once re-
ceived from Mr. Gandee, where he discourses at length on the sub-
ject of Hexerei:

If one had the erudition, the research materials, the

time, and the patience, he could write a treatise on
Hexerei and Braucherei—I am really more of a Braucher
(herbalist) than a Hexenmeister—showing that they are
the surviving elements of the system of religious magic
which was practiced in prehistoric times by whatever
people gave rise to those groups which speak Indo-
European languages, wherever they may be. It is the
magic of the Caucasian race, just as Voodoo is of the
Black race and Huna of the Polynesians. A Pennsylva-
nia Dutch Hex Sign has its counterpart in the East In-
dian mandalas, and the Gundestrop Cauldron from a
bog in Denmark, dating from a few hundred years B.C.,
has Hex signs in some panels, along with elephants in
others. That late, there was some cultural contact be-
tween the Indo-Iranian and European descendants of
the ancestral group. The Cauldron has a Pennsylvania
Dutch design of tulips, considered to be of “Eastern
Celtic” craftsmanship, probably made in the Black Sea
area, and there is a hint that other groups besides Indo-
Europeans were influenced, for there are Jewish Coffins
with the same Hex sign, dating before the Christian era,
and used to assure the protection of the dead from evil
or from the molestation of their graves. I know two
early 19th century tombstones here with this sign
carved in them, over 2,000 years later, by Lutherans.

Moreover, in Spain, the Celt-Iberians had the identical

art traditions reflected by the Gundestrop Cauldron

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and Pennsylvania Dutch folk art, which in germany de-
rived from the traditions of the Hallstadt culture, so
Catelans, Austrians, Danes, Germans, Frish, Iranians
and East Indians or whatever, the original “Old Relig-
ion” gaverise to the symbols and earth symbols. The In-
dians in America had a very similar religion, but they
told of a White God, Quetzalcoatl, who taught them
their religion. His symbol was the cross, but the cross
was a key symbol in Hexerei long before the crucifixion, -
only ours is a Greek Cross symbolizing the four direc- -
tions (among other things).

A Braucher is likely to be a herb doctor and use*
herbal magic (Where would I be without vervain!). It
was one of the twelve herbs of the Sacred Cauldron, and
is the love ingredient of any Hex portion. It was brought
here from Switzerland, and grows for miles along the
river.Welsh used its square stems for drawing lots, and I
wonder what people in Puerto Rico use it for.

This is the end of the quotation from Lee Gandee’s letter, but I
would like to add here that the Puerto Rican herbalists use vervain
in the same way the Brauchers do: that s, for love potions, for cleans-
ing baths and for all sorts of curing remedies.

SAND PAINTING

The sand painting practiced by the Navaho Indians of the
Southwestern part of the United States is also drawn on the floor like
the voodoo veve. It is interesting to note that the earth-covered
dwelling where the painting is made is called a Hougan which is
similar to hOun’gan, the name of the high priest of voodoo.

Sand painting is an important part of a magical ceremony usu-
ally performed for healing purposes. The medicine man places his
patient directly upon the painting and/or rubs the patient with
sand from the drawing.

Before starting to work on the sand painting, the Navaho medi-
cine man undergoes a lengthy ritualistic cleansing. This renders him
worthy of establishing contact with the cosmic forces of the universe
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which he then depicts from memory in his sand paintings. Each of
these magical drawings is carefully destroyed after the ceremony
because their power can only be used once. - - _

The colored sands used in the paintings are made by the Indi-
ans. They grind stones from nearby cliffs. The main colors of the
drawings are black and white. Black and white represent the dual
nature of God, the male and the female, and the union of all

opposites, thus providing a pictorial representation of sex on a cos-
mic level. Black and white are also the colors of the “Rainbow
Guardian,” who is believed to unite heaven and earth. Other popu-
lar colors in sand painting are red and yellow which are natural rep-
resentations of the solar and life energies. :

A common sand painting depicts Father Sky and Mother
Earth,which according to Navaho mythology were the first beings
created by the Great Spirit. Its intended symbology is that every-
thing is conceived first in thought-forms (the sky) by the Great Spirit
(God) and then brought into physical manifestation (the Earth).
This highly sophisticated magical concept is the mainstream of all
the esoteric schools, both ancient and modern. Its presence in the
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A Navaho curing ceremony. (a) The
shaman or priest makes the sand
painting on the floor of the hougan.
(b) He then proceeds to project some
of his powers onto the painting by
means of a magic chant accompanied
by the shaking of his right hand.Wait-
ing patiently on the side is his patient,
a small baby held in his mother’s
arms. (c)After the chant is over, the
mother sits within the protective cir-
cle surrounding the sand painting,
and waits for the visual prayer sym-
bolized by the diagram to heal her
child.Theritual is repeated forseveral
days. After the painting has been used
it is always destroyed.
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Navaho tradition again emphasizes the umversahty of mind sym-
bology.

Sand painting is used by the Navahos, notjust for healing pur-
poses, but also to learn the structure of their own souls. A painting is
often used as a meditation symbol, a form of mandala which reveals
to the conscious mind many of the secrets of the cosmos or of the
deep unconscious. The sand painting Father Sky and Mother Earth,
for example, are sometimes used to educate children. Because the
Navahos do not believe in the physical punishment of children, the
painting is used to remind a child that his naughty behavior offends
the Great Spirit. Left alone with the painting, the child endeavors to
receive a message from the Great Sprit by concentrating on the col-
ors and the designs.

THE HINDU KOLEM

Like voodoo veves and sand paintings, Hindu kolems are
magical designs made on the floor. The symbols are made of rice
flour and are drawn at the entrances of homes and inside shrines.
They are treated as altars which attract the plahetary influences em-
bodied in the various Hindu deities.

The similarity between kolems and veves is quite marked.
They are drawn in flour, they are essentially geometrical in form,
and they are drawn on the floor to attract spiritual forces. There are
64 kolem motifs, and all of them have astrological significances.
Each angle of each part of the kolem symbolizes one degree of the
power of the planets and their influence on man.

The kolems are used by believers to distinguish between good
and evil, and to tap the cosmic powers of the gods. They can be used
for meditation purposes in order to discover the hidden links be-
tween God and humans. Each design acts as a key to the human un-
conscious. The kolem designs are as universal in their meanings as
the magical designs used in veves, hex signs, and sand paintings.
Thus a snake means sex or wisdom; fish, fertility and riches; and a
cross symbolizes divinity and balance. When kolem designs include
triangles, the triangles follow the symbology of the Star of David; a
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triangle pointing up represents masculinity; a triangle pointing
down, femininity. Kolems may not be drawn when grieving for the
dead. T

TIBETAN AMULETS

In the preparation of Tibetan charms and amulets, magical de-
signs alternate with sanskrit spells and incantations. These amulets
are engraved directly on woodblocks which are then manually
dipped in ink and then pressed on cloth or handmade paper to print
the amulet. This kind of amulet has been made this way since the
introduction of Buddhism in Tibet around the seventh century of
our era. So complex and extensive is the art of amulet making in Ti-
bet, that there are literally thousands of amulets made in monaster-
ies for every possible endeavor known to human kind.

The Tibetan amulet is used in many different ways. It is in-
scribed on walls, ceilings and shrines for protective and invoking
purposes. In this sense, it resembles the hex signs, the veves and the
Hindu kolems. It is worn as an amulet on the body for protection
against evil, rolled into prayer wheels, or eaten as “medicine.” The
very abstract designs, (combinations of figures and geometrical
forms) are used to banish sickness and to create protection during
rites. Among the most important are amulets representing wheels
or mandalas. These mandalas are inscribed with many designs. The
mandala is a psychocosmogram, or visual representation of cosmic
forces. These forces can be invoked through the symbology of the
design. Mandalas are worn as protective amulets and rolled and
tied with colored threads. They are also used as base structures for
altars, as meditation aids, and as protective inscriptions on the walls
and ceilings of shrines.

Sometimes prayer flags are inscribed with magical designs and
flown beside the house. Other times the same designs are printed on
cloth and cast to the winds for good luck. These are considered to be
simple amulets and any layman can prepare them. »

The most complex of the amulets (and the most valuable) have
to be empowered by a lama to be truly effective. The amulets are
usually printed from the appropriate woodblocks and then addi-
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tional information, such as the name of the person who will wear the
amulet, are added by hand. The lama then reads the inscriptions
aloud and charges them with his magical powers. Sometimes, the
amulet is consecrated by throwing a few grains of barley, colored
rice, or saffron water on its surface. It is then bound with colored
threads in a mandala pattern and presented to its owner. Butter
lamps and incense are often burned during the consecration cere-
monies.

Magical diagrams (yantras) are intimately related to magical
formulas (mantras), both in the structure of letters and in the vibra-
tory rate used in their pronunciation. There is also a link between
color, sound, and form. This interconnection between theforcés and
energies expressed in both mantras and yantras is known as tantra.
The mantras used during the consecration of an amulet are actually
the embodiment of the deity invoked. This establishes the impor-
tance of the spoken word in Tibetan magic. It is the manifestation of
cosmic forces subjugated to the will of the magician.

Because the karma, or force of destiny, is affected and some-
times changed by the preparation of an amulet, only a person who
knows how to change karma without unbalancing it should make
an amulet. For this reason, lamas (who are considered to be highly
evolved spiritually) are preferred for the preparation and em-
powerment of amulets. In spite of the power of the lama, an amulet
will be powerless if the owner has no faith in it. The faith placed in
the amulet and the lama’s power both serve to activate the cosmic
forces which are inherent in the design.

There are many examples of magical designs other than the
ones discussed in this chapter. The Chinese and the Japanese use the
symbology of their calligraphy to design protective amulets of great
efficacy. In Poland, paper cuts are traditionally used to protect peo-
ple and their homes from all sorts of evil. The shapes of the paper
cuts vary, but they are mostly based on the Kabbalistic Tree of Life.

All over the world the symbolic language of the mind is used in
myriad ways to tap the infinite source of cosmic power. The magical
symbols used in amulets serve a dual purpose. They act as shields to
repel evil and as magnets to attract the beneficent influence of spiri-
tual forces. This polarity of amulets is another instance of the dual
nature of all things, be they human or divine.
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8 Amulets and the Evil Eye

THE BELIEF IN THE MALIGNANT POWERS OF THE EVIL EYE CROSSES
many cultures and probably dates from prehistoric times. But the
first written accounts of the evil eye are found in the cuneiform in-
scriptions of the Sumerians and the Babylonians which date from
around 3000 B.C. The Sumerian words IG-HUL meant literally “eye
evil.” In one of the cuneiform tablets dating from this period, the
text reads as follows:

The roving Evil Eye hath looked on the neighbor-
hood and hath vanished far away, hath looked on the
vicinity and hath vanished far away, hath looked on the
chamber of the land and hath vanished far away, it hath
looked on the wanderer and like wood cut off for poles
it hath bent his neck.* .
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This is a very common amulet against the evil eye.

The great Sumerian god Ea was constantly at war against the
evil eye, which was often personified in the form of the she-demon
Tiamat. But in most ancient writings, the most common way to de-
pict the evil eye was in the shape of an eye. Many magical works dat-
ing from very early periods in our history also speak of a_“little man
in the eye,” which is of course the reflection a person sees of himself
when he looks into someone’s eyes. This “little man” was believed

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to be very powerful and to be, in many instances, the baleful force
behind the evil eye. In the Egyptian Liturgy of Funerary Offerings, ed-
ited by E.A. Wallis Budge, the priest says to the.dead upon the pres-
entation of one of the many gifts offered to Osiris, “Osiris Unas, the
child which is in the Eye of Horus hath been presented unto thee.”
The Arabs changed this term slightly to translate literally as the
“daughter of the eye,” and a similar phrase is used in Spanish today
to describe the retina of the eye. The Spanish term is la nina del ojo.

The term evil eye is a literal description of the ability to harm liv-
ing things with a glance of the eye. The evil eye is believed to be most
injurious to small children and mothers-to-be, but anyone and any-
thing can be injured by it, including animals and plants. -..

The evil eye is mostly an attribute of human beings; but certain
beasts, reptiles, and even inanimate objects are said to possess the
ability to cause harm by their proximity alone. Frogs, snakes, scorpi-
ons, spiders, and some stones, such as opals and pearls are all be-
lieved to be the carriers of evil vibrations.

As steeped in superstition as the belief in the evil eye is, many
modern scholars think there may be more than the proverbial grain
of truth in this belief. Anthropologists, and especially psychologists,
are beginning to consider the possibility that under certain circum-
stances the human mind may be able to project psychic energies us-
ing the eyes as a focus point. These energies may be of either a posi-
tive or a negative nature but in either case are able to affect the re-
cipient in a very marked way.

The famed third eye of the Hindus, which is beheved to exist in
the middle of the forehead between the physical eyes, is now be-
lieved to have a physical counterpart in the pineal gland. This tiny
appendix of the human brain, though deeply buried within the
brain folds, is located in direct line with the “third eye,” and is be-
lieved to produce the chemical serotonin which is said to control the
various psychic energies of the mind.* If the pineal gland is indeed
the third eye, it is probably responsible for all the negative vibra-
tions usually ascribed to the evil eye.

The Hindu belief in the evil eye probably originates in the terri-
ble and all-powerful third eye of Shiva, the Destroyer, which is said
to be able to destroy the whole universe with one single glance, and
which on one occasion reduced the god Kama to ashes. Hindu

caste marks are drawn in the middle of the forehead to mark the site
of the third eye, as are the tilaka of married women. The Angami
Nagas of Assam protect the spot with a small leaf, in the belief that
other people’s eyes can cause them harm if they look upon their
third eye. :

The most effective amulet against the evil eye has always been,
according to tradition, an image of the eye itself. One of the most fa-
mous eye amulets known is the Egyptian Udjat or Eye of Horus. The
use of the Udjat seems to have been universal among the Egyptians,
perhaps because it symbolized the eye of the Sun-god and thus it
was able to nullify the negative influence of the evil eye. Sometimes
two eyes or Udjati were used instead of one. These were representa-
tions of the eyes of the Sun and the Moon. The Egyptian word for
evil eye was ir-t ban-t and the hieroglyphics depicting itincludes an
eye and a knife. _ ,

Many cultures have adopted the image of an eye, believed tobe
the eye of God, as an amulet against the evil eye. In modern Mexico,
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the Huichol Indians prepare an eye amulet they call Ojo de Dios or
the Eye of God, which is believed to protect people, homes and

. fields against the evil eye. The amulet is prepared of sticks and col-

ored yarns, each color denoting a special type of protection. The
same type of amulet is prepared by the American Indians of the
Southwestern part of the United States.

Porcelain eyes are also worn in pins or in bracelets as deterrents
of the evil eye.These are very popular in Latin America, and are
often used to protect small children against the envy and jealousy of
neighbors and ill-intentioned people.

The belief in the evil eye is also found in the Bible, and both the
New and the Old Testaments warn against its dangers.-Deuter-
onomy 15:9 warns, “Beware that there be not a thought in thy
wicked heart . . . and thine eye be evil against thy poor
brother . . .” While Proverbs 23:6 tells us to “eat not the bread of
him that hath an evil eye, neither crave thou his dainty meats.”

The ancient Hebrews, in spite of severe prohibitions against
magical practices, still managed to employ some of them as protec-
tion. They endeavored to protect their children against the evil eye
by surreptitiously passing them through the smoke of the blessed
Sabbath candles. The Star of David was and still is believed to be a
powerful shield against the evil eye. The fringes and the tassels on
the prayer shawls and the bells attached to the priest’s vestments
were probably amuletic in essence. Fringes and bells have been
used as amulets against evil since ancient times. The Egyptians, the
Babylonians and the Assyrians, all used bells to drive away evil
spirits. It is very possible that the Hebrews, who were deeply influ-
enced by the magic of their neighbors, copied some of their magical
beliefs.*

Hebrew amulets that were used for protectlon, such as the Me-
zuzah, were often encased in tiny cylinders and worn around the
neck. Apparently the idea behind this practice was that since the
amulet could not be seen it did not break the Mosaic law.

Contrary to the Hebrews, the early Christians did not feel
guilty about protecting themselves against the evil eye. Their favor-
ite amulet, the cross, was and is still worn as the most potent safe-
guard against all forms of evil. Salt, holy water, and a piece of the
holy wafer are also commonly used for protective purposes. Relics
of the saints and medals depicting their images are also popular

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amulets among Christians.

In Mark 7:22, 23, Jesus says to his disciples, “Thefts, covetous-
ness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil.eye, blasphemy,
pride, foolishness: All these evil things come from within, and defile
the man.” So it is clear that Jesus himself believed in the evil eyeand
condemned it.

According to a well-known Ethiopian legend, Jesus and his
disciples went walking one day along the sea of Tiberias. After a
while they came upon an old woman sitting on a filthy seat whose
eyes shone like gold and whose hands and feet were like wheels.
From her mouth spouted flames “sixty-eight cubits long.” The disci-
ples asked Jesus, “What is this thing, O Lord?” And Jesus answered,
“This is the eye of earth, evil and accursed. When its glance falls
upon a ship sailing on the sea, that ship sinks suddenly; when it pur-
sues a horse, it casts down that horse and its rider; when it looks
upon a cow that is being milked, it curdles the milk, which turns into
blood; when it looks upon a woman with her child, it separates them
and destroys them.” He then pronounced the words, “Asparapses,
Askoraskis,” and with the power of those words destroyed the
woman. Another version of the story says that the disciples de-
stroyed “this eye of the earth, evil and accursed, and burnt her body
in the fire, and scattered the ashes to the winds—east, west, south
and north—so that the memorial of her might be blotted out from
the earth.”*

. The ancient Greeks also believed in the existence of the evil eye
which they knew as Baskanos. The most common Greek amulet
against the evil eye was called Probaskanion and was and is still used
by men, women and children alike. Among the Greek writers who
have attempted to explain the evil eye was Heliodorus, who lived
around A.D. 300. He said that “when one looks at what is excellent
withan envious eye, he fills the surrounding atmosphere with a per-
nicious quality, and transmits his own envenomed exhalations into
whatever is nearest to him.” :

The Romans, who were firm believers in legal processes, de-
cided that attack is the best form of defense, and declared an injunc-
tion against the evil eye. Proper legislation was approved and vigor-
ously enacted by the Roman senate to ensure that the illegal activi-
ties of the evil eye be properly punished and ultimately banished
from the land.The intention was noble but, like many other Roman

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ventures, it proved a failure. In modern Rome, and indeed in all of
Italy, the mal d’occhio or iettatura, most commonly known as the evil
eye, is asinsolently alive today as when it was declared illegal by the
ancient Romans. Modern-day Italians, quite aware of the futility of
declaring an injunction against the evil eye, have resorted to other
methods of defense against its perils. Chief among these are small
horns mounted in gold and worn in chains around the neck. Porce-
lain eyes are also popular, as are gold crosses and crucifixes.

In some parts of Palestine and Syria the evil eye is supposed to
be the “baleful gift” of men who have light blue eyes, particularly if
they are clean shaven. As an antidote against the awful influence of
these blue-eyed monsters, the Palestinian and Syrian womer: deco-
rate themselves with blue beads on the principle that similia
similibus curantur, that is, like cures like. Caravan leaders do not
dare set out on a journey unless every beast in their caravans is pro-
tected against the evil eye with a blue bead.*

The Arabs, who are also firm believers in the dangers of the evil
eye, call it “ain al-hasad,” or eye of envy. The prophet Mohammed
was said to believe in the evil eye also, and Surah 113 of the Koran is
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A diagram representing the Hand of Fatima, a most potent deterrent of the evil
eye. Fatima was Mohammed's daughter, a woman reputed for all her virtues. In
modern times there has been a great resurgence of this attractive amulet which is
made in many forms, but most commonly in gold filigree.. . :

often written on scrolls or cut on agates to protect against it. The
Hand of Fatima, which is perhaps one of the most famous amulets
against the evil eye, is of Arab origin. - .
Fatima was the daughter of the prophet Mohammed by his
first wife Khadijah. Fatima was called Al-Zahra, meaning the
“bright blooming,” and Al-Batul, meaning “clean maid,” or “Vir-
gin.” She retained these titles even after she married and gave birth
to three children. The fingers of the hand of Fatima represent the
whole religion of Islam and its fundamental duties, as follows: (1) to
keep the fast of Ramadan; (2) to make the pilgrimage to Mekkah; (3)
to give alms to the poor; (4) to destroy the unbelievers and (5) to per-
form daily the prescribed ablutions. The Hand of Fatima is always
shaped as a right hand, as this is the hand of honor according to the
Arabs. The left hand, which is used by the Arabs for all “unclean
acts” is considered the hand of dishonor and many Muslims will not
eat with it. According to Muslim law, one of the worst punishments
that may be inflicted upon an individual is to cut off the right hand.
This renders the person unable to eat and condemns that person to
starvation or to eat the food directly with his or her mouth.

A bronze magic hand from Egypt, used to repel the evil eye. All the symbols en-
graved are said to be powerful deterrents of evil.
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The hand as an amulet is common in many cultures. The Egyp-
tians had a symbol known as “the Great Hand,” which they saw as
the supreme power who rules heaven and earth. In medieval pic-
tures the deity is represented by a hand issuing from the clouds. One
of the most miraculous prayers of the Catholic Church is dedicated
to the All Powerful Hand, which is depicted as a gigantichand in the
clouds. Raising the hand is regarded as an invocation to God, and is
commonly used as an oath in Europe and in the United States. Dur-
ing court procedures and during investiture ceremonies, one hand
is placed on the Bible, while the other is raised in oath. This custom
originated in Western Asia. '

A closed hand with the first
and second fingers outstretched, is
an act of blessing. When only the
first and fourth fingers are out-
stretched the hand symbolizes the
horns of the devil and the powers of
evil. Yet this symbol is often used as
an amulet against the evil eye. The
figga or fico is another very popular
amulet against the evil eye. It de-
picts a closed hand ‘where the
thumb protrudes between the first
and second fingers. The figga is said
to symbolize the male genitals and
is often used by witches to draw
their magical circle when the tradi-
tional athame is not on hand for that
purposes. In Latin American coun-
tries, the figgas made of ebony or jet

The most vulnerable parts of the body and those most accessi-
ble to the evil eye are body orifices. The eyes, nose, ears, mouth and
the anal and genital openings are all considered easy prey to the ma-
levolent spirits attending the evil eye. Some extremely ingenious
methods have been devised by people of different cultures and be-
liefs to protect these weak parts of the human anatomy. The Egyp-
tians used malachite, a green carbonate of copper, as a base for their
eye shadow, which they wore against the evil eye. Malachite has

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long been considered a powerful deterrent of all types of evil. Arab
women use kohl to line their eyes. Even Arab children wear kohl
around their eyes. The use of lipstick and all eye makeup can be
traced to this attempt of the ancients to protect their eyes and
mouths from the invasion of the spirits of the evil eye. The act of cov-
ering the mouth during a yawn was originally designed as a protec-
tive action rather than a polite one.

The invention of earrings and nose rings can also be linked to
the fear of the evil eye. In primitive societies, bones are worn under
the bridge of the nose, as are pieces of stones and pieces of elabo-
rately carved metal. Hindu women of high social standing wear
jewels on their nostrils, and sometimes one or more nose rings.-Ear-
rings are considered most effective when the ear has to be pierced to
insert the earring. Only then are the evil spirits unable to enter the
body through the ear.

Necklaces are also worn for amuletic purposes. The idea is to
attract the looks of people to the necklace, thus warding off the mys-
terious and dangerous emanations of the evil eye. The necklace or
its components are supposed to perform a similar service to that
rendered by the lightning rod in diverting electrical discharges.
Necklaces made of agate are particularly effective in repelling the
evil eye. Brown or black agates with a ring in the center are the most
popular stones for these necklaces. Combinations of black and
white agates in a necklace are also believed to be powerful amulets
against the evil eye. :

Genital and anal orifices are protected in a variety of ways,
such as written or woven charms, sacred life-attaching threads, gir-
dles, and penis wrappers of painted palm leaves. Hindu boys al-
ways wear silver girdles around their genitals, and the codpiece
worn by men in fourteenth and fifteenth century Europe was used
as much for magical protection as for practical purposes.

Other protective devices against the evil eye range from fans
and whistles to bells and mirrors. These latter are believed to be par-
ticularly effective because they reflect the gaze of the evil eyeback to
its sender.

Gypsies, perhaps the most superstitious of all human beings,
use all of the preceding and more as amulets against the evil eye.
The Berufen, or eye enchantment, is particularly dreaded by gypsy
mothers who protect their children with the following remedy:*

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(1) This necklace of carnelian beads from ancient Persia is an amulet against the
evil eye: (2) A necklace of onyx beads, also a protection against the evil eye. From
early Christian times.

A jar is filled with water from a stream, and it must be taken
with, not against, the current as it runs. In it are placed seven coals,
seven handfuls of meal, and seven cloves of garlic, all of which is put
on the fire. When the water begins to boil it is stirred with a three-
forked twig, while the wise woman repeats:

“Miseq’ yakha; tut dikhen,
Te yon kathe mudaren!
Te atunci efta; coka;
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Te caven misege yakhd;

Mise¢’ yakhd tut dikhen,

Te yon kdthe mudédren! -
But préhestar e yakha;

It has been speculated that the seven ravens mentioned in the
spell are represented by the seven coals, while the garlic may sym-
bolize lightning, a weapon of God and the plate of evil sprits. Garlic
is one of the herbs most commonly used against the infernal machi-
nations of evil spirits. Vampires are said to dread garlic because it
poisons blood, the vampire’s only means of sustenance.

Gypsies also treasure sea shells as amulets against the evil eye. ke
Some of their more complex amulets are engraved in metal, and
have a distinct Kabbalistic flavor. The snake, a symbol widely used
inamulets from many cultures, is one of the most recurrent symbols i
in gypsy amulets. :

The possession of the evil eye is not restricted to “wicked i3
witches” or morally deformed people. Pope Pius IX, who died in ‘
1878, was believed to have possessed the evil eye. Pope Leo XIII was
also branded as a powerful “iettatore” and the deaths of many car-
dinals during his reign were dutifully laid at this feet. Napoleon III,
Kaiser William IT and Lord Byron were also feared as the possessors
of the dreaded evil eye. George Bernard Shaw was very proud of the
fact he could inflict death and destruction upon anyone by merely
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wishing it. He claimed that “a deadly but horrible emanation comes
from the hater to his victim. All the people whom I have ever hated
died.” -

One would imagine that with the formidable array of amuletic
weapons at our disposal, humankind should have been able to dis-
pose of the evil eye a long time ago. Yet, in spite of all our efforts to
destroy it, we are still beset by this persistent plague. The reason for
this failure is the persistent belief in the evil eye. Just as an amulet is
empowered by the faith of its owner, so the evil eye is empowered
by faith in its existence. The eradication of the evil eye will not come
about with the use of spells or amulets, but rather with the determi-
nation to stop believing in it. -
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9 The Cross and the Star

THE CROSS IS PERHAPS THE OLDEST AMULETIC SYMBOL.
Contrary to public opinion, this ancient symbol is not of Christian
origin, and was in use among the pagan peoples of Europe and

Western Asia long before the birth of Jesus Christ.

Early examples of
crosses have been discovered
and can be traced as far back
as the Sumerians and the As-
syrians. Most of these first
crosses were equilateral or
equal armed, and were often
enclosed within a circle.
Some were made entirely of
circles or had a small circle
within each of their four an-
gles.The circle probably rep-
resented the earth, while the
four arms of the cross were
probably symbols of the four
cardinal points and the four
seasons.

Some Assyrian sculp-
tures and inscriptions show
what may be described as a
solar or radiated cross, de-
picting a sun disk from
which proceed four arms and
four rays of light. Some
authorities believe that the

The symbol known as the Cross of At-
lantis, an ancient sign allegedly show-
ing the three concentric walls of the At-
lantean capital and the great waterway
entering from the south. The ancient
magic of Atlantis was said to have been
inherited by the Egyptian priesthood,
whose awesome feats of magic have
never been equaled. Many of the
world’s most famous mystical socie-
ties, such as the Rosicrucians, the Ma-
sons, the Golden Dawn and the Ordo
Templi Orientalis claim to descend
from the Atlantean-Egyptian tradition.

four arms of this cross symbolized the four quarters of heaven over
which the god Anu presided. The well-known Maltese or Coptic
cross also dates from Assyrian times.
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The first crosses were equal-arm crosses. Some were enclosed within circles to
indicate the earth and the four seasons, while others were the Gammadions,
formed of four Greek gammas placed in the form of a cross.

The Greek cross, which is a plain equilateral cross, was the one
commonly in use among the pagans in the time before Christ. Exam-
ples of this cross have been found inscribed on pottery, vases, and
bronze weapons from Scandinavia, Germany, Austria, France, and
England. In the beginning, this cross symbolized heaven and its
creative powers. Later on, it became an amulet believed to confer on
its wearer the protection of heaven as well as prosperity, riches and
a long life.

Columbus and his captains were amazed to find the equilateral
cross in America, and immediately attributed its existence to the
teachings of the apostle Thomas, who is said to have visited India
where he worked as a carpenter. In any case, authorities on Peru-
vian and Mexican archaeology claim that the crosses found by Co-
lumbus have no connection with Christianity and were in fact
“wind crosses.” These wind crosses were used by the Indians as
symbols of the four cardinal points; the four directions from which
came the winds and rains. Later on, the crosses were given a solar or
stellar character.

The Tau, or crux commissa, which is found in the catacombs of Rome
and on early-Christian monuments, is also known as the “anticipa-
tory cross,” or the cross of the Old Testament.— . .

Some writers believe that the Tau cross represents the hammer
of Thor, the thunder god of Nordic mythology, but the swastika is
probably the symbol most commonly accepted as Thor’s hammer.
Other scholars claim that the Tau is of Phoenician or Egyptian ori-
gin. Those advocating the latter theory believe that the Taumay be a
form of one of the Egyptian hieroglyphics which represented the fe-
male organs of generation, and which was used to symbolize birth
and life.

In the Old Testament, the prophet Ezekiel was commanded by
God to go through Jerusalem and set a mark upon the foreheads of
certain men, presumably to show they were to be exempt from judg-
ment (Ezek. 9:4). The Hebrew word that is translated as “mark” is
hithwitha taw, which has made many authorities think that the mark
spoken of in Ezekial is the Tau cross. The mark made with the blood
of the passover lamb on the houses of the Israelites before they left
Egypt has also been identified with the Tau cross. But both these
claims are largely speculative, and there is no real evidence to sup-
port their veracity. There is also no real evidence to support the view
that both the Egyptian ankh and the nefer symbols were variations
of the Tau cross.

The Tau is most commonly known as St. Anthony’s cross. St.
Anthony was a Copt hermit who used the Tau for the cure of inflam-
mations of the skin and of erysipelas, which were called St. An-
thony’s fire, in his honor. The Brotherhood of Anthony wears a
badge on the right shoulder with the Tau symbol and the word “An-
thon.” Across the centuries the Tau symbol became more elabo-
rated, and today we often find it in the form of a triple Tau.

Four forms of the cross were used during the first centuries of
our era: the Greek or equilateral cross; the crux commissa or Tau; the
crux decussata or St. Andrew’s cross; and the crux immissa or crux
capitata, also known as the Latin cross. This latter was best known
and most commonly used because it was believed to be the form of
the cross on which Jesus was crucified. The Latin cross is sometimes
called the cross of Calvary or the passion cross. The cross which is often
seen in the hands of the resurrected Christ is known as the cross of
resurrection and invariably has a small flag attached to it. Sometimes
the Latin cross is represented in the form of a tree, and many Chris-
tian prayers make mention of Jesus Christ’s death on “the tree of the
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The monogrammatic Cross was also very popular during the
fifth century of our present era. This cross is a modification of the
monogram formed by combining two Greek letters; the first two let-
ters in the name of Christ. This device first appeared after the death
of Constantine the Great, around A.D. 337. It shows a large letter X
transfixed by an even larger letter P. These are the letters Chi (Ch)
and Rho (P) of the Greek alphabet. ypiotog is the name Christos in
Greek. The Monogrammatic cross was cut on wood or stone and
written or painted on parchment for amuletic purposes. It was be-
lieved to confer upon its wearer the almighty power of the blood of
Jesus.

Thecross did not become the acknowledged symbol of Christi-
anity until the fourth century when the Empress Helena, mother of
Constantine the Great, was said to have discovered the true cross.
Historically, the true cross where Jesus died is believed to have been
found during the reign of the Roman Emperor Tiberius, when St.
James was bishop of Jerusalem. Therefore the Empress could only
have rediscovered it, but according to the Coptic narrative that tells
the legend, her excavations uncovered something which had never
before been brought to light. She is said to have found three crosses
instead of one, which presumably were the true cross and the
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crosses used to crucify the two thieves who died with Jesus. Since
the Empress had no way to identify the cross where Jesus died, she
had the body of a dead man brought to her. She-placed the body first
on one cross and then on another with no visible results, but when
she placed the body on the third cross the body came back to life.
This third cross, she concluded, was the true cross where Jesus was
crucified.

The Empress sent a portion of the cross to her son Constantine
and reburied the rest in the church which she had built over the side
of Golgotha. Constantine sent a portion of the cross to the Pope, and
this relic is still preserved in the Vatican.

The Latin cross is sometimes shown with two cross—pleCes, in-
stead of one.The second cross-piece, which is slightly smaller than
the original one, symbolizes the scroll that was nailed to the cross
giving Jesus’ name and his title as King of the Jews. In this aspect, the
Latin cross is known as the cross of Lorraine and of the Knights
Hospitallers. Sometimes a third cross-piece is added to the cross of
Lorraine around the area where the feet of Jesus were crucified.

The original scroll where the name of Jesus was inscribed in
Hebrew, Greek and Latin is said to have been found by the Empress
Helena, together with the nails used to crucify Jesus. These relics
were discovered by accident in the church of St. Croce in Rome in
A.D.492. Almost immediately, Pope Alexander III published a Papal
Bull or declaration certifying their authenticity.

The discovery of the true cross by Empress Helena and its ac-
ceptance by the Pope created an aura of added mysticism and su-
pernatural power to the already revered symbol of the cross. It was
immediately put into use as an amulet of great powers, believed to
dispel the forces of evil and to surround its wearer with a protective
shield of light.

The Empress herself, (who was later canonized by the Catholic
church and hailed as St. Helena) was and is still used in magical
spells, especially for love purposes. A very popular love spell calls
for the use of four golden nails, a green silk handkerchief, the photo-
graph of the loved one, and a small cardboard image of St. Helena.
The photograph is nailed to the image of the saint and then it is tied
with five knots in the green handkerchief. A special prayer is said in
honor of St. Helena for nine days. At the end of this period, the spell
is completed and the person desired will surrender to the one cast-
ing the spell.
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The habit of making a cross over themselves became also a pro-
tective action among Christians, who used it particularly as a defen-
sive measure against the powers of Satan. The pritice of hell and his
demonic hordes are said to live in abject terror of the cross, as are all
creatures of darkness such as vampires and black witches. In the be-
ginning of the Christian era, when Christians were still being perse-
cuted by the Romans, they made the sign of the cross over them-
selves to make themselves known to other Christians. _

The Christian churches did not encourage the use of the cross
as anamulet, and insist to this day that the cross is purely a religious
symbol, and should be seen strictly that way. But all their exhorta-
tions did not convince the Christian faithful that the cross had no
miraculous powers. Undaunted by the assertions of the churches,
Christians continued to inscribe the cross on the walls of their
houses, on their persons and their property, including their cattle.
Every conceivable metal and precious stone was used to create a va-
riety of crosses in every size and for every possible purpose. Most
commonly worn on a chain around the neck, the cross superseded
its initial religious symbolism to become the best known and most
potent amulet against evil. To all intent and purposes the cross car-
ries with it the presence of Christ, and is in fact regarded as Christ
himself by those who wear it. To wear the cross means to be accom-
panied by the spirit of Jesus every step of the way.

THE CRUCIFIX

Although the cross was engraved on tombs and monuments
during the second and third centuries, it did not become a public
symbol of Christianity until the Emperor Constantine removed the
eagle from the shield of Roman soldiers and had it replaced by the
Christian cross. This happened around the fourth century, after the
Empress Helena claimed to have discovered the true cross.

The symbol of the crucifix did not come into being until the
cross ceased to be a sign of agony and shame, and became instead an
emblem of power and glory. Images of Christ on the cross existed as
far back as the fifth century, but they did not appear in the churches
until the seventh century. When they did, they invariably

depicted Jesus fully clothed. After the eleventh century clothing be-
came less obvious until the present-day loin cloth was adopted.
The halo, which is often found on early scenes of the Crucifix-
ion, and which later adorned the heads of all the saints, is of pagan
origin like the cross. It seems to have been at first a symbol of power
rather than of holiness. It probably represented the rays of the sun, a
symbol of life and divinity in all ancient cultures. Later on, all pow-
erful men (like Moses and Mohammed) were depicted with halos
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surrounding their heads. Although the first halos were circular and
are still the preferred shape among religious artists, a square halo
was introduced in the ninth century and a triangtlar one in the elev-
enth century. The halo that has a cross within it is always assigned to
God.

Unlike the cross, the crucifix is not a very popular amulet for
good luck and protection. The symbol seems to evoke a deep sense
of sadness in its wearers and many people believe that although the
crucifix is a powerful deterrent of evil, it brings tears and general un-
happiness to those who wear it.

Greed and a crucifix were the undoing of one of my ancestors,
several hundred years ago. The story is one of many colorful leg-
ends on my father’s side of the family. It seems that early in the six-
teenth century this particular ancestor of ours came from the ancient
city of Salamanca in Spain to the island of Puerto Rico (then known
as San Juan Bautista) with the hopes of replenishing with Caribbean
gold his dwindling family fortunes. His name was Don Alonzo de
Gonzaga, Count of Pezuela, and he arrived on the island with his
younger brother Don Alvaro de Gonzaga. After some initial diffi-
culties trying to find an appropriate Indian crew to aid them with
their gold prospecting, the two brothers settled in the center of the
island, near a village which was to be known later as the town of
Lares. They were fairly successful with their gold mining and very
soon they had accumulated a modest fortune in gold ore.

The downfall of the two brothers came one night when a
stranger appeared at their door asking their help in digging up a
large buried treasure. He promised the Spaniards two thirds of the
treasure in exchange for their help. The offer was the sort of things
dreams are made of as far as Don Alonzo and Don Alvaro were con-
cerned, and they eagerly agreed to accompany the stranger.

They quickly arrived at the site where the treasure was sup-
posed to be buried, a lonely promontory overlooking a precipice.
The two brothers felt nervous and uneasy. Their strange companion
answered all their questions laconically, and the velvety darkness of
the tropical night was hardly dispelled by their oil lanterns. Before
they started to dig, their companion told them that they ecould keep
any part of the treasure that caught their fancy but that it had to be
divided into three perfectly equal parts. Under no circumstances
were they to speak as they dug, nor argue over any specific jewel.

All went fine for a while.They dug in silence until they reached
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the large trunk where the treasure was hidden. Barely managing to
avoid crying out in exultation upon seeing the wooden casket, the
two brothers pried it open and stared in fascination at the glittering
jewels and gold doubloons within. But a severe glance from their
companion brought them back to their senses, and they quickly set
out to divide the treasure. They had no difficulty with the division
until they arrived at the bottom of the trunk. There, semi-hidden
among some remaining gold coins, was a large gold crucifix, so
heavily encrusted with diamond, the figure of Jesus was hardly vis-
ible. The crown of thorns was made of emeralds and the blood on
Jesus’ wounds was made of rubies. So great was the brilliance of the
gems that the gloomy surroundings seemed to brighten as daylight.

Don Alonzo stretched out a trembling hand to grasp the cruci-
L e fix, but Don Alvaro’s fingers closed firmly over his brother’s wrist,

Like a sun that sinks suddenly behind the horizon, the crucifix
and the rest of the treasure disappeared from view as if they had
never existed. At the same time the light from the lanterns was ex- i
tinguished and a hideous neighing echoed through the mountain :
side. Instantaneously the two brothers were lifted bodily and placed
on the back of a headless mule whose hoofs drew forth sparks wher- o
ever they touched. For endless hours the two brothers sat paralyzed '
with terror on the back of their sinister mount, as it galloped fero-
ciously across precipices and rocky crevices, the ghastly neighing is-
suing impossibly from the headless neck of the beast. And all during
this time, the two brothers heard the curse that was to plague their
family for five generations reverberate in the darkness around
them. Thus they discovered that their fateful companion was a sui-
cide who had killed himself after burying the treasure which they
had found. His only hope for salvation was to find two brothers who
would be so devoted to each other and so respectful of God’s laws
that they would be able to resist the temptation of the bejeweled cru-
cifix without bickering over it. Because Don Alvaro and Don Alonzo
e L had failed to help him, the spirit had to wait another hundred years
L o e before he could try to find two other brothers who might deliver
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before he could try to find two other brothers who might deliver
him. :
The punishment for their greed was never to return to their na-
tive Spain, and to live in poverty the rest of their lives. The curse was
to extend to all their descendants through the next five generations.

According to the legend the curse proved to be very strong,
and it took the Gonzagas and their aristocratic descendants several
hundred years to overcome their ill fortunes. Finally, in despera-
tion, my great-great grandfather decided to change his noble, butill-
starred name from Gonzaga to the more common Gonzalez, and im-
mediately his luck changed as if by a miracle. When he died, at the
ripe old age of 92, he was one of the wealthiest landowners in Puerto
Rico. My grandfather, named Alonzo after our unfortunate ances-
tor, used to tell me this story with much relish when Iwas a little girl.
The old family name was gone but my grandfather’s lands, and the
spacious country house we called our home, were part of an area
known as Pezuelas, named after Don Alonzo de Gonzaga, the
Count of Pezuelas. :

This story stresses the holy aura that surrounds the crucifixand
which makes it unsuitable both as an amulet or as a jewel. The suf-
ferings of Jesus on the cross, so obviously manifest in the crucifix,
are far too sacred to be the subject of anything but sadness and quiet
grief. These are the very same characteristics that will surround a
person who wears a crucifix, according to tradition. -

THE SWASTIKA

The Nazis” unfortunate choice of the swastika as their especial
emblem has cast a pall of shame and disgrace upon this symbol,
which was always one of the most potent signs of power and glory
of the ancients. The Nazi choice was not accidental, for Hitler and
his followers were said to be deeply steeped in the practice of magic.
They staged pagan revivals where young women dressed in earth-
colored tunics carried symbols of the old religions, while flanked by
large iron swastikas. Their involvement with magic is said to have
extended to astrology, rune magic and satanism. Hitler’s interest in
Nordic mythology is said to have led him to choose the swastika as
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Different versions of the swastika, one of the most powerful magical symbols of
antiquity.
the symbol of the Nazi party because it was said to represent Thor’s
hammer. Thor, the mighty god of thunder of the Nordic myths, was
always depicted as a blue-eyed, golden-haired giant whose magic
hammer gave him power over all the other gods. This heroic image
must have appealed to Hitler as the embodiment of his dream of a
superior, golden-haired Aryan race.

The primitive Aryans in all likelihood invented the swastika,
which has also been called the armed cross, gammadion, fylfot, and
croix pattée. The gammadion was a cross formed by four Greek gam-
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mas, placed in such a position that their angles formed a common
center. Some of the early Christian mystics saw in the gammadion a
symbol of Christ as the cornerstone of the church. But those who
identified the gammadion with the swastika probably confused the
equilateral cross used by the pagans with the swastika. In truth
there is little or no similarity between the two symbols. In a similar
instance, the fylfot, which has been described as “an equal-armed
cross of which each arm is continued rectangularly, all clockwise or
counterclockwise,” is probably a version of the swastika, but not the
swastika itself. :

The early Christians used the swastika sometimes _as the
equivalent of the cross. As the symbol was often inscribed on the
catacombs, it is possible the Christian’s intention was to protect the
dead by means of the swastika.

The Dance of Shiva, symbolized by the swastika. Shiva is the Lord of the Dance
and his dancing creates the motions that bring about changes in the cosmos. The
circle of fire which surrounds him symbolizes the life of the universe, while the
flame in his hand signifies the fire with which he will destroy the world one day.

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Most modern scholars agree that the swastika is probably of
Aryan origin, and the name itself comes from India. It is derived
from the roots su, which means “well” and asti, which means “be-
ing.” Therefore the overall meaning of the word is given as “fortu-
nate” and “lucky.”

There are two versions of the swastika. One of them, the ver-
sion chosen by the Nazis, has arms pointing to the right. It repre-
sents the vernal sun. The second version is called the sauvastika and
has arms that point to the left. It is a symbol of the autumnal sun and
of total destruction. Some authorities identify the swastika with the
god Ganesa and the male principle. The sauvastika, on the other
hand, is identified with the goddess Kali and the female ptinciple.
Shiva’s dance is also seen in the swastika, which is said to symbolzie
the movement of the four seasons and the turn of the earth in the
four cardinal points. Movement is believed to be the essence of life
by most occultists. The circular movement, particularly, is seen as
the power-generating motion. When they want to build their cone
of power, witches move clockwise, holding hands and forming a
circle. Dervishes whirl, indians swirl, shamans turn, all following
Shiva’s dance and the form of the swastika.

The Chinese also knew the swastika, which they called Lei Wen,
meaning “thunder scroll.” This name brings to mind the Nordic
myth that indentifies the swastika as Thor’s hammer, and Thor as
the thunder god of mythical Aasgard. All of which underlines the
universality of symbolic meanings among vastly different cultures.

The swastika was often engraved on the pedestals of Buddha
statues and on the breasts of images and figures of Bodhisattvas,
which is the name given to those who will someday become Bud-
dhas. As a Chinese hieroglyphic, the swastika means prosperity,
good luck and long life. It means the same in Japan and in most other
ethnic societies. Although not commonly used as an amulet, the
swastika is still an important magical symbol, very much in use in
special magical rites, for both good and evil purposes.

THE STAR

From time immemorial the star has been a symbol of hope.
There are many types of stars used for amuletic purposes, but the
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most popular are the pentagram, the Star of Dav1d or hexagram, and
the octagon or eight-rayed star.

The eight-rayed star of Ishtar protects a boundary stone in ancient Babylonia.

The eight-rayed star is an attribute of Mars and is mostly used
in talismanic magic to invoke the powers of that planet and to subju-
gate them to the will of the magician. But it has also been identified
with the Star of the Magi, a symbol of hope, and with the etoile flam-
boyante or flaming star of Masonic symbolism. Another authority
sees the eight-rayed star as a symbol of the law of equilibrium; the
balance between sp1r1t and matter, male and female, the inner and
the outer bodies. It is the book of the apocalypse sealed with seven
seals, and thus represents the inner realization and the outer realiza-
tion, the birth of the soul and the birth of the body. The eight-rayed
star is depicted clearly in The Star card, one of the Major Arcana of
the Tarot deck. Its principle meaning is hope, and many knowledge-
able occultists use the symbol for spiritual enlightenment and gen-
eral protection. :

The pentagram, as we mentioned earlier, can be of two types.
The best known type has one point uppermost and is said to sym-
bolize a person with outstretched arms and legs. It is a symbol of hu-
manity’s surrender to God’s will and as such it represents white
magic. The second version shows two points uppermost, and is a
representation of Satan and black magic. But this is rather a

simplification of the symbolism of the pentagram. In magic, its
meaning is infinitely more complex.

The pentagram represents eternal spirit controlling the four
elements—air, fire, water, and earth. The uppermost peint symbol-
izes spirit, represented magically by a wheel. The upper left point
symbolizes air, represented by the figure of a man. The upper right
point symbolizes water, represented by the figure of an eagle. The
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lower left point symbolizes earth, represented by the figure of a bull.
The lower right point symbolizes fire, represented by the figure of a
lion. The four elements and their symbols are also identified with
the four beasts of Ezekiel’s vision and with the four zodiacal
triplicities, represented by Aquarius, Scorpio, Taurus and Leo.*

The pentagram is often worn as a symbol by magicians, but
usually the symbol is personally drawn by the one who is going to
wear it, using certain determined colors and materials. Perhaps the
most effective protective use that can be made of the pentagram is
the Banishing Ritual, which is standard procedure among all
witches and magicians before every major ceremony.** The ritual
calls for the drawing of the pentagram in the air on the four catdinal
points, starting on the east and moving clockwise within the circle.
For banishing purposes, the pentagram is drawn beginning on the
lower left point and moving from there to the uppermost point. The
Banishing Ritual is said to rid the individual who conducts it from
all forms of negative vibrations and also to purify the room where it
is conducted. Many magicians recommend to occult students the
practice of the Banishing Ritual every night as a protection against
evil and against possible psychic attacks.

The companion of the Banishing Ritual is the Invoking Ritual
which is basically the same, except the pentagram is drawn starting
at the top and moving to the lower left point. Both these pentagrams
belong to the element earth. The other three elements also have their
own pentagrams, each drawn from a different point in the star.

The pentagram is often seen together with a crescent or half
moon. This is a very ancient symbol, which was popular among the
Himayarites and other peoples of Arabia, as well as among the
Abyssinians and the Turks. It appears in many Arabic flags and is
one of the traditional symbols associated with witchcraft. Today the
pentagram and the crescent are so popular as amulets, they can be
found in a variety of metals and with magical inscriptions. They ap-
pear in the form of rings, earrings, necklaces, bracelets, brooches,
hair ornaments, and even key rings. Shirts, scarves, and even
bumper stickers show the ancient symbols, loudly proclaiming a
slow, but steady reawakening of old magical beliefs.

The hexagram is formed of two triangles, which are shown in-
terlaced most of the time. In this form it is known as the Star of David
and the Seal of Solomon. This symbol is very important in ceremo-
nial magic and in the preparation of talismans and amulets. The an-
cient Hebrews saw in the Star of David the union of fire and water,
male and female, body and soul. It was also a symbol of God’s love
for humankind and humankind’s love for God. But although the
Star of David is considered the central symbol of Judaism today, the
Jews did not invent the symbol. According to Robert Graves, the
Egyptians used the two interlaced triangles as a fertility symbol de-
picting the sexual union between the Babylonian goddess Ash-
taroth and the god Tammugz, later identified with Adonis. -,

The hexagram is also known as the signet of the macrocosm,
and each angle is believed to project a radiation from the Deity. For
this reason it is often called the six-rayed star. It is said to be under
the presidency of the name Ararita, which is formed from the He-
brew initials of the sentence translated as: “One is his beginning.
One is his individuality. His permutation is one.”

"Each of the points of the hexagram, seen as the Star of David, is
ascribed to one of the seven planets, with the sun residing within its
center. An amulet can be made of the hexagrams, as of the penta-

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gram, using special colors on a black background. Like the pen-
tagram, the hexagram also has a banishing and an invoking ritual
which is not used for simple protection as the pentagram, but as an
invocation of the forces of the Kabbalistic Tree of Life, as well as the
forces of the seven planets. In the rituals of the hexagram the ele-
ments are not invoked, as these operations concern strictly the pen-
tagram rituals. During the hexagram rituals each of the planets is in-
voked drawing the star from its appointed place at one of the six
points. '

The Star of David is not the only form that can be used for the
hexagram. Three other forms are also commonly used in magic. In
one of them, the two triangles are superimposed on each other, but
both in the same upwards position, none of them inverted. In an-
other version, one of the triangles points upwards and the other
downwards, but they are not interlaced, rather their bases touch
each other. In the third version, one of the triangles points upwards,
while the other is inverted and balanced upon it, both upwards,
while the other is inverted and balanced upon it, both tips touching.
This latter form is also known as the prehistoric sign diabolo, a sym-
bol of male/female sexuality.

Like the pentagram, the hexagram, or Star of David, is a very
powerful symbol in magic rituals, and is often inscribed or embroi-
dered as a lamen on the breast of the magician’s ceremonial robes.
Because it is believed to possess the combined strength of all seven
planets, it is considered a potent amulet for good luck in every as-
pect of life. It most extraordinary characteristic is that, like the cross,
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it is both a major religious symbol and a magical object. And if we
look carefully at the various meanings ascribed to the cross and to
the star (any form of star) we will find echoes of the same symbolism
in both signs. The four elements, the four seasons, the four cardinal
points, fertility, and especially life, are the continuing meanings at-
tached to both symbols. All of these meanings translate themselves
into creativity, energy, existence, being—all the characteristics that
humankind ascribes to God, and which we constantly try to find in
ourselves. When we wear the cross or the star we want more than
protection, we want self-expression. For the extended arms of the
cross, like the outstretched points of the star, are our arms. _ .
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Talismans —
And How To Use Them

THE WORD TALISMAN IS DERIVED FROM THE GREEK ROOT TELEO WHICH
means “to consecrate.” And it is precisely the act of consecration
which gives a talisman its alleged magical powers. For contrary to
the amulet, which is usually an object naturally endowed with
magical properties, the talisman must be “charged” with magical
power by the person preparing it. Also, while the amulet is used for
general purposes, such as averting evil or attracting good luck, the
talisman is always prepared for a definite reason.

According to the famous Order of the Golden Dawn, a talis-
man is “a magical figure charged with the Force which it is intended
to represent. In the construction of a talisman, care should be taken
to make it, as far as is possible, so to represent the universal Forces
that it should be in exact harmony with those you wish to attract,
and the more exact the symbolism, the easier it is to attract the
Force—other things coinciding, such as consecration at the right
time, etc.”*

The “Forces” referred to in the preceding definition are usually
planetary or elemental forces, often called spirits, angels or intelli-
gences, depending upon their manifestations. As we have already
explained, these forces are concentrations of energy released by the
human unconscious by means of a magical act. To aid in the proper
channeling and use of the forces, they have been ascribed certain
symbols, colors and seals. All this symbology is carefully taken into
consideration by the magician during the preparation of a talisman.
Chapter three gives some of the astrological correspondences of the
planets, such as their colors, metals, and their spheres of influence.
Ideally, talismans should be made of the metal ascribed to the planet
whose influence is desired. When this is not possible parchment can
be used instead, with the planetary or elemental colors taking

the place of the metal. In other words, the parchment is painted with
the color of the planet or the element used and all the various in-
scriptions are made either in black or in the complimentary plane-
tary or elemental color, depending on whether planetary or elemen-
tal forces are used.

Chapter three gives the colors and metals of the planets, but we
will repeat them here together with their complimentary colors for
the magical inscriptions. Also the Kabbalistic number associated
with each planet will be given for convenience. This number is im-
portant because many of the planetary talismans are made in geo-
metric shapes corresponding to their Kabbalistic numbers. For in-
stance, a Venusian talisman, whose number is seven, would be
shaped like a heptagon; a Martian talisman, whose number is five,
would be shaped like a pentagon, and so on (Table 3).

Again, chapter three gives a list of the planets and their spheres
of influence. For example, Venus controls love and pleasures, Jupi-
ter gives honors and riches, and so on. The seals and sigils of the
various planetary spirits used in talismans are also given in chapter
three.

Sometimes the magician decides to use the elemental forces,

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The Geomantic characters according the The Magus by Francis Barrett.
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All the traditional magical schools recommend that a talisman be
prepared by the person who intends to use it. They also advise that
the person preparing a talisman become familiar with all the sym-
bology attached to all the various planetary and elemental forces.
For example, in many of the medieval talismans, geomantic
symbols were used in connection with the various planets. These
symbols, which are commonly used in geomantic divination, also
have alchemical connotations. The Minor Arcana of the Tarot,
which is divided into the four elements of the ancients (the fifth—
ether—represents Spirit and the Major Arcana), could also be used
in the preparation of an elemental talisman. For instance, the sym-
bology of the Ace of Cups, pertaining to love, fertility and pleasure,
could be used in a love talisman. Of course, all the other Tarot cards
could be similarly employed. Other magical correspondences, such
as flowers, perfumes, Kabbalistic names and numbers, animals, and
other designs can be incorporated in the preparation of a talisman,
provided that they are all in harmony with the planetary or elemen-
tal force chosen to empower the talisman. Those readers interested
in learning more about magical correspondences are directed to a
superb treatise on the subject by Aleister Crowley, entitled 777.
When most of the traditional symbolism attached to the plan-
ets and the elements has been understood, it is possible to add a per-
sonal touch to the talisman in the form of a favorite slogan or verse, a
special design or inscription. The verse can range from a Biblical
proverb to a Shakespearean sonnet. The inscriptions can be personal
initials, magical symbols or a personalized scribble. The magician
should at this point use all his or her creativity to encompass within
the talisman all the feelings and the desires pertaining to that which
he or she seeks. This will, of itself, invest the talisman with some of
the energy it will need to bring about the results desired.
i The first thing that must be done prior to making a talisman is
‘to write down, in one single sentence, the exact objective pursued by
means of the talisman. After this has been done, the magician must
decide which planetary or elemental force will be of most help with
this parWlem It is at this point that he or she decides the
“fypeoftalisman that will be used in order to achieve the goal. If he or
she feels comfortable with the magical correspondences (and feels
adventurous as well), itis a good idea to create an original design for
the talisman, choosing a planet or element and then using all the

traditional symbolism of the planet or element of choice. But if there
is the slightest doubt about the symbolism to be used, the magician
should abstain from designing the talisman him- or herself, and
should instead make use of one of the many traditional talismans as-
sociated with the various planets and elements. This precaution is
important because according to the ancient magicians, the slightest
doubt connected with a magical ceremony can cause it to fail, or
worse still, to backfire.

PENTACLES, SEALS AND TALISMANS

The word pentacle originated from the Latin pentaculum, mean-
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ing “a little painting.” It usually referred to a painted or drawn talis-
man dedicated to one of the planetary forces. Because the five-
pointed star or pentagram was often used in the preparation of pen-
tacles and during the invocation of spirits, the terms pentacle and
pentagram soon became identified with each other. Today both
terms are used to denote five-pointed stars. -

The term seal is generally used magically to denote the signa- |

ture of concentration of a particular spiritual force. This can be
planetary, elemental, angelic or demonic in essence. Both seals and
pentacles are used as talismans, although sometimes a seal and a tal-
isman are used in conjunction for a specific purpose.

Of all the ancient Grimoires purporting to teach the art of Talis-
manic Science, the two most famous are The Greater Key of Solomon
and The Lesser Key of Solomon. Although both these treatises are said
to have been written by the legendary King Solomon, most occult
scholars doubt that claim, and date both volumes around the six-
teenth century. The Lesser Key, also known as Goetia, is a treatise on
the invocation of evil spirits. The Greater Key, which is the most
popular and the most interesting of the two, is a veritable gold mine
of information on the preparation of pentacles or planetary talis-
mans. It is true that some of the instructions given on the consecra-
tion of the talismans are somewhat exaggerated (who is going to un-
dertake the ritual sacrifice of an unblemished lamb to use its skin as
virgin parchment?), but the pentacles themselves are perfect exam-
ples of the talismanic art, and could easily be used and consecrated
in a less extravagant and yet equally reverent manner.

The languages used in most of the old talismans are Hebrew
and Latin. And some of the symbology employed is so ancient that
its meaning has been lost in the dust of the centuries. But it is not ab-
solutely imperative for the magician to understand the inscriptions
on these talismans. All he or she has to do is copy them as faithfully
as possible and consecrate them according to established magical
rules. If the instructions are followed carefully, the talismans will
work in spite of his or her ignorance because they have been used
again and again in the past for the same purposes, and are therefore
closely linked to the collective unconscious of the human race.

The following talismans can be used by anyone, provided the
instructions given with each talisman are carefully followed. It is
good to remember that in the preparation of talismans, as in any
other magical undertaking, we are attempting to channel our own
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- psychic energies in a predetermined course. It is therefore wise to

adhere to the well-tried methods of the ancient magicians who
were, in many ways, more skilled than modern psychologists in
reaching the deeper levels of the human unconscious.

THE PENTACLE OF RABBI SOLOMON THE KING

The Most Sacred Seals of Rabbi Solomon the King

This pentacle can be made any day of the week except Satur-
day. It is said to be a most necessary talisman for the evocation of
spirits and very efficacious “for all good.” Evil spirits cannot injure
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the wearer at any time. This pentacle must be worn with the corre-
sponding Seals of Solomon to ensure its efficacy. If both seals cannot
be worn with the pentacle, then the first seal alone must accompany
the pentacle. "

The pentacle can be worn by different types of people and for
different purposes. The purpose, however, determines which day
the talisman and seals should be made or cut. The following is a list
of the days of the week (except Saturday), and when they should be
used for the preparation of the talisman.

Sunday should be used by those who occupy authoritative po-
sitions or who desire to influence people in authority. If made on
this day the talisman should be made of gold.

Monday should be used by people in administrative p051t10ns
who both take and give orders. The talisman should be made of sil-
ver if cut on this day.

Tuesday should be used by doctors and surgeons, nurses and all
others who administer to the general health of others, for Tuesday is
ruled by Mars and this is the planet of Medicine, surgery and all as-
sociated activities. For those who w1sh to make the talisman, the
mental iron should be used.

Wednesday should be used by those who are concerned with
mental health; also manipulative healers such as chiropractors, os-
teopaths, and psychic healers. In addition, all those whose activities
embrace the giving of practical advice for the good and benefit of
other people can cut out or make this particular talisman on this
day. In making it, silver, platinum or aluminum should be used.

Thursday should be used by all associated with religion and
with any form of missionary work, as well as with charitable and
philanthropic interests. Sometimes legal interests (where the effort,
advice and action are associated with welfare and kindred matters)
can be influenced by the making of the talisman and seals on this
day, or if the talisman is cut out on this day. The metal used should
be tin.

Friday should be used where financial interests associated with
the arts and pleasures are concerned. Alternatively it is a day when
matters specifically connected with women can be influenced, for
the planet Venus has rule over this day and Venus is a feminine
planet. If the talisman is actually made, the metal used should be
copper.
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A TALISMAN AND SEAL FOR THE FRUITS OF THE EARTH

This talisman should be made on a Saturday, when Saturn is in
conjunction with Jupiter or Venus, or in a good aspect to Mercury. It
is said to be a splendid talisman for farmers, cattle dealers, estate
agents, and poultry farmers. The corresponding seal should be
worn with this talisman. '

A Talisman for The Great Seal of
the Fruits of the Earth the Fruits of the Earth

For those who desire to actually make this talisman, the metal
used should be lead which comes under the influence of the planet
Saturn. It can be made during the first, eighth, fifteenth or twenty-
second hours of the day.

If, instead of making it, the reader wishes to cut this talisman
and seal out of the book (or to photocopy it and then cut it out) then
that should be done only on a Saturday in one of the hours specified.

In addition, all persons who are in any way connected with
mining (coal-mining in particular) irrespective of their actual posi-
tion in the industry, can use this talisman for the furthering of their
interests. -
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A TALISMAN AND SEAL TO SECURE ELOQUENCE

This talisman with its seal should be made on a Wednesday; of
silver, platinum, or aluminum; in either the first, eighth, fifteenth or
twenty-second hours of the day.

Those readers who wish to cut out the talisman and seal and
place them in a silken bag for safe carrying, should do so on a

Wednesday, in one of the hours specified.

The talisman will assist all those who wish to become writers,
journalists, or orators and/or who may desire to develop latent
abilities for radio, television, stage or screen.

Concentration upon this talisman will intensify natural inspi-
ration and assist in the writing of books and plays, poetry or short
stories.

In addition to the characteristics already listed, wearing this
talisman will help to promote safety in travel and will protect all
those who work on the railway, in the air or who have any connec-
tion whatsoever with transportation.

A TALISMAN AND SEAL FOR HONORS, RICHES
AND PROSPERITY -

This talisman, together with the seal of great prosperity,
should be made on a Sunday and, if the use of metal is desired, it
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should be made of gold. Those readers wishing to cut out the talis-
man and seal should do so on a Sunday in the first, eighth, fifteenth,
or twenty-second hour, placing them in a silken-bag.

All those who wish to further their ambitions should certainly
carry this talisman and seal, as its influence will enable them to
achieve their desires and will help to lift them from mediocrity to
relative eminence.

A Talisman for Honor and Riches The Seal of Great Prosperity

For those who already occupy high positions, this talisman and
seal will ensure continuity of their established place and safeguard
against the attacks of open or secret enemies. :

‘This talisman and seal are designed for all who desire honor
and riches in whatever sphere of activity they may find themselves.

A TALISMAN FOR HEALTH

This talisman should be made or cut out of the book on a Sun-
day. The metal should be gold. Sunday is chosen because this day is
ruled by the Sun, and this luminary governs vitality and the life
force. It should be made or cut out in the first, eighth, fifteenth, or
twenty-second hour of the day. -

Not only is this a very powerful talisman for the preservation
of good health, it is also extremely helpful for all persons who are
associated with the art of healing.
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Doctors, surgeons, and nurses should wear it for it will assist
them in their work. It will also aid those who follow natural healing
methods, and spiritual healing, as its possessior-will help both diag-
nosis and practice. '

As an alternative, doctors, physicians, and nurses can make or
cut out this talisman on a Thursday, for this day comes under the in-
fluence of Jupiter, which is the healing planet. The same hours
should be used as were used for Sunday.

Soldiers, surgeons, dentists and veterinary surgeons can use
Tuesday as an alternative, as this day is ruled by Mars, the planet
that rules any form of surgery, as well as war. If made of metal, it
should be made of Iron. The same hours as for Sunday.should be
used.

The seal to be used with this talisman is the seal of Great Pros-
perity. Both should be cut or made on the same day.

A Talisman for Health A Talisman for Traveling By
: Land or Sea

TALISMAN FOR TRAVELING BY LAND OR SEA

This talisman does not require an accompanying seal. It should
be made on a Monday, of silver, or cut out from the book on a Mon-
day, during the first, eighth, fifteenth, or twenty-second hoursof the
day.

The talisman can be made for the purpose of general travel or
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for a specific journey and is very helpful if a long journey is contem-
plated. -

It does not matter what particular walk of life a person may be
in or what his occupation is, this talisman will be helpful in smooth-
ing out difficulties in travel arrangements. It will help ease the jour-
ney so that it is safe and pleasant, and it will also bring contacts with
traveling companions of a helpful and cheerful nature.

A Talisman for
All Kinds of Prosperity

A Talisman for Trade

The Seal of Trade and Hazard
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This talisman, although designed more specifically for busi-
ness people, can be worn by persons in other endeavors in order to
increase their general prosperity. -

Those who wish to make the talisman and its seal should do so
on a Sunday. It should be made of gold; those who wish to cut the
talisman and seal out of the book should also do so on a Sunday, in
either the first, eighth, fifteenth or twenty-second hour.

The seal to be used with this talisman is the Seal of Great Pros-

perity.

TALISMAN AND SEAL FOR TRADE OR BUSINESS

This talisman and its seal should be made or cut of tin on a
Thursday. It is said to be helpful to those engaged in any type of
business, particularly in those of a speculative nature, such as in-
vestment, banking, gambling and sports. '

The accompanying seal, also known as the Seal of Jupiter, is
said to be one of the greatest assets that anyone engaged in business
can possibly have.*

THE GREATER KEY OF KING SOLOMON

The pentacles discussed in this section are from the most fa-
mous of all talismanic treatises, The Greater Key of Solomon. Like
those in the preceding section, these talismans are based on the
magical correspondences of the planetary forces. They are to be
made on the day ascribed to each planet, and consecrated with the
appropriate rituals.

A word of caution is needed here for the reader who may be
thinking of making and using these talismans to create magic. To
use the talismans properly you must follow a number of complex
rituals involving knowing the proper time of the year, the day, and

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the hour; how the planets are aspected, etc. Otherwise, you will not
attract the proper cosmic vibrations. Unless you are an expert, do
not attempt it. - .

The Greater Key is said to be Solomon’s Testament, made in fa-
vor of his son Roboam, to whom he speaks in the following excerpts:

Treasure up, O my son Roboam! the wisdom of my words,
seeing that I, Solomon, have received it from the Lord.

' Then answered Roboam, and said: How have I de-
served to follow the example of my father Solomon in such
things, who hath been found worthy to receive the knowl-
edge of all living things through (the teaching of) an Angelof
God? T

And Solomon said: Hear, O my son, and receive my
sayings, and learn the wonders of God. For, on a certain
night, when I laid me down to sleep, I called upon that most
holy Name of God, IAH, and prayed for the Ineffable Wis-
dom, and when Iwasbeginning to close mine eyes, the Angel
of the Lord, even Homadjiel, appeared unto me, spake many
things courteously unto me, and said: Listen, O Solomon! thy
prayer before the Most High is not in vain, and since thou
hast asked neither for long life, nor for much riches, nor for
the souls of thine enemies, but hast asked for thyself wisdom
to perform justice. Thus saith the Lord: According to thy
word have I given unto thee a wise and understanding heart,
so that before thee was none like unto thee, nor ever shall
arise. -

' And when I comprehended the speech which was
made unto me, [ understood that in me was the knowledge of
all creatures, both things which are in the heavens and things
which are beneath the heavens; and I saw that all the writings
and wisdom of this present age were vain and futile, and that
no man was perfect. And I composed a certain work wherein
I rehearsed the secret of secrets, in which I have preserved
them hidden, and I have also therein concealed all secrets
whatsoever of magical arts of any masters; any secret or ex-
periments, namely, of these sciences which is in any way
worth being accomplished. Also I have written them in this
Key, so that like as a key openeth a treasure-house, so this
(Key) alone may open the knowledge and understanding of
magical arts and sciences . . .* -

Solomon then proceeds to instruct his beloved son in all the

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magical arts. Among the instructions are painstaking directions on
how to prepare the magical instruments; what perfumes and in-
censes to use during the various rituals; which prayers, invocations,
curses, and conjurations to employ in coercing the spirits to carry on
commands; and how to prepare and use planetary pentacles and
pentagrams. To Solomon, both white and black magic were excus-
able as long as the intention and the soul of the magician were kept
impeccably pure. For this reason, the Key abounds with exhorta-
tions on the importance of observing God'’s laws, of not taking His
name in vain, and of fasting and abstaining from impure acts for
several days before any major magical ceremony. The idea was that
the purer the intention, the less accessible the magican would be to
the attacks of evil spirits. The following excerpt typifies this atti-
tude:

CONCERNING THE DIVINE LOVE WHICH OUGHT TO
PRECEDE THE ACQUISITION OF THIS KNOWLEDGE

SOLOMON, the Son of David, King of Israel, hath said
that the beginning of our Key is to fear God, to adore Him, to
honour Him with contrition of heart, to invoke Him in all
matters which we wish to undertake, and to operate with
very great devotion, for thus God will lead us in the right
way. When, therefore, thou shalt wish to acquire the knowl-
edge of Magical Arts and Sciences, it is necessary to have pre-
pared the order of hours and of days, and of the position of
the Moon, without the operation of which thou canst effect
nothing; but if thou observest them with diligence thou

.mayest easily and thoroughly arrive at the effect and end
which thou desirest to attain.

The days, hours and order of the planets were also of great im-
portance:

OF THE DAYS, AND HOURS, AND
OF THE VIRTUES OF THE PLANETS

. When thou wishes to make any experiment or opera-

tion, thou must first prepare, beforehand, all the requisites

which thou wilt find described in the following Chapters: ob-

serving the days, the hours, and the other effects of the Con-
stellations which may be found in this Chapter. '

It is, therefore, advisable to know that the hours of the

day and of the night together, are twenty-four in number,

and that each hour is governed by one of the Seven Planets in

regular order, commencing at the highest and descending to

the lowest. The order of the Planets is as follows: ShBThAI,
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Shabbathai, Saturn; beneath Saturn'is TzDQ, Tzedeq, Jupiter;
beneath Jupiter is MADIM, Madim, Mars; beneath Mars is
ShMSh, Shemesh, the Sun; beneath the Sun is NVGH,
Nogah, Venus; beneath Venus is KVKB, Kokav, Mercury; be- -
neath Mercury is LBNH, Levanah, the Moon, which is the
lowest of all the Planets.

It must, therefore, be understood that the Planets have
their dominion over the day which approacheth nearest unto
the name which is given and attributed unto them—viz.,
over Saturday, Saturn; Thursday, Jupiter; Tuesday, Mars;
Sunday, the Sun; Friday, Venus; Wednesday, Mercury; and -
Monday, the Moon.. . . '

Note that each experiment or magical operation should .".
be performed under the Planet, and usually in the hour,
which refers to the same. For example:— i

In the Days and Hours of Saturn thou canst perform ex-
periments to summon the Souls from Hades, but only of
those who have died a natural death. Similarly on these days
and hours thou canst operate to bring either good or bad for-
tune to buildings; to have familiar Spirits attend thee in sleep;
to cause good or ill success to business, possessions, goods,
seeds, fruits, and similar things, in order to acquire learning;
tobring destruction and to give death, and to sow hatred and
discord. ‘

The Days and Hours of Jupiter are proper for obtaining
honours, acquiring riches; contracting friendships, preserv-
ing health; and arriving at all that thou canst desire.
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The Key then proceeds to give detailed instructions on the
preparation of pentacles:

CONCERNING THE MEDALS OR PENTACLES, AND THE
MANNER OF CONSTRUCTING THEM
- Aswe have already made mention of the Pentacles, it is
necessary that thou shouldest understand that the whole Sci-
ence and understanding of our Key dependeth upon the op-
eration, Knowledge, and use of Pentacles.

He then who shall wish to perform any operation by the
means of the Medals, or Pentacles, and therein to render him-
self expert, must observe what hath been herein before or-
dained. Let him then, O my Son Roboam, know and under-
stand that in the aforesaid Pentacles he shall find those Inef-
fable and Most Holy Names which were written by the finger
of God in the Tables of Moses; and which I, Solomon, have
received through the Ministry of an Angel by Divine Revela-
tion. These then have I collected together, arranged, conse-
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crated, and kept, for the benefit of the human race, and the
preservation of Body and of Soul. ,

The Pentacles should then be made in the days and
hours of Mercury, when the Moon is in an aerial®* or terres-
trial sign; she should also be in her increase, and in equal
number of days with the Sun.**

It is necessary to have a Chamber or Cabinet specially
setapart and newly cleaned,wherein thou canst remain with-
out interruption, the which having entered with thy Com-
panions, thou shalt incense and perfume it with the odours
and perfumes of the Art. The sky should be clear and serene.
It is necessary that thou shouldest have one or more pieces of
virgin paper prepared and arranged ready, as we shall tell
you more fully later on, in its place.

Thou shalt commence the writing or construction of the
Pentacles in the hour aforesaid. Among other things, thou
shalt chiefly use these colours: Gold, Cinnabar or Vermilion
Red, and celestial or brilliant Azure Blue. Furthermore, thou
shalt make these Medals or Pentacles with exorcised pen and
colours, as we shall hereafter show thee. ..

The Pentacles being finished and completed, take a
cloth of very fine silk, as we shall hereafter ordain thee, in the
which thou shalt wrap the Pentacles. After which thou shalt
take a large Vessel of Earth filled with Charcoal, upon the
which there must be put frankincense, mastic, and aloes, all
having been previously conjured and exorcised as shall here-
after be told thee. Thou must also be thyself pure, clean, and
washed, as thou shalt find given in the proper place. Further-

_ more, thou shouldest have the Sickle or Knife of Magical Art,
with the which thou shalt make a Circle, and trace within it
an inner circle, and in the space between the two thou shalt
write the Names of God, which thou shalt think fit and
proper. It is necessary after this that thou shouldest have
within the Circle a vessel of earth with burning coals and
odoriferous perfumes thereon; with the which thou shalt fu-
migate the aforesaid Pentacles; and, having turned thy face
towards the East, thou shalt hold the said Pentacles over the
smoke of the Incense, and shalt repeat devoutly the follow-

ing Psalms of David my Father: Psalms viii., xxi., xxvii., xxix.,

xxxii., li., Ixxii., cxxxiv.
After this thou shalt repeat the following Oration:—

* The Moon should be waxing, that is, between New and Full Moon.

O ADONAI most powerful, EL most strong,
AGLA most holy, ON most righteous, the ALEPH
and the TAU, the Beginning and the End; Thou Who
hast established all things in Thy Wisdom; Thou
Who has chosen Abraham Thy faithful servant, and
has promised that in his seed shall all nations of the
earth be blessed, which seed Thou hast multiplied as
the Stars of Heaven; Thou Who hast appeared unto
Thy servant Moses in flame in the midst of the Burn-
ing Bush, and hast made him walk with dry feet
through the Red Sea; Thou Who gavest the Law to

The Key gives a specific number of pentacles in their tradi-
tional order, since there are so many, I have selected a few of each as
examples. -

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Editor’s Note:* The Hebrew letters within the square are
the four great Names of God which are written with four let-
ters: IHVH, Yod, He, Vau, He; ADNI, Adonai;JIA], Yiai (this
Name has the same Numerical value in Hebrew as the Name -
EL); and AHIH, Eheieh. The Hebrew versicle which sur-
rounds it is from Psalm Ixxii. 9: “The Ethiopians shall kneel
before Him, His enemies shall lick the dust.”**

The Second Pentacle of Saturn. This Pentacle is of great
value against adversities; and of especial use in repressing
the pride of the Spirits.

Editor’s Note: This is the celebrated
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the most perfect existing form of double acrostic, as far as the
arrangement of the letters is concerned; it is repeatedly men-
tioned in the records of medieval Magic; and, save to very
few, its derivation from the present pentacle has been un-
known. It will be seen at a glance that itis a square of five, giv-
ing twenty-five letters, which, added to the unity, gives
twenty-six, the numerical value of IHVH. The Hebrew versi-
cle surrounding it is taken from Psalm Ixxii, 8: “His dominion
shall be also from the one sea to the other, and from the flood
unto the world’s end.” This passage consists also of exactly
twenty-five letters, and its total numerical value (considering
the final letters with increased numbers), added to that of the
name Elohim, is exactly equal to the total numerical value of
the twenty-five letters in the Square.

The Third Pentacle of Saturn. This should be made within
the Magical Circle, and it is good for use at night when thou
invokest the Spirits of the nature of Saturn.

Editor’s Note. The characters at the ends of the rays of -
the Mystic Wheel are Magical Characters of Saturn. Sur-
rounding it are the Names of the Angels: Omeliel, Anachiel,
Arauchiah, and Anazachia, written in Hebrew.

*The “editor” in these notes is S. Liddell MacGregor Mathers, one of-the founders
of the famous occult s_ociety, The Golden Dawn.

* The translations of Biblical passages in this work differ from the King James’
version of the Bible, and are probably MacGregor Mathers’ own translation of the
scriptures.

In the others are
the Seal of the Intelligence of Jupiter, and the Names Adonai
and IHVH. Around it is the versicle from Psalm cxxv. 1: “A
Song of degrees. They that trust in IHVH shall be as Mount
Zion, which cannot be removed, but abideth for ever.”

The Fourth Pentacle of Jupiter. It serveth to acquire riches
and honour, and to possess much wealth. Its Angel is Bariel.
It should be engraved upon silver in the day land hour of Ju-
piter when he is in the Sign Cancer. '

The First Pentacle of Mars. It is proper for invoking Spir-
its of the Nature of Mars, especially those which are written
in the Pentacle.

Editor’s Note. Mystical Characters of Mars, and the
Names of the four Angels: Madimkiel, Bartzachiah, Eschiel,
and Ithuriel written in Hebrew around the Pentacle.

The Second Pentacle of Mars. This Pentacle serveth with
great success against all kinds of diseases, if it be applied
unto the afflicted part.

Editor’s Note. The letter Hé, in the angles of the Hexa-
gram. Within the same the Names IHVH, IHSHVH
Yeheshuah (the mystic Hebrew Name for Joshua or Jesus,
formed of the ordinary IHVH with the letter SH placed
therein as emblematical of the Spirit), and Elohim. Around it
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is the sentence, Johni. 4: “In Him was life, and the life was the
light of man.” This may be adduced as an argument of the
greater antiquity of the first few mystical verses of the Gospel
of St. John. '

The Third Pentacle of Mars. It is of great value for exciting
war, wrath, discord, and hostility; also for resisting enemies,
and striking terror into rebellious Spirits; the Names of God
the All Powerful are therein expressly marked.

Editor’s Note. The letters of the Names Eloah and Shad-
dai. In the Centre is the great letter Vau, the signature of the
Qabalistic microprosopus. Around is the versicle from Psalm
Ixxvii. 13: “Who is so great a God as our Elohim?” -

These excerpts and illustrations from The Key of Solomon were
provided to give the reader a taste of one of the most famous of all
magical text books, and to give some examples of very powerful tal-
ismans.

THE BLACK PULLET

Another talismanic treatise of great popularity is the Black Pul-
let. It purports to be still another legacy from an old man to his son;
this time an adopted son. Though largely discredited by many oc-
cult scholars and branded as a spurious and rathef unfelicitous
work, the Black Pullet has an undeniably large selection of talismans
and magic rings from which to choose. None of the talismans or
rings are of a planetary nature, and much of the symbolism is rather

obscure, but the designs are unusual and attractive, and some mod-
ern magicians claim to have achieved some results with them.

Arthur Edward Waite, one of the foremost scholars of the oc-
cult in modern times, had this to say about the Black Pullet.* '

The Black Pullet is far the most curious of its class and
there is indeed sufficient individuality in its narrative to lift it
~much above the paltry impostures with which it connects. Its
chief occult interest centres in the series of talismanic rings
which it incorporates with the text, itself a species of magical -
romance. It makes no claim to antiquity, except that it em-
bodies its wisdom, and it does not appeal to Solomon. In a
book of Black Magic, as it certainly is, though the Goetic in-."
tention is disguised, such modesty makes for virtue. Many of
the Talismans seem to be original devices; at least they con-
nect with nothing in occult symbolism known to the present
writer. At the same time they are constructed in accordance
with the rules laid down by the Fourth Book attributed to
Cornelius Agrippa as regards infernal signatures.

The Black Pullet reappeared during its own period at
various dates, with slight alterations—once as the Treasure of
the Old Man of the Pyramids, when it was followed by a sequel
or companion under the title of the Black Screech Owl. It has
been reprinted within recent years at Paris in an edition in-
tended for bibliophiles but bearing no indications of biblio-
graphical research. Though modest in the claims which have
been specified, the title of the original edition is portentous
enough, namely, “The Black Pullet, or the Hen with the
Golden Eggs, comprising the Science of Magical Talismans
and Rings, the Art of Necromancy and of the Kabalah, for the
Conjuration of Arial and Infernal Spirits, of Sylphs, Undines
and Gnomes, serviceable for the acquisition of the Secret Sci-
ences, for the Discovery of Treasures, for obtaining power to
command all beings and to unmask all Sciences and Bewitch-
ments. The whole following the doctrines of Socrates,
Pythagoras, Zoroaster, Son of the Grand Aromasis, and other
philosophers whose works in MS. escaped the conflagration
of the Library of Ptolemy. Translated from the Language of
the Magi and that of the Hieroglyphs by the Doctors Miz-
zaboula-Jabamia, Danhuzerus, Nehmahmiah, Judahim, and
Eliaeb. Rendered into French by A.J.5.D.R.L.G.F.” The place
of publication is Egypt, which probably stands for Rome, and
the date is 740, meaning 1740, which, however, is untrue, as
we shall see. It may be said at once that there is no pretense in

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the text to fulfill the magnificent assurances of the title.

The work, it has been said, is a romance, and the first
thing which it makes clear is that even the addition of a thou-
sand years to the date in the title is insufficient. It is the narra-
tive of a man who “formed part of the expedition to Egypt,”
and was “an officer in the army of the genius.” The reference

_ is, of course, to Napoleon and at best the date of composition

is little more than a century ago. While in Egypt, the narrator
was sent upon an expedition to the Pyramids, accompanied
by some mounted chasseurs. They lunched under the
shadow of the “grand colossus,” when they were attacked by
a horde of Arabs of the desert; the comrades of the writér
were slain and even he was left for dead upon the ground. On
returning to consciousness, he surrendered himself to
mournful reflections in the immediate anticipation of his end
and delivered a valedictory address to the setting sun, when
a stone was rolled back in the Pyramid, and a venerable man
issued forth, who was proclaimed to be a Turk by his turban.
This personage did not fail to discover the corpses which
strewed the desert, nor to identify their nation. When the of-
ficer in his turn was examined, he manifested life by kissing
the hand of the ancient man, who, superior to all prejudices
which might have been dictated to the ordinary Mussulman
by patriotism or religion, took pity on him, revived him by a
wonderful cordial which put the wounded man upon his
feet, and he followed his preserver into the Pyramid, wherein
was the home of the ancient man and a mighty house of

. Magic. There were vast halls and endless galleries, subterra-

nean chambers piled with treasures, apparitions of blazing
lamps, ministering spirits innumerable, magic suppers;
above all things there was the Black Pullet. Ina word, diurnal
life was illustrated throughout by the supernatural; it was a
methodised version of Aladdin with an inner meaning by
Astaroth. The sage himself proved to be the sole heir of the
Magi and the makers of those Egyptian hieroglyphics which
are the “despair of the learned,” while, not least, he was him-
self in quest of an heir, for he felt that he was about to pass
away. In fine, the French officer, having acquired the Turkish

language by means of a grammar which had its root in sor-

cery, and being thus enabled to converse with his protector,
which on the whole seems superfluous, seeing that his pro-
tector possessed a talisman which communicated immediate
proficiency in all tongues, was instructed in the powers and
wonders of twenty-two talismanic figures and the rings cor-
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responding to these, as well as in the secret of the manufac-
ture of the Black Pullet, which possessed more skill in gold-
finding than the divining rod in the discovery of water. After
these instructions, in spite of many prayers, and the minis-
tries of the genius Odous, the just man expired upon a sofa,
while the fortunate kinsman in philosophy swooned at the
feet of his benefactor. In due course, accompanied by the gen-
ius who has been transferred to his service, the French officer
managed to depart from Egypt, laden with treasures, and
with the ashes of the sage in a costly urn. He took ship for
Marseilles, stilled a tempest on the voyage and returned to
his native country. He made his abode in Provence, spending
his days in experiments with the Black Pullet, or in study,-.©
meditation and rambling. : ‘

in silver. It must be held in the left hand, on which also

KAMEAS OR MAGIC SQUARES

The traditional magical squares or kameas, the sigils and the hi-
erarchical names that form part of talismanic magic, have come
down to us through the works of the Abbot Trithemius, Peter de
Abano and Cornelius Agrippa. Most of these were reprinted in the
famous treatise by Francis Barrett, The Magus, which is perhaps one
of the most poetically beautiful books ever written on the subject of
magic.

The magical squares of the planets are an important part of the
science of talismanic magic. To each planet belongs the number of
the Kabbalistic sephira to which it corresponds, as well as the other

numbers, which are the sum of the various horizontal and vertical
rows of the square. For example, Jupiter is a planetary symbol of the
sphere of Chesed in the Tree of Life, whose number-is 4. Thus the
square of Jupiter has four boxes or divisions, both horizontally and

vertically, resulting in sixteen individual units, each line addingup

to 34, with a grand total of 136. In other words, all the squares total
the same number on each vertical and horizontal row. See, for exam-
ple, the square of Mars, which represents the fifth sephira of the Tree
of Life, Geburah. Each side has 5 units for a total of 25 squares, each
line totaling 65, vertically and horizontally.

The Kabbalah teaches that it is possible to impose a sigil, or
graphic representation of any name, on the kameas or squares. This
can be done by ascertaining the numerical values of a name accord-
ing to the Hebrew alphabet and then tracing a line connecting these
numbers on the kamea. This connecting line is what is known as a
sigil.* After the sigil of a name has been found, it can be used either
on the squares or by itself for some other magical reason. It is possi-
ble, for example, to learn the sigil of somebody’s name in any of the
planetary squares and then to control him in the particular human
endeavor controlled by the planet of the square. To get money from
somebody, for example, one might learn this person’s sigil on the
planetary square of Jupiter or the Sun. For love, one would use the
Venus square. - - :

Most of the names of the spirits have been discovered through
their numbers in the squares, proving once more the tremendous
relevance that numbers have in the Kabbalah.

When one tries to find the numerical value of a name and some
of the numbers have one or more zeros, the first zero should always
be removed. Thus, if a letter in a name has a numerical value of 30,
this isreduced to 3, if its value is 300, the number is brought down to
30. Each letter in a name must be transformed into its numerical
equivalent in order to find its sigil in the proper square. Please note
the two sigils in the next squares to understand this concept well.

Talismans are best made of the metal ascribed to each of the
planetary forces, or of virgin parchment. The symbols are usually
inscribed within a circle, which represents the universe as well as
humanity. The colors, numbers, perfumes, and other attributes of
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the force being invoked through the talisman are carefully observed
by the magician, as are the day and planetary hour corresponding to
the planet that rules the talisman.

The magic square of a planet is often incorporated into 1ts talis-
man or seal. Some magic squares are made with letters instead of
numbers and often the letters form words that read equally both
horizontally and vertically. Perhaps the most famous of these
squares is the one using the words SATOR, AREPO, TENET, OP-
ERA, ROTAS, which appear in one of the pentacles of Saturn in the
Greater Key of Solomon. According to the Key, the pentacle and
therefore the words, are of value in adversity and serve to repress
the pride of evil spirits. Some people use this square ‘indis-
criminately for many diverse purposes, such as gaining love and af-
fection or to acquire riches. This is a mistaken use of the square, as it
belongs to the planet Saturn, a negative force evoking feelings of
sorrow and restriction. Another authority* however has changed
the square slightly to read SALOM, AREPO, LEMEL, OPERA,
MOLAS, and in this version the square is used to obtain love and the
favor of others.

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the invocations of the proper spirits at the proper time and place.
Like The Greater Key of Solomon, this treatise advises fasting and gen-
eral purification of the body before the undertaking of any magical
ceremony. The book suggests a period of six months as the mini-
mum time required for purification and the study of the squares.
The aspiring magician is also advised to live alone during this pe-
riod, to abstain from impure acts and to meditate constantly on his
spiritual aims. The purpose of this discipline is to acquire the knowl-
edge of the “Holy Guardian Angel,” by means of the squares. Great
magical powers are said to develop as a result of the proper obser-
vance of this technique.

Because the magic squares are so numerous in this volume, only
some of them could be reproduced here, but the interested reader is
directed to further reading of this treatise, which is one of the most
fascinating and truly mysterious of all occult literature.

ON THE CONSECRATION OF TALISMANS

Although some of the ancient magicians recommended com-
plicated ceremonies of consecration for the proper “charging” of a
talisman, in reality the one necessary step that must be taken for this
purpose is the concentration of mental power on the talisman. It is,
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however, important to make the talisman on the day and hour as-
cribed to the planet ruling it. The incenses or perfumes used should
also be those corresponding to the planet (Table 6). The actual cere-
mony can be carried out as follows:

1.

Once prepared, the talisman should be placed on a silk cloth
the color of the planet. A large sphere of light of the same color

“should be visualized over the talisman.

Read aloud the purpose of making the talisman, which
should be written down in one sentence. Be strong and deter-
mined that the talisman should succeed.

Consecrate the talisman with the element Water by sprinkling
it with the liquid water. Say “I consecrate this talisman with
the element of Water so that it will accomplish my every wish
and hope.”

Pass the talisman through the smoke of the incense as many
times as the number ascribed to the planet. For example, four
times for Jupiter, six times for the Sun, seven times for Venus.

Say “I consecrate this talisman with the element of Fire so that -

it will accomplish my every wish and hope.”

Breathe upon the talisman the same amount of time as the
number ascribed to the planet. Say “I consecrate this talisman
with the element Air so that it will accomplish my every wish
and hope.” '

Sprinkle the talisman with salt and say, “I consecrate this tal-
isman with the element of Earth so that it will accomplish my
every wish and hope.”

As you consecrate the talisman, visualize the sphere above it
becoming smaller, more intense and brighter.

Gather all your mental power and direct it towards the
sphere, which you then visualize descending upon the talis-
man and becoming one with it. This is the fifth and final con-
secration in the element of Ether (spirit). It is recommended
that in order to make the link between the magician and the

talisman stronger, the latter should be anointed with a drop of

the magician’s blood.

After the talisman is consecrated it should be wrapped in the
same cloth where it laid during the ritual and kept always

near the owner. Some magical treatises suggest that the talis- -
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man be kept in a small silk bag and carried around constantly,
always in close contact with the skin. It is also important that
the owner of the talisman does not think about it after its con-
secration because it is said that constant worry and conjec-
tures interfere with the success of a talisman.*

Take of saffron, ambergris, musk, lignum aloes, lignum
balsam, the fruit of the laurel, cloves, myrrh, and frankin-
cense; of each a like quantity; all of which being bruised, and
mixed together, so as to make a sweet odour, must be incor-
porated with the brain of an eagle, or the blood of a white
cock, after the manner of pills or troches.

THE MOON

For the moon, we make a suffume of the head of a frog
dried, and the eyes of a bull, the seed of white poppies, frank-
incense, and camphire, which must be incorporated with
menstruous blood, or the blood of a goose.

SATURN

For Saturn, take the seed of black poppies, henbane,
mandrake root, loadstone, and myrrh, and mix them up with
the brain of a cat and the blood of a bat.

JUPITER

Take the seed of ash, lignum aloes, storax, the gum Ben-
jamin, the lapis lazuli, the tops of peacocks’ feathers, and in-
corporate with the blood of a stork, or swallow, or the brain of
a hart.

The “Suffumigations” referred to in this fa-
mous treatise have proven too overpowering for most modern magicians, who
have settled for less complicated recipes for their incenses. Thus, myrrh or civet
are usually burned during Saturn rituals; cedar is used for Jupiter; tobacco for
Mars; olibanum and laurel for the Sun; benzoin, rose; or red sandal for Venus;
Storax or cinnamon for Mercury; jasmine or ginseng for the Moon; and Ditanny of
Crete for the Earth.

Take uphorbium, bedellium, gum armoniac, the roots
of both hellebores, the loadstone, and a little silphur, and in- .
corporate them altogether with the brain of a hart, the blood
of a man, and the blood of a black cat.

VENUS

Take musk, ambergris, lignum aloes, red roses, and red
coral, and make them up with sparrow’s brains and pigeon’s
blood. '

MERCURY

Take mastiéh, frankincense, cloves, and the herb
cinquefoil, and the agate stone, and incorporate them all with
the brain of a fox, or weasel, and the blood of a magpie.

The talismans discussed in this chapter are only a small cross
section of the vast treasure house of talismans gathered in countless
treatises and grimoires, some dating from thousands of years before
Christ. Most of these treatises were written during the Middle Ages,
but the sources upon which they were based are so old, they are
practically impossible to trace. The Greater Key of Solomon, for exam-
ple, although of fairly recent scholarship, is said to have originated
in Solomon’s magical practices. In the first century of our era,the
Jewish historian Josephus mentioned a book ascribed to Solomon,
containing incantations for summoning spirits.

All the medieval magicians, like Agrippa, Albertus Magnus,
Paracelsus, and Peter de Abano, among many others, made use of
talismanic magic in their occult practices. They believed that talis-
mans were among the most successful methods to contact spirits
and to force them to do the will of the magician.

Today talismans and amulets are no longer seen as points of
contact with the spiritual world. They are worn mostly for general
good luck, and sometimes even as conversation pieces. But as long
as they are worn, humans are expressing their faith and hope for the
future, and the survival of the human race.
